Kurtulug Savasi ve sonucunda Tirkiye Cumhuriyeti'nin kurulmasi, Kibris Ttrkleri'nde
baslamis olan milliyetgilik akimina daha da ivme kazandirdi. Ingiliz Somirge
Yonetimi, Tarkler deki bu akimi bastirmak igin her tirli yontemi kullandi. Bunlardan
biri de sanstirdir. Rumlarin 1931 Isyanr'ni bahane eden Ingilizler, sansiri en kat

bicimde kullanmaktan ¢ekinmemislerdir.

Hukuk s6zligl sansiri, “soz, yazi, resim ve sesle yapilan her tiir negriyatin,
yazismanin yapilmadan 6nce devlet tarafindan kontrol edilmek tizere alinan
emniyet tedbiri” olarak tanimlamaktadir.' Oysa ki, Insan Haklan Evrensel
Bildirgesi'nin ondokuzuncu maddesine gore “Her insanin diiglincelerini serbestge
ifade etmek 6zgiirliigline hakki vardir. Bu hak diiglincelerini rahatsiz edilmeden
baskalarina aktarmak, tilkenin sinirlarina bakilmaksizin haber ve distincelerini
her tiirlt iletisim araglan ile aktarmak, elde etmek ve yaymak 6zgiirligiini de
kapsamaktadir”.? Gorildigu gibi sansiir, insanin en tabii haklarindan biri olan
haberlesme 6zgiirligiinii yasaklamaktadir ve bu politika ne yazik ki, kendi
halklar tizerinde baski kurmak isteyen pek¢ok hitkimet tarafindan fitursuzca
uygulanmaktadir.

TOURS ON THE NORTH CYPRUS

ABSTRACT

The economy of North Cyprus has the typical characteristics of an island economy
with limited resources. These characteristics obliged North Cyprus to base its eco-
nomic development on the services sector. Tourism sector continues to be a priority
sector in the economic development by contributing significantly to the gross na-
tional product (GNP), employment and to the balance of payments of North Cyprus.
In 1997, tourism sector occupied 4.2% ($33 m.) of the GNP and created 3.8% (3,076)
of the total employment. Besides, with net tourism revenues rising up to $189.2 m.,
it contributed quite a lot to the current account deficit which turned out to be $21 m.
in 1997. In this study, using type II multipliers obtained from 1990 input-output
tables of North Cyprus, the impact of the expenditures of the Turkish tourists coming
through package tours (Didim and Hayal) in Summer 1997 will be assessed. Type 1I
multipliers will enable us to calculate the direct, indirect and induced effects of the
tourist expenditures on gross output, income and imports. The expenditures of the
tourists are obtained through a survey. Coming through package tours with Didim
and Hayal tourism agencies, 6,000 Turkish tourists spent a total of 210,410 m. TL
($1.4 m.) and created income of 281,963 m. TL ($1.9 m.). The overall average output,
income and imports generated for a unit of expenditure (tourism multipliers) turned
out to be 1.96, 1.34 and 0.24 respectively. Policy implications derived from this
experience is that the government could encourage more package tours from Tur-
key to North Cyprus and could try to find out ways to increase their average length
of stay. It is also advised that the package tours should target at high spending
tourists by increasing their prices rather than target at low spending tourists.

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1. INTRODUCTION

Industrial activities are mainly focused on food and beverages, textile and
clothing and other such light industries. Economic embargoes applied by the
Greek Cypriots, through the Court of Justice decision in 1994 and being an
unrecognized state makes it difficult to benefit from external markets. Like
many other small states lacking any important natural resources, tourism and
higher education sectors are chosen to play an important role in the economic
development of North Cyprus.

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2. TOURISM SECTOR OF NORTH CYPRUS

2.1 Tourist Arrivals and Stay in Tourist Accommodations

Tourism is a potential priority sector and it is one of the main factors of economic
development in North Cyprus. Tourism sector contributes to the gross national
product (GNP), to employment, to the balance of payments, to the development
of the trade, by creating demand for specific goods and services in agriculture,
constructions and the industrial sectors. The government is determined to provide
all the necessary incentives for the prospective investors in the tourism sector, as it
sees the significance of the sector in the economic development of North Cyprus®.

The bed capacity in North Cyprus increased from 3,265 in 1977 to 8,940 in
1997. During the same period, the number of tourist accommodation establish-
ments increased from 46 to 104 °. Parallel to these developments, the number of
tourist arrivals to North Cyprus increased from 365,116 in 1996 to 399,364 in 1997,
by 9.4%. Examining the composition of the tourists, 81.7% are Turkish tourists from
the mainland Turkey whose number increased by 12.9% from 289,131 in 1996 to
320,304 in 1997. The number of the non-Turkish tourists comprising 18.3% of the
total decreased from 75,989 to 73,000 in the same period (Table 1). It is important
to note that the number of Turkish tourists staying in the tourist accommodation
establishments was 81,199 and it is 58.1% of the total (139,638). Turkish tourists
stay 3.58 nights on the average, and 58,439 non-Turkish tourists comprising 41.9%
of the total stay 7.85 nights on the average®. Besides to all these developments, the
capacity usage in the tourism sector increased from 22.7% in 1991 to 33.9% in 1997
(Table 1).

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2.2 Contributions of the Tourism Sector

In this study, tourism sector is taken in its narrowest deﬁnitio.r? and it includes
only the hotels and restaurants. In its alternative broad definition, the tourism
sector, in addition to the hotels and restaurants, includes a set of services such
as transportation, COmmerce, and entertainment, satisfying the needs of the
tourists, and through the multiplier effect, it contributes to the GNP much
more than it is taken in the figures 7. The contribution of the tourism sector, in
its narrow definition, to the GNP of North Cyprus was 5,352,079 m. TL ($34.3
m.) and comprised only 4.5% of the total GNP ($757.7 m.) in 1997. In the
previous year, tourism sector had contributed only 4.3% ($33.4 m.) to the
GNP (Table 2).

Tourism sector contributes to the economy by providing employment as
well, During 1996-1997, the working population increased by 1.6% and reached
to 185,241. This constitutes 43.5% of the total population. Employment in the
tourism sector (hotels and restaurants) increased from 2,897 in 1996 to 3,195
in 1997 and thus its share in total employment increased from 3.7% to 3.8%.
In this period, total employment also increased from 80,314 to 83,131 by

3.5% (Table 2).

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Considering the sustained trade deficits in the balance of payments table, the
contribution of the tourism sector in solving the trade deficit is quite substantial. In
1997, imports increased from $318.4 m. in 1996 to $374.2 m. while the exports
decreased from $70.5 m. to $57.7 m. Exports could cover only 22.1% and 15.4%
of the total imports in these years. In 1996 and 1997, net tourism revenues have
contributed $175.6 m. and $189.2 m. respectively, and this is 2.5 and 2.7 times
more than the export earnings. With such contributions, net tourism revenues
covered 70.8% and 68.0% of the foreign trade deficits in these years. It should be
added that net tourism revenues include the commercial expenditures of the
tourists, which could otherwise be considered as re-exports. (Table 3)

3. TOURISM IMPACT MULTIPLIERS

3.1 The Concept of Multiplier and Types of Tourism Multipli-
ers

The concept of the multiplier as used in recent tourism impact studies, comes
from a desire to summarize the amount of change in some economic benefit
varable (output, income, employment, etc.) generated by a given amount of
tourism spending in an area®. Four types of tourism multipliers are in common
use. Firstly, a sales (or transactions) multiplier measures the effect of an extra
unit of tourist spending upon economic activity levels in the economy. As the
name implies, this multiplier relates tourism expenditure to the increase in busi-
ness turnover, which it creates. Very similar to this model is the output multiplier,
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which relates a unit of tourism expenditure to the resultant increase in the leve]
of outputin the economy’. Thirdly, the income multiplier measures the increase
in income (wages, salaries and profits, etc.) which occurs throughout out the
economy as a result of a change in either the level or distribution of tourist
expenditure’. The fourth type of multiplier, the employment multiplier, esti-
mates the change in the number of full-time equivalent job opportunities (FTEs)
associated with a change in either the level or distribution of tourist expendi-
ture'’.

In addition, type I and type 11 multipliers can be computed by using the
input-output tables that give a summary of the total repercussions in terms of
output, income, employment and imports generated as a result of a unit change
in the final demand of a sector (sectoral multipliers). Sectoral multipliers calcu-
lated from input-output tables, of an open model are called type I multipliers.
Type I multipliers consider only the direct and indirect effects and they do not
include the induced effects, as the household is taken exogenous to the system.
On the other hand, type Il multipliers obtained from a closed input-output model]
include both the direct, indirect and induced effects; they include the household
consumption as an additional column and household income as an additional row
in the inter-industry transactions sector of the input - output table. Thus, type I
multipliers excluding the induced effects underestimate while type II multipliers
overestimate a given impact as they assume linear-homogeneous production
function'.

The two most popular forms of multiplier models used today are the ad hoc
models and the input-output models. Ad hoc models are a direct offspring of
Keynesian multiplier models, and they are based on the pioneering work of
Kahn. The model is particularly suited to regional analysis where it may be
impractical or too expensive to undertake a full input-output analysis, due to the
paucity of secondary data .

The input-output model is an important tool in analyzing the inter-industry
relationships in the production process in an economy. Input-output tables are
common planning tools and many countries that embark on national plans (usu-
ally five years plans) use such tables to benchmark the planning process, as well
as to strengthen the quality of the data in the national accounts. They are well
suited to analyze the impact of given expenditures (the expenditures made by
the tourists) on the economy as they pick up the inter-industry linkages very

well*4,

3.2 Multipliers Used in the Study

In calculating the economic impact (output, income, employment, imports
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changes) of the expenditures of the Turkish tourists that came through Didim
and Hayal tourism agencies, multipliers derived from input-output tables are
used. In order to capture the induced effects, besides the direct and indirect
cffects, type I multipliers are selected from a previous study'®. Type II multipli-
ers for output, income, employment and imports derived for each industry from
input - output tables of North Cyprus (1990) are given in Table 4.

In calculating the economic impact of the expenditures of the Turkish tour-
ists, the expenditures allocated into the 16 sectors of the input-output table.
Multiplying this column with the output, income, and import multipliers ob-
tained from input-output tables will give the impact on output, income and

imports. Algebraically, this can be shown as follows'®.

Where Oml1 is the output multiplier for sector 1, el is the total domestic
expenditure made in sector 1 and Ogl is the total output generated in the
economy as a result of this total domestic expenditures. Adding the output
generated in the economy as a result of the expenditures in each sector
(Ogl, 0Og2, ... Ogl6 = OgT), total output generated in the economy is ob-
tained. Tourism multiplier is obtained by dividing the total output generated
in the economy (OgT) by the total domestic expenditures (eT). This value
gives the amount of output to be generated in the economy for a unit of
expenditure made on domestic goods.

It is also possible to calculate the income and imports generated in the
economy as a result of the expenditures of the Turkish tourist by multiplying
these expenditures with the income and import multipliers respectively as
explained above. The impact of the domestic expenditures on employment
in the economy could not be calculated because the assumption of having a
constant employment coefficient (employment/output ratio) does not hold.
That is, output may increase by reasons other than an increase in employ-
ment"”. Thus, in this study, the impact of the tourist expenditures on employ-

ment will not be assessed.

4. EXPENDITURES OF THE TURKISH TOURISTS

4.1 The Survey

A set of questionnaires was prepared in order to determine the expenditures
of the Turkish tourists that came through a package tour with Didim and
Hayal tourism agencies during the summer of 1997. Due to the limited time
and resources, 100 questionnaires were given only to those that stayed in the
Salamis Bay Hotel (four stars hotel). Thus, the findings of the survey will be
generalized to the Turkish tourists that came through a package tour with
Didim and Hayal tourism agencies and stayed in 4 star hotels'®. The questions
aimed to find out all the expenditures, made on travelling, accommodation
and food (hotels), restaurants, shopping etc. and distinguishing them as €x-
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penditures on domestic and imported goods.

The number of Turkish tourists visiting four star hotels (Jasmine Court
Hotel, L A S Holiday Center, The Olive Tree Holiday Village 10, Dome Hotel,
Park Hotel, Salamis Bay Hotel, Oscar and Royal Hotel) in 1997 is 67,559.
41,933 of these Turkish tourists came through their own arrangements while
25,626 of them came through tour operators. The number of Turkish tourists
that came through Didim tourism agency and stayed in four star hotels is
4,571 and they stayed a total of 32,000 nights. The number of those came
through Hayal tourism agency are 1,429 and they stayed a total of 10,000
nights. Almost all of the Turkish tourists that came through a package tour
organized by Didim and Hayal tourism agencies stayed 7 nights in the hotels.

4.2 Distributive Shares

The expenditures of the Turkish tourists are allocated into the 16 sectors
classified in the input-output tables, and they are differentiated between ex-
penditures on domestic and imported products (Table 12 and 13, in the Ap-
pendix). The direct expenditures made on agricultural and manufacturing goods
contain trade and transportation shares, which need to be extracted. These
shares are different in domestic and imported products (Table 5). 42% of any
expenditure made on domestic agricultural products go to the trade and trans-
portation sector, while only 58% stay with the agricultural sector. Then, this
amount (42%) is shared between the trade and transportation sectors in the
proportion of 62.9% for trade and 37.1 % for transportation (Table 5).

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4.3 The Survey Results

The expenditures of the Turkish tourists on domestic goods and imported
goods arc given in Tables 12 and 13 in the Appendix. These expenditures are
not adjusted for the distributive shares given in the above Table 5. Thus,
adjusting the expenditures of the Turkish tourists on domestic and imported
goods and services for the distributive shares, total expenditures on domestic

goods and services are given in Table 0.

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As it can be seen from the Table 6, transportation sector gets the highest share
(50%) in the total expenditures of the Turkish tourists, hotels and restaurants
sector ranks second (23.29), manufacturing sector ranks third (12.4%), and
trade sector fourth (10.1%). In total, Turkish tourists spent 4,909.6 m. TL
($33,063.0 m.) on domestic goods and services in North Cyprus whose 4,133
m. TL ($27,832.9 m., 84.2%) are on domestic by goods and services and
776.6 m. TL ($5,230.1 m., 15.8%) are the domestic shares (trade and transpor-
tation) of the imported goods and services.

5. THE ECONOMIC IMPACT OF THE EXPENDITURES

5.1 Economic Impact on Gross Output, Income and Import

The economic impact of the expenditures of the Turkish tourists visiting North
Cyprus through a package tour organized by Didim and Hayal tourism agen-
cies is assessed with respect to their contribution to the gross output, income
and imports of North Cyprus. Such effects calculated here are based only on
the expenditures of the Turkish tourists included in the survey (100 question-
naires). In finding the gross output, income and import effects of the expen-
ditures of the Turkish tourists on North Cyprus economy, the total domestic
expenditures allocated in 16 sectors are multiplied by the output, income and
import multipliers given in Table 4 and the results are recorded in Tables 7, 8,
9.

Turkish tourists spent 4,909.6 m. TL ($33,063.0 m.) on domestic goods
and services and as a result generated a total of 9,634.9 m. TL ($64,884.2 m.)
gross output. They spent 2,455.2 m. TL ($16,534.0 m.) in the transportation
sector and generated the highest output in the economy with 4,577.8 m. TL
($30,828.3 m., 47.5%). Hotels and restaurants sector occupied the second
place with 25.1% contribution, manufacturing sector ranked at the third place
with its 13.3% contribution and the fourth place is taken by the trade sector
with 10.1% contribution to the total output effect (Table 7).

The total income generated by the expenditures of the Turkish tourists is 6,596.8
m. TL ($44,425.1 m.) Turkish tourists spent 2,455.2 m. TL ($15,106.9 m.) ,in the
transportation sector and generated the highest income with 3,193.6 m. TL
($21,506.7 m., 48.4%). Hotels and restaurants sector took the second place
with 25.4% contribution, manufacturing sector took the third place with 10.9%
contribution and the trade sector ranked at the fourth place with 10.7% cox-ltri-
bution to the total income generated in North Cyprus economy (Ta.ble 8

Total imports generated by the expenditures of the Turkish tourists are 1,180.3
m. TL ($7,948.2 m.). The transportation sector generated the highest imports.
Turkish tourists spent 2,455.2 m. TL ($16,534.0 m.) on this sector and gener-
ated 609.04 m. TL ($4,101.5 m., 51.6%) imports to North Cyprus. Manufactur-
ing sector occupied the second place with 19.4% of the total imports gener-
ated, hotels and restaurants sector took the third place with 17.1%, and the
trade sector took the fourth place with 9% (Table 9).

5.2 Tourism Multipliers of Output, Income and Imports

Output, income, and imports generated by one unit of expenditure are ob-
tained by dividing the output, income and imports generated by the total
domestic expenditures of the Turkish tourists. These are the tourism multipli-

ers for. output, income and imports. The results of these computations are
given in Table 10.

According to the multipliers computed, an expenditure of one m. TL made
by a Turkish tourist is expected to generate 1.96 m. TL ($13.2) of gross
output, 1.34 m. TL ($9.0) of income and result in 0.24 m. TL ($1.6) of im-
ports.

5.3 Total Output, Income and Imports Generated

At the beginning, the study was aimed at finding out the economic impact of
the total Turkish tourists visiting North Cyprus in 1997. The questionnaires
were given only to the Turkish tourists that came with a package tour orga-
nized by Didim and Hayal tourism agencies. The survey did not include the
Turkish Tourists that came on their own arrangements. This negligence pre-
vented the survey to generalize the results to all Turkish tourists visiting North
Cyprus in 1997, because the amount and the pattern of the expenditures of
those “coming with a package tour” are not the same as those “coming on
their own arrangements”. Further to this, an unexpected surprise was that
Didim and Hayal tourism agencies had received special prices from the hotels
and from the airlines during that season. This made their groups very special.
The package was relatively very cheap and the Turkish tourists coming through
these organizations were from low-income category with low spending. Thus,
the results obtained from 100 questionnaires could only be generalized to the
Turkish tourists that came to North Cyprus through a package tour organized
by Didim and Hayal tourism agencies in Summer 1997. During this period,
Hayal and Didim tourism agencies brought 6,000 Turkish tourists and on the
average, they stayed 7 days in four star hotels.

Total number of 100 questionnaires given at the Salamis Bay Hotel in-
volved 151 persons 21 of which were children. Two children (age between
1 and 12) were counted as one person, and the total number people involved
in the survey are taken as 140.

In order to calculate the average expenditures of the Turkish tourists per
head, the total domestic expenditures of the Turkish tourists (eT) is divided
by the sample size (n). The average expenditure of the Turkish tourist is 35.1
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m. TL ($236.4). Considering that they stay 7 days, then the average
expenditures per head per day is 5.01 m. TL ($33.7).

In order to calculate the total expenditures of the Turkish tourists
coming through a package tour organized by Didim and Hayal tourism
agencies in 1997, average daily expenditures are multiplied by the total
bednights. It is found that a total of 210,420 m. TL ($§1.4 m.) is spent by
the Turkish tourists. Thus, it can be said that that 6,000 Turkish tourists
coming through a package tour organized by Didim and Hayal tourism
agencies, each stayed 7 nights on the average making 42,000 bednights
and spent a total of 210,420 m. TL on domestic goods and services.

Using the tourism multipliers of gross output, income and imports
computed in the previous section and the total expenditures of the Turkish
tourists given above, it is possible to calculate the total gross output,
income and imports generated in North Cyprus in 1997. The results are
given in Table 14. Turkish tourists visiting North Cyprus in 1997 with a
package tour organized by Didim and Hayal tourism agencies spent a
total of 210,420 m. TL on domestic goods and services and generated
412,423.2 m. TL ($2.8 m.) of gross output, 281,962.8 m. TL ($1.9 m.) of
income and resulted in 50,500.8 m. TL ($0.3 m.) of imports in North
Cyprus. Gross output, income and imports generated are 4.9%, 3.3% and
0.5% of the exports of North Cyprus ($57.7 m.).

5.4 Comparison of the Findings with Other Studies

In North Cyprus, two studies were carried out in order to assess the eco-
nomic impacts of the expenditures made by the overseas students and
the Israeli tourists. In assessing the economic impact of the expenditures
of the Israeli tourists on the North Cyprus economy, a survey was carried
out in 1994, In that year, a total of 10,959 Israeli tourists visited North
Cyprus and spent $3.331 m. generating $6.572 m. gross output, $4.497
m. income and $0.745 m. imports in the economy. The average expen-
ditures of the Israeli tourists were $303.9 per head and the overall aver-
age output, income and imports generated for a unit of expenditure were
found to be 1.97, 1.35 and 0.22 respectively (Table 11).

The other study was carried out at the Eastern Mediterranean Univer-
sity in order to calculate the economic impact of the overseas students
on the North Cyprus economy®. In this study, the expenditures of the
overseas students studying at EMU and their relatives were obtained
through a survey. In 1994-95 academic year, a total of 4,007 overseas
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students studying at the EMU together with their families spent $31.35
m. The average annual spending of an overseas student with his/her
family was $7,825. The spending of the overseas students and their rela-
tives generated $54.8 m. of gross output, $40.8 m. income and resulted
in $4.9 m. imports. The overall average output, income and imports gen-
erated for a unit of expenditure turned out to be 1.75, 1.30 and 0.16
respectively. In 1994-95 academic year, the gross output generated was

9.9%, income was 7.4% and imports were 0.9% of the GNP in 1994 ($554.3
m.), as indicated in Table 11.

In all three studies, the 1990 input-output tables of North Cyprus are used to
assess the economic impact of the expenditures obtained through surveys.
Average output, income and imports generated for a unit of expenditure
(multipliers) for the tourists are found to be higher than the students. The
expenditures of the tourists are generating more output, more income and
more imports (not in the case of Israeli tourists) than the same amount of
expenditures of the students. The higher import multiplier of the Turkish
tourists indicates that in time, more of the needs of the Turkish tourists are
met with imports.

6. CONCLUSION

In 1997, 6,000 Turkish tourists visited North Cyprus through package tour
organized by Didim and Hayal tourism agencies and on the average, they
stayed 7 nights. Average daily expenditure per head, 5.01 m. TL, obtained
through a survey indicated that the Turkish tourists spent a total of 210,420
m. TL ($1.4 m.). Expenditure patterns (and amounts) of the Turkish tourists
obtained from the survey results and the input-output multipliers from 1990
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table are used to calculate the tourism multipliers for gross output (1.96),
income (1.34) and imports (0.24). Tourism multipliers and the total expendi-
tures of 6,000 Turkish enabled us to assess the impact on the economy and
conclude that gross output increased by 412,423 m. TL ($2.8 m.), income
increased by 281,963 m. TL ($1.9 m.) and imports increased by 50,501 m. TL
($0.3 m.). Gross output, income and imports generated in the North Cyprus
economy are 4.9%, 3.3% and 0.5% of the total exports ($57.7 m.) of North
Cyprus in 1997. Tourism multipliers are found to be higher than the multipl;-
ers obtained from the overseas students studying in the Eastern Mediterra-
nean University.

Tourism sector has an important role to play in the economic develop-
ment of North Cyprus, as the island has limited natural resources and a small
internal market with limited export potential. Thus, North Cyprus must try to
maximize its revenues from tourism. Tourists are the main source of tourism
income. Therefore, development plans for tourism should primarily be ori-
ented towards attracting and satisfying the needs of tourists. In order to in-
crease the tourism revenues, it is necessary to understand and serve the needs
of the tourists better so that more tourists are attracted to North Cyprus. In this
respect, further research could be conducted.

The results summarized in the previous section show the significance of
the contributions of the Turkish tourists to the North Cyprus economy. Total
net tourism revenues in 1997 has been $192.2 m. and this amount is 3.3 times
more than the exports (§57.7 m.) and covers 68% of the trade deficit ($282.6
m.). In order to increase the contribution of the tourists to the economy, their
average length of stay and the number of tourists staying in hotels could be
increased. The government could provide new and cheap opportunities in
transportation and accommodation, and contribute to the effectiveness of the
advertisements in the tourism sector. The government could also provide
opportunities for credited holidays and offer special cultural (folklore, art, music,
etc.) and sports activities for the tourists. This is expected to provoke a desire
on tourists to come to North Cyprus.

Considering that about 80% of the tourist come from Turkey and that
Turkey is very close to North Cyprus, a number of scheduled flights could be
increased from Istanbul, Izmir, Ankara, Adana, and Antalya. Survey results
showed that more than 50% of the Turkish tourists are from middle income
groups who are mainly interested in package tours, which are relatively cheaper.
Thus, the government could encourage more package tours from Turkey to
North Cyprus by providing subsidies to the tour operators.

In spite Turkish tourists come for shopping and enjoy the sun and the sea
in North Cyprus, they evaluate the infrastructure of the hotels as insufficient

and they are not happy with inland transportation facilities. There is no public

transport after 5 p.m. and during the weekends in North Cyprus. Besides, they
think that tourism promotions are not adequate and marketing facilities are
relatively ineffective. The government could establish an investment bank to
provide financial credits and incentives to the hotels to upgrade their infra-
structures and standards demanded by international tourism and to increase
their customers’ length of stay through advertising and other marketing meth-
ods.

Tourism in North Cyprus could be promoted and marketing activities could
be increased by opening tourism offices in carefully chosen marketing coun-
tries and preparing tourism fairs in North Cyprus as well as attending tourism
fairs in other countries. These activities are expected to attract more tourists
and increase their expenditures in North Cyprus. An increase in the expendi-
tures of the tourists inevitably will increase the national income of North Cyprus

and the welfare of its citizens.

OZET
Kibris'in Osmanli yonetimi donemine ait bauli kaynaklar, bu dénemi genellikle
¢okinti ve durgunluk devri olarak nitelerler.

Osmanli déneminde Kibris'ta ciddi bir niifus azalmasi olmamasi; idari diizende
yerli halka genis olanaklar taniyan millet sistemi; i¢ ve dis ticaretle genel ekonomik
yapy; bu yondeki savlar ¢lirtittir niteliktedir. Kaldi ki Osmanls arsivleri de bu yargiy1
curiitecek zengin malzeme ile doludur.

Bu ¢alismada Osmanli doneminin ilk Kibris biitgesi de yer almakta ve
irdelenerck Osmanli déneminin durgunluk ve ¢ékiintii devri olmadigina kanit olarak
gosterilmektedir.

I GIRiS

Kibris'in Osmanli Yonetimi dénemine ait batili kaynaklarda, kasith olmasi
muhtemel iddialardan biri de, bu ddnemin her a¢idan tam bir ¢ékiintii ve
durgunluk devri olmasidir. Genel Kibrs tarihlerinde bu dénem ya ¢ok kisa
gecilir, ya da yaniltici ve asagilayici ifadelerle anlatr. Rum-Yunan yazarlann bu
tiir yaklagimlan, bugtinkii sartlarda bir dereceye kadar anlagilabilir; ancak benzer
tutumlar bazen tarafsizliklanndan stiphe etmedigimiz yazarlar icin de gecerlidir?.
Bu ise bize bu 6nemli ddnemin heniiz ne kadar yetersiz incelendigi konusunda
bir fikir verir. Ger¢i son zamanlarda bazi yararh ¢aligmalar bu konuyu iyice
irdelemege baglamistir?; ancak 6zellikle Osmanli-Ttirk arsivlerinin kullanildig
monografik ¢alismalara ihtiya¢ vardir. Elde mevcut kaynaklardan dahi, bu
dénemin, iddia edildiginin aksine genelde kotil yonetilmedigini; yerli niifusun
bu dénemle ilk asamada adeta bir rénesans yasadigini; ekonomik yasamin
buna paralel olarak gelistigini; adaya z;lmanla yerlesen Turk nifusun ise,
ekonomik katkilarinin yani stra, Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun genel sanat ¢izgisi
paralelinde degisik sanatsal faaliyetlerde bulundugunu gérmek, objektif bir

Biz, &zellikle Kibns'ta ekonomik yasamla ilgili, cogunlukla ofjinal
Osmanli kaynaklannt kullanan yabanci yazarlann gortis ve vardiklan sonuglar
dogrultusunda, Kibris'in, Osmanli déneminde ekonomik yénden ¢6kmiis veya
durgun olmadigin, aksine goreceli bir hareket icinde oldugu saviny desteklemepe
calisacagz. Bu konuyla ilgili olarak yapian calismalarda ilging olan bir baska nokta
da, Osmanli yonetimiyle birlikte gelen buytk degisiklik ve yararlann inkar
edilmemesine karsin, vanlan sonuclardaki énemli farkliliklarchir. Omegin en tutucy
tarihgiler dahi bu yénetimle gelen su iki temel degisikligi kabul etmek
durumundadirlar:

1- Ortodoks Kilisesi'nin Katolik tabiiyetinden libere edilip bagimsiZliginin taninmas;
ve haklanmin garanti altina alinmas:,

2- Uzun bir stiredir gegerli olan ve yerli halkin bir meta gibi toprakla birlikte alinip
satilmasina izin veren feodal sistemin sona erdirilmesi.

Oyle goriilityor ki iki temel degisikligi anlamadan, Osmanl dbnemini hakkyla
degerlendirmek miimkiin degjldir. Ancak bir burada sadece konumuzu ilgilendirdigi
kadanyla ve ¢ok ana hatlanyla bu iki degisiklige deginmekle yetinecegiz. Ortodox
Kilisesi’nin bagimsizliginin ve daha sonra da temsiliyet hakkinin taninmasi, basta
bu toplumun millet sisteminden de yaralanarak siiratle ve etkili bir sekilde organize
olmasini saglamustir. Kilise hiyerarsisi ve Osmanli déneminin hosgoriili yonetimi,
yerli halk arasinda etkili bir iletisim ve dayanisma agmun yerlesmesine de biiyiik
dlctide sebep olmustur. Kendilerine taninan imtiyazlar sonuna kadar kullanilms ve
imparatorlugun zayf anlannda, adadaki hakim unsur, Osmanl valilerinden ziyade
Ortodoks Piskoposlar, yani kilise olmustur?.

S6z0 edilen ikinci degjsiklik de en az birinci kadar dnemlidir. Birinci degisiklige
inan¢ 6zglirligl kazanan halk, bu ikinci degisiklige de ekonomik Ozgiirligiine
kavugmus oluyordu. Bundan 6nce halkin biyitk gogunlugunu olusturan ve Pagci
denen ve medeni higbir hak ve 6zgtirliigii olmayan halk, artik toprak sahibi olabiliyor,
miras birakabiliyor ve neticede vergi veren -Homos Economicus- statiisiine
kavuguyordu. Bunun yarattig) pekeok positif gelismenin baslicalarindan biri de
dagilima olan etkilerdir. Artik yaratilan servet kisithi bir sirufin elinde kalmaktan
ziyade, bu serveti yaratanlarda kaliyordu. lleriki asirdarda bu durum Rumlar tarafindan
yine istismar edilecek ve yiiksek faizli kredilerle gercek tireticilere kan aglatacakt.

II. OSMANLI DONEMI'NIN DEGERLENDIRILMESI

Bu ¢izilen ¢erceveden bakildigi zaman bu dénemin degerlendirilmesind? etlf‘ili
diger faktorleri irdelerken daha gercekei bir perspektif yaratmak mﬁmkt.x_ndur:
Bir ddnem degerlendirmesinde kullanilabilecek ana faktorler ise Osmanlt donemi
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icin genelde olumlu sonuclar vermektedir. Bu faktérler demografik degisimler,
idarf diizen, i¢ ve dis ticaret ve genel ekonomik yap1 bagliklanyle siralamak
miimkiindir. Bunlann herbirine ayn ayn bakmakta yarar vardir.

1- Demografik Durum

Osmanli ydnetimi altindaki niifus hareketlerine tarafsiz bir gozle bakildif1 zaman
su sonug¢lart ¢tkartmak miimkiindiir: Herseyden énce bu dénem icin kaynak
olarak kullanabilecegimiz eserler Kibrns'in ntifusunu, bagdastinlamayacak farkls
rakamlarla ifade etmektedir. Ugytiz yillik dénemde tabii ki inis ve cikislar olmustur,
ancak bu dalgalanmalar hi¢bir zaman asin derecelere ulasmamustir. Bu konuda
en ¢ok kaynag: degerlendirmis olan Sir George Hill'in, A History Of Cyprus
adl kitabinin ilgili b6liimiinden ve diger kaynaklardan yararlanan calismalarda,
ada nufusunun 1570’de yaklasik 200 000 kisi oldugu tahmin edilmektedir. Bu
rakamu Lala Mustafa Paga’nin fetih sonrasi yapurdig,, tahrir denen genel niifus
sayimt da sogrulamaktadir. Bu tahrire gére adada 85 000 vergi yiiktimliist
bulunmaktadir ki bu da genel niifusu yaklasik 200 000’e yiikseltir. ilging olan
1877'de Ingiliz Konsolos Watkins tarafindan yapilan tahminde de, ada niifusunun
200 000 oldugudur. Biz bu iki toplami en gercekgi tahminler olarak kabul
ettik. Bu siire icinde, niifus bu rakam civannda oynamustir. Oysa basta belirtilen
buyuk farkliliklar kaynaklarda mevcuttur. Ornegin 1596'da italyan Dandini adanin
tim nifusunu 30 000 olarak gosterirken, yine bir batuli Accidas ayni ada
nifusunun 1600’deki durumunu 250 000 olarak kaydeder. 1670’lerde Evliya
Celebi’'nin tahmini olan 180 000 daha gercekei goriinmektedir. 18. Yiizyil icin
12 yil arayla iki ingiliz'in verdigi rakamlar da bagdastinlamaz. Pacocke 1738
yili icin ada niofusunu 80 000; Drumond 1750 yili icin ayni niifusu 200 000
olarak gosterir®. Niifus hareketlerinin izahi, kuraklik yillarinin uzamasi sonucu
gocler ve ozellikle 19. Yiizyilda Yunan ve diger yabanci devlet uyruguna
gecenler olarak gosterebiliriz. Bu arada 20-25% arasinda bir Turk unsurun da
bu niifus icinde her zaman yerini aldigin1 gériiriiz. Pekg¢ok irdeleme ve
incelemege miisait olan bu konuda bizim amacimiz i¢in ortaya ¢ikan sonug, bu

dénemde ¢ok ciddi bir niifus azalmasinin yaganmadigidur.

2- Idari Diizen

idari diizenden bahsederken bu konuda Osmanh Imparatorlugu’nun gelistirdigi
ve yerli halka epey 6zerklik tantyan Millet Sistemi’ni de zikretmek gerekir. Bu
sistemde gayri Miislim halkin en st duizeyde dahi temsil hakki olan liderleri
Etnarhlan, kendi sectikleri bagpiskoposlarindan bagkasi degildir. Osmanli
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* déneminin baz yillaninda bu liderlerin giicleri o derece artti ki Ingiliz yazar Sir
Harry LUKE'nin ifadesiyle6 adayi sanki onlar yonetmektedirler. Osmanli-Tiirk
yonetimine yoneltilen elestirilerin basinda stk sik yapilan idari degisiklikler
gelir. Oysa bu 300 yili askin dénemde gereksinmelerden 6tirl yapilan
degisiklikler o kadar fazla sayilmaz. Yaklagik ytz yil Sultan adina yonetilen ada
1670'de Kapudan Pagaliga baglanmus; 1702'de Sadrazamliga devredilmis; 1745-
48 yillarinda kisa bir dénem tekrar vilayet sistemine doniilmis; ancak Sadrazam’a
baglilik bu donemden, sonra tekrar tekrar kurulmustur. 1785'ten Tanzimata
kadar vilayet sistemi devam etmistir. 1839'dan sonra Osmanli Imparatorlugu
genelinde cereyan eden reform hareketleri dogrultusunda bazi degisiklikler
denenmis, bu ise yabanci giiclerin elestiri odagt olmugtur. Oysa goruliyor ki
1570-1840 aras: yani 270 yillik dénemde bes kez idari diizenleme yapilmg ki,
bu Ingiliz yonetimiyle karsilastinldiginda o kadar da kotl degildir. 1878'de ada
yonetimini tistlenen Ingiltere 1914’de tek tarafli olarak aday ilhak etmig bu
durum ancak 1923’'de Lozan’da tasdik gérmiistiir. 1925’de ise Kibris'in stattsi
bir Tag Kolonisi olarak yeniden degistirilmistir’. Neticede Tiirk déneminden
cok daha az siiren Ingiliz yonetiminde meydana gelen bu yonetsel degisikliklerin
farkl yorumlara agik oldugu goriiliir ve gereksinmelerden kaynaklanan hukuksal
degisikliklerin illa koti olarak gosterilmesi dogru olmaz.

Osmanli fetih harekit heniiz bitmemisken Lala Mustafa Pasa tarafindan baglatilan
tahrir —genel sayim- bu alanda yapilan ¢alismalara 6rnek olacak niteliktedir.
Tahrir genel bir niifus sayimi olmast yanusira, iilke ekonomisinin giciinii ortaya
cikartmak ve milkiyet sorunlannin ¢6ziimlenmesinde kullanilan ¢ok genis
kapsaml: bir calismaydi®. Kibnis'in Tiirk dénemi ilk yillanina ait en saglikli bilgilerin
bu sayim neticesinden elde edilebilecegi kesindir. Ekim’'den itibaren 1571 ve
1572 yillarint kapstyan ilk biit¢e bu tahririn bir pargasi olarak hazirlanmustir ve
bugiinkii ileriye yonelik biitgelerin aksine geriye déniiktiir.

Kibns'in Osmanlt dénemindeki ilk biitgesi hakkinda asagidaki yorumlar
yapilabilir:

1) Herseyden 6nce modern muhasebe kurallannin kabiiliinden ¢ok éncelere
ait bu bltcedeki detaylar oldukea doyurucudur. Bu ciimleden olmak iizere
1571°de Inebahtr’'nda imha edilen Osmanli Donanmast'nin yarattig1 gecici
panik, Kibnis'ta derhal hissedilmis ve biitcenin biiyiik bir kismu savunma
harcamalarina gitmistir. Ornegin kale muhafizlanina harcanan miktar olan
0489830 Akge, olaganiistiidiir.

2) Acikca gérﬂlebilecggi gibi bu ilk biitce merkezden siibvansiye edilerek
dengelenebilmistir. I¢ kaynaklar giderleri kargilayamamus, degistirilen vergi
sistemi ve Osmanli Sultanr’'nin bu konudaki kesin tutumunu belirten fermant
boyle bir sonu¢ dogurmustur. Sultan 2. Selim’in ada halkina ‘Adaletli ve
thmli davranin’ emri, 6rnegin Cizye denen kafa vergisinin en hafif sekliyle
uygulanmasini saglamus ve tabiatiyle bu ‘thiml yaklasim’ ekonomik kayiplara
yol agmustir. Cizye bir kafa vergisi iken, ilk Osmanl yoneticileri onu bir
Hane Vergisi olarak gormiis ve 60-100 akge aras1 olan uygulamanin tamamini
alt limit olan 60 akceden toplamustir. Neticede 23000 haneden 23000 altin
toplanmugtir. Hill'in verdigi bilgiye gore bu hesaplamalara asina olan Bernard
Sagredo adl tarihgi, 6zellikle vergileri kasdederek béyle az bir ekonomik
gelir icin Kibris'in alinmasini mantiksiz buldugunu, daha iyi tutumun Kibns'in
Venedik yonetimi altinda birakilarak onlardan yillik bir kiranin oldugunu
yazar’. Bu durumu ‘ekonomik olanaklan yeterince kullanamama’
beceriksizligine baglar. Bir bakima bu nokta Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun
Kibris't finansal sebeplerle almadigini da kanitlarmus olur.

3) Tipki Ingiliz ddneminde oldugu gibi Osmanli imparatorlugu'nun ilk yillannda
da arsa spekiilasyonu baggdstermis, terkedilen arsalar Istanbul kapitalistleri
tarafindan fiyatlar bulmaga baslamis; ancak bir ferman, bu tir
spekiilasyonlann 6ntinii alarak kiraya verilen miilklerin bu suni olusumlardan
onceki fiyatlarla kiralanmasi kararlagunlmigtir.

ABSTRACT :
This article gives the findings of a recent population census held in the TRNC on
the 15" December, 1996.

In the light of the said population census results have tried to show below
how the government decisions and legislation affected the
Legislation pertaining to population can be considered to ¢
policy.

It is very clear that legislation pertaining to population and all the
implementations aim to promote the people’s status in health, education and
sustainable population size for the social and economic structure of the country.

onstitute a population

Since ancient times, communities have attached importance to gathering
information about their population structure. Such information is compiled
using different methods and systems in different countries. Demographic
research is undertaken by carrying out population censuses, population registers,
sampling surveys and projections or estimations. No matter which system or
method is utilised, the purpose of such studies is to determine the social,
demographic and economic structure of the population and the trends.

In Cyprus the actual population censuses started to be held in Ottoman
Period, (1571-1878). However, the regular population censuses can be seen
in the British Period (1878-1960).

For the first time the population census was held in 1881 and until 1931
for every 10 years it was renewed. Following the 1931 census, 1941 population

census could not be realised because of the World War II. After 15 years th.
population census could be realized in 1945.

After the proclamation of the Republic of Cyprus on the 16™ August 19¢(
the Population and Agriculture census was held on the 11" December 19601i
For a long period the political sensitivity of the ethnic composition of the
population in the Island became a great impediment for the populatiop
censuses. Ethnic dualism and constitutional rights pertaining to the population
size of each ethnic groups always reflected negative effects on the realization
of population censuses regularly.

After 1963 when the political conflict started between the two communities,
till 1974 from time to time Turkish Administrations held, not exactly the Genera]
Population censuses, buta kind of census to find out the number of the Turkish
People living on the island. After the Turkish intervention of 1974, a Manpower
Census was held by the Autonomous Turkish Cypriot Administration in 1975
but quite a large number of the T urkish population was at the South part of
the island and their absence caused an incomplete population census the
result of which has never been disclosed by the authorities. But at least for
several years this incomplete data served and was considered as a sampling
survey for the estimation and projections of Turkish population.

In Vienna during the 3" round Cyprus Negotiations on the 2°¢ August
1975 a population exchange agreement? was signed by Turkish Leader Mr.
Denktash and Greek Leader Mr. Clerides. After the implementation of the said
agreement dominantly and homogenously the North part of the island was
inhabited by Turks and South by Greeks. After 1974 several attempts to hold
a general population census has failed due to financial, political and technical
reasons.

At last, with a government decision on the 17" April 1996, same kind of a
population census was held on the 16" December 1996, almost 36 years after
the 11 December 1960 population census.

1996 GENERAL POPULATIONS CENSUS?3

According to the 15 December 1996 General Population Census the de-
facto population of the TRNC reached 200,587, which represent the actual
population in the country on the census day. The population is 188,662 which
consist of people whose “usual residence” is in the country.

Compared to 162,676 in 1986 a decade earlier, the total population has
increased by 37911 persons or 2.1%. This increase depends on natural increase
and positive net migration.

Migration:

Migration movements are the most important social illness of the island since
the ancient times .

Specially the changes of the political status quo in the island always caused
mass exodus from or to the island due to the establishment of the new order
No doubt government decisions and legistlations are the significant elements-
for this process.

In our recent history there were a lot of political mile stones which we can
observe population movement from the island. These are the changing
administration from ottoman to British in 1878, the annexation of the island in
1914 by the British. Treaty of Lausanne and the establishment of the Republic
of Turkey in 1923, during the proclamation of the Republic of Cyprus in 1960
and after the Turkish Peace Operation in 1974.

Carrying capacity of the island is also an important factor for the population
movement.

GOVERNMENT DECISIONS AND LEGISLATION

Change in population size, geographic distribution, composition and process
may be influenced by government decrees and legislation. Some of the
legislation affecting population is intentionally designed to influence one or
more aspects of a nation’s population. However much of the legislation affeaing
population has some other goal as its primary aim5.

Population growth can be retarded by attempting to manipulate one or
more of the three population process of mortality, migration and fertility .

Population policies and politics are two different things, and yet they are
closely related. In bricf, politics is primarily concerned with gaining and retaining
power over the actions of governments, including policy making. Policies are
the actions taken by government to achieve their goals and objectives 7.

In the attached documents Government decision and relevant provision
of legislation pertaining to population in the Turkish Republic of Northern
Cyprus are given,

All the implementation are aiming to promote the people’s status in health,
education and sustainable population size for the social and economic structuge
of the country.

Concentration to upgrade the life quality of the citizens should have
precedence over the size and quantity.

CONCLUSION

When we observe the demographic indicators of the Turkish Republic of
Northern Cyprus between the years 1975 to 1997, fertility, mortality and age
structure indicators reflect the similarity with the developed countries in our
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globalised world.

Human rights, male and female equality, female labour force participation
rate, household structure, qualities of secular, social legislative state,
implementation of democratic parliamentarian system, liberal abortion law
being implemented in contemporary societies, high literacy rate, decreasing
marriage rate, increasing divorce rate, compulsory education up to age 15,
high enrolment ratio, low infant mortality rate, high life expectancy at birth,
average marriage and fertility ages and above all the modern way of thinking
of citizens prove us that our society is at the threshold to be the candidate of
the second demographic transition.

APPENDICES

LEGISTLATION PERTAINING TO POPULATION IN
THE TURKISH REPUBLIC OF NOTHERN CYPRUS

SUBJECT: Population Distribution

According to the Population Exchange Agreement reached in Vienna on
the 2" August 1975, at the 3" round of the Intercommunal Talks between the
two Commuity Leaders (Mr. R. R. Denktas and Mr. Clerides) under the auspices
of the UN Secretary-General Mr. Kurt Waldheim, the Turkish Cypriots, then
living in the south of the Island deprived of all their rights, and surrunded by
armed Greek and Greek Cypriot elements from December 1963 to July 1974,
were allowed to proceed north with their belongings under an organized
programme and with the assistance of the United Nations Force in Cyprus
(UNFICYP) and the Greek Cypriots in the North who wished to proceed
voluntarily were permitted to move to the South and did so with the help of
UNFICYP after verification that the wish to move was voluntary.

Consequently, after the implementation of the said agreement the current
position is that the Northern Cyprus is predominantly Turkish and the Southern

Part Greek.
The terms of the agreement, which was signed in Vienna on August 2,

1975, were as follows®.

1) The Turkish Cypriots at present in the south of the island will be allowed,
if they want to do so, to proceed north with their belongings under an
organized programme and with the assistance of the United Nations peace-

keeping Force in Cyprus.
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2) Mr. Denktas reaffirmed, and it was agreed, that the Greek C-Ypriots. at presen;
in the north of the island are free to stay and that they w11'1 be given eye
help to lead a normal life, including facilities for edu.catlon and for the
practice of their religion, as well as medical care by their own doctors and
freedom of movement in the north.

3) The Greek Cypriots at present in the north who, at their OWn request ang
without having been subjected to any kind of pressure, wish to moye to
the south, will be permitted to do so.

4) The United Nations will have free and normal access to Greek Cypriot
villages and habitations in the north.

5) In connexion with the implementation of the above agreement, priority wil|
be given to the reunification of families, which may also involve the transfer
of a number of Greek Cypriots, at present in the south, to the north.

OZET

Kibris ingiliz yonetimine gegtikten sonra Kibrish Tiirk’ler ile Rumlar arasinda zaman
zaman sicak catismaya déntgen gerginlikler yasandi. Bunun nedeni ytiritilmekte
olan Enosis faaliyetleri idi.
Tarihe Limasol Hadisesi olarak gecen catisma 27 Mayws 1912’de meydana
cldi. Makalemiz Limasol Hadisesi’nin &ncesi, olayin gelismesi ve sonrast hakkinda
Basbakanlik Osmanli Arsivi Kibris Tasnifi'nden elde edilen Kibns Kadisi, Ingiliz
Hiikumeti Valisi ve Bab-1 Ali arasinda cereyan eden resmi belgelerle, olaylara tanikhk
eden resmi gorevliler tarafindan Osmanli Hitkiimeti'ni bilgilendirmek igin Istanbul’a
gonderilen Vatan, Seyf, Stniihat vb. gazetelerin olaylarin meydana geldigi giinlerde
yaymlanan nishalarina dayanilarak verilen bilgileri icermektedir.

GIRIS: LIMASOL HADISESINI HAZIRLAYAN NEDENLER

Yirminci yiizyilin baglarinda Ingilizlerin aday1 bogaltacag sayialan ortalikta
dolasmaya baglayinca Kibns adasinda yasayan ahaliyi tatli bir heyecan sarmaya
basladi. Ancak bu heyecan 6zellikle Rumlar tarafindan bir baska tirli
degerlendiriliyor, Girit adasi gibi Kibns'in da Yunanistan’a ilhaki isteniyordu.
Tabii ki bu istek dogrudan onlardan gelmiyordu. Istegin asil kaynag kendilerini
diinyada Rumca konusgan tiim topluluklarin hamisi sayan Yunanistan’dan
geliyordu. Hatta Kibris'in Yunanistan’a ilhaki maksadiyla Kibrisli Rumlardan
goniilli taburlan dahi olusturulmustu.

Adaya gelen Yunan vatandaslar Kibris’in Yunanistan’a ilhakini
gerceklestirmek icin her tirli tesebbilis ve fedakarhii yapmaktan
kaginmuyorlardi. Bu tegebbiislerden biri Yunanlt Nikolagos Kadalanos tarafindan
gerceklestirilmistir. Nikolagos adadaki koyler dolagarak nutuklar atuyor, hitkiimet

beyanatlan Rum ahélinin heyecanlanarak gevresinc.salchrrnnsmn, Tairkleri tahkir
etmesine ve hadiseler ¢ikarmasina neden oldu. Diger taraftan Rum basinindy
Yunanistan’a ilhak ve Tiirklerin adadan kovulmasina dair planlar yapiliyor,
gazetelerde adanin Tiirklerden neden alinmast gerektigine dair, Rum halk,
cesaretlendirmek maksadiyla gercekle alakast olmayan bir takim makaleler

yayinlantyordu. Bu propaganda yukli makalelerden bir t:m.esi Lefkosa’da
nesredilen Kypriyakos Filaks 1 adl gazetenin 25 Mart 1911 tarihli ntishasinda
yayimlanmusti. Gazete Kibris'in nihayet Tirk hakimiyetinden kurtuldugunu,
ancak Kavanin Meclisnin hila Tiirk azalardan kurtulamadi@iny; Tirk azalarin
bu mecliste bulunma liyakatini tagtmadiklarini, Rum ve Tirkler igin ayn
derecede faydalar getirecek siyasi ve iktisadi baz: tekliflerde bulunan Rum
azalann Tiirkler tarafindan engellendigini, bu azalann Tark unsuruna mensup

olduklarn iddia etmekte olduklarini, ancak simdi Ingiliz korumasina muhtag

kaldiklan ifade edilmekteydi. -
Buna ilaveten “Ingilizlerin, 1896'da [stanbul’da ve butiin Osmanl

memleketlerinde Ermenilerin katledildiklerini unutmug olsalar da, Adana ve
cevresinde katledilen Ermenilerin baginsmalannin hald kulaklarda oldugunu,
Ermenilere ait olup denize atilan cesetlerin Kibns sahillerine kadar geldigini ve
bu cesetlerin goriintiisiiniin gdzlerinin dniinden gitmedigi”ne dair biraz hayal
biraz gercek fakat miibalagali bir anlatimla Adana Ermeni isyanlan® sirasinda
meydana gelmis bir hadiseyi carpitarak nakletmektedir.

Gazete tarihe mal olmus bir bagka hadiseyi gayri ciddi bir niyet ve sekilde
hatirlatmakla kalmuyor, Tiirklerin nasil dizginlenecegini “Ttirklere gelince bunlar
serbest birakulirsa sikdrini parcalayan ve yalniz demir kafeslere habs edildikleri
vakit serleri def’ edilen hayvanat-1 vahsiyeye benzerler. Temiirlenk pek hiinriz
olan Sultan Bayezid'i demir kafese habs ederek, miisarunileyhin hakimi
bulundugu unsurun ancak bu suretle fenalik yapmakdan men’ olunabilecegini
telmih eylemisdir. Bizim de bu kabil insanlarla vatandas olmakligimiz talihimiz
iktizasindandir. Biz yalniz haksiz bir Hiristiyan iggali aleyhinde degil, belki

ingilizlerin b
Kibris Bagpiskoposu'nun adant
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Tirklerin de st-i harekat ve i'tiraziu aleyhinde bulunmak mecburiyetindeyiz”
ifadeleriyle anlatarak okurlanina dogrudan hedef gosterici bilgiler vermektedir.
Biitiin bu ¢irkin ifadeleri yeterli bulmayan makale Tiirklerin Kibris't nasil bir
vatan anlayisiyla yonettikleri hakkinda igreng oldugu kadar diisiindiiriicii olan
su ifadelerle kullanmugtir: “Tiirkler hig bir vakit vatana malik olmadiklan cihetle
bu memlekete vatan nazanyla degil belki ellerinden kacirmus olduklan ve
reayanin terlerinden ve kanlarindan istifade etmek icin tekrar ele gecirmek
istedikleri bir sikdr nazanyla bakmaktadirlar” (25 Mart 1911)°.

Bu tiir beyanlann verildigi gunlerde, Rumlar tarafindan Kibrs Tiirklerini
adadan kovmak icin yeni senaryolar Uretildigi hakkinda fisilular etrafta dolasmaya
baslamugti. Kibnis kadihiinin verdigi bilgilere gére, yine bir paskalya yortusunun
yaklagtigi bu ginlerde Hiristiyanlarin Tiirk ahaliye saldiracagindan
bahsedilmekteydi. Yine bu fisilty1 cikaranlar, Tiirklere silahlanmalar icin
tesviklerde bulunmus ve bu giine hazirlikli olmalarini bildiren bazi ilanlari
sokaklara asmugti. Ayni fesat¢ilar Paskalya gecesi Tiirklerin kiliseye saldiracaklarina
dair bir ayidy1 da Rumlar arasinda yaymakta gecikmemislerdi. Cereyan eden
bu hadiselerden haberdar olan mahalli hiikGimet, gerekli tedbirleri alarak
Paskalya gecesi Rumlanin Tiirk mahallelerinden gecmesine ve gosteri yapmasina
izin vermedi. Ancak Bagpiskoposun bir Yunan zabitini arabasina alarak Rum
mahallelerinde dolastirdig haber alinmustu* . Bu haber tizerine Sadrazam, Paskalya
gecesi Rumlann Tirk mahallelerinde yapacaklan gosteri ve kiskirtiar faaliyetlere
karst gerekli tedbirlerin alinmast icin adadaki Ingiliz mahalli hitkiimetine basvurdu.
Mahalli hiikiimet gerekli tedbirleri alarak gosteri yapilmasina miisaade etmedi.
Sadrazam alinan tedbirlerden duyulan memnuniyeti, Ingiltere disislerine bildirdi.
Londra sefareti de Osmanli hitkkimetine, Kibns'taki Turklerin hukiikunun ve
dint hislerinin rencide edilmesine asla firsat verilmeyecegine dair teminat verdi
(5 Haziran 1912)°. Bu hadisenin tizerinden bes ay kadar bir zaman ge¢cmemisti
ki, Kibnis Bagpiskoposu Kirillos, Lefkosa Belediye Reisi ilyasidi ve bazi Rumlardan
olusturulan bir heyet, Bagkomiserin muvafakatinde Misir'a giderek Misirdaki
ingiliz hiikkiimetini temsil eden miistesardan adanin Yunanistan’a terk edilmesini
istedi. Bunun tizerine miistesar durumu bir telgrafla Miistemlekit nezaretine
bildirdi. Miistesar ayrica Baspiskopos'un takdim ettigi yirmi sekiz kisi tarafindan
imzalanmus bir dilekgeyi de Londra’ya postaladi. Bagpiskoposun muhtemel
amaci, bu dilekceyi sulh gorismeleri yapilirken Rum ahali adina, Avrupa’da
toplanmakta olan bir konferansta okutmak ve boylece Kibris meselesini
uluslararasi platforma tagtyarak Turkleri telaga digtirmekti (14 Kasim 1912)°.

Bu arada Kibnis'in Kityum Metropolidi, Limasollu Sozo adindaki birini Kibns
Rum ahilisi adina Yunan Bagbakani Venizelos’a gondererek, Venizelos'tan
konferansta Kibris'in Yunanistan'a terkini ve ilhakini taleb etmesini istemigtir” .
Metropolid'in tutumu Kibris kadist tarafindan Osmanli hitkimetine bildirildi.

Ancak Babdli, gerceklesmis olsa da, bunun o kadar dnemli olmadigini ve bu
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alardan endise edilmesinin gereksiz oldugunu kadiya iletmigtir. Kadiny
verdigi haberin bir soylenti olmadig b'ir kag giin sor,1ra ortaya cikt. Leﬂ(o§a
Belediye Reisi ilyasidi’nin imtiyaZ sahibi oldugu f’afns.gazetesi’mn 9 Tesrin,
i evvel 1912 tarihli niishasinda Kibris Rum goniillilerine Yunanistan’y Pire
limaninda Basvekil Venizelos tarafindan verilen bir nutukta, Kibnis'in Yunanistapy,
iltihaki idealinin de en kisa zamanda gerceklesecegini temennj ettigi habey

tiir gayi

verilmekteydi ®.
Venizelos'un Kibris'in Yunanistan'a verilecegine dair yapugi by beyanat

tizerine Kibris kadist, Kibris'in yakin bir zamanda Avrupa’da toplanacak bir
konferansta alinacak bir karar neticesinde Yunanistan'a verilmesi halinde
Yunanllann Rumeli'de gergeklestirdikleri katliamlarin bir benzerini Kibnsiy &

uygulayacaklanni ve adadaki Miisliiman Tiirk ahalinin tamamen yok edilecegin;
bu sebeple adanin Yunanlilara terk edilmesi yerine hukiken Osmanli Devietpe
bagli olan Misir'a ilhak edilmesinin veya Ingiltere tarafindan isgalinin deyap,
etmesinin daha dogru olacagina dair bazi ifadelerin Londra’da devam etmekte
olan miizakerelerde giindeme getirildigini haber vermektedir. Konferanst,
adanin Yunanistan yerine Ingiltere’nin isgalinde birakilmasi glindeme getirilerek
ortada bir Kibns meselesinin olduguna dair, bazi kimselere teminatlar verildigj
anlasilmaktadir. Ayni kaynaklara gore adadaki Rumlar veya Tirkler tarafindan
yapilacak miiracaat ve tesebbiislerin huklken fazla bir ehemmiyet tasimadig
da ifade edilmektedir. Bunun nedeni ise adanin statiisii daha 6ncede ifade
ettigimiz gibi Ingiltere ve Osmanli Devleti arasinda yapilan antlagmalarla ¢izilmig
olmasidir.

Bu sekilde iki taraf arasinda meydana getirilen yeni bir husumet havas;
Kibnis'taki iki toplumu yine bir bagka Paskalya gecesinde karg1 karstya getirdi.

2. LIMASOL'DA ISYANIN BASLAMASI

27 Mayis 1912'de Limasol kasabasinda meydana gelen hadise, Rumlann pazarda
alis veris ile meggul olan Tirklere satagmasi Gizerine bagladi. Buna ragmen
Tiirkler hala suskun kalmayt tercih ediyorlardi. Bu durum Rumlan
cesaretlendirmis, agizlarina gelen her tiirlii s6z0 ¢cekinmeden sarf etmelerine
neden olmustur. Pazar'a gelen Turkler, Rumlarin “Fesler ¢cikanniz, sapkalan
giyiniz. Biz memleketimizde fesli istemeyiz. Tiirk sarkist istemeyiz, Tiirk
istemeyiz”® sozlerine muhatap oldular.

Bu satagmaya ragmen Tiirklerden bir tepki alamayan Rumlar galeyana
geldiler. Koylerine gitmekte olan Piskobu’lu(Yalova’li) Ahmed ve ¢ arkadast,
Malya’li Rumlanin saldinsina ugradi. Saldin sirasinda Ahmed ve arkadaglan bigak
darbeleriyle kanlar icinde birakildilar. Buna ragmen son bir gayret sarf eden
Ahmed, bigagi Rumlardan almay1 bagardi ve bir iki Rumu cansiz yere serdi. Bu

Ancak Rumlar bir mabede yapilmayacak davranuslarda bulundular ve kocaman
taglarla caminin camlarini, kapisini kirdilar. Aynt Rumlar Vakif kahvesine de
saldirmaktan geri durmadilar. Ancak bu defa Tarkler rovelver kursunlanna hedef
oldu. Haydutlardan aynlan diger ti¢ kol etrafa dagildi ve 6tede beride rastladiklan
Tiirklere her tiirli eziyeti ettiler. Tiirkler lizerine tas, sopa ve kamalarla saldinp,
tifenklerle mermi yagdirdilar!2.

Biitiin hadiseyi yakindan seyreden polis kumandan; tagkinliklanin sonunun
gelmeyecegini goriince ates emrini verdi. Neferler emrin hedefini tam
anlayamadigindan havaya ateg etmislerdi. Onceler saskinlik icinde kalan Rumlar
aralanindan gelen “silah bize degil, korkmayin havayadir” sesiyle toparlandilar
ve vahgetlerine devam etmeye koyuldular. Bu defa komutan ikinci emsi verdi
ve ates dogrudan Rumlar tizerine yoneldi. Bir iki Rumun cansz yere serilmesi,
Rumlann kagismalanna neden oldu. Kargasa sirasinda bir cok kisi de yaralandi®3 .
Pazarda aligveris yapan Turklere agiz dalast yapilmasi, koyiine giden tig
koylintin déviilmesi, ¢arst ve camiinin tahrip edilmesi ortada planl: bir seylerin
dondiigiini gostermektedir. Hadise bununla da kalmamus; saldinilar sirasinda
ii¢ yagindaki bir cocuk Rumlar tarafindan 6nce déviilmiis sonra da bicakla
olduriilmeye calisilmug, fakat o sirada orada bulunan bir Huristiyan kadinin yardim
ile kurtulmustu. Yine Rumlar tarafindan bir kadinin elinden alinan bir cocuk
vahsice doviilmiistii. Halil isminde seksen yaslarinda ihtiyar topal bir adam
oldiriilesiye hirpalanmus; iki gozii ama bir pir-i fanide hadiseden hissesine diiseni
almug, cok siddetli darbeler alarak komalik olmugtu. Polisin acu ates sirasinda

Hadisenin ardindan sehrin her tarafina polisler, zaptiyeler ve nobetciler

yerlestirilmis ve olay kontrol altina alinmaya caliglmugtt™. Ertesi sabah hadisey;
yerinde gormek isteyen Kibns kadust, taniklar ve taarruza ugrayarak hastahaneye
kaldinlmus olan insanlarla bizzat goriserek, aldig1 bilgileri ve hadiser}in detayl;
bir teferruatin1 nesretmis olan Seyf gazetesinin o giinkli niishasint Istanbuy]’a

gondermistir.

3. {SYANIN YAYILMASI, RUMLAR'IN MANDRALAR
KOYU’NE SALDIRMASI

Osmanli Devleti hadisenin detaylarin1 Lefkosa’da negredilen Seyf gazetesinden
dgrenmisti'® . Limasol’da meydana gelen dehset verici hadiseler kisa zamanda
adanin diger bolgelerine de sicramusti. 24 Mayts Cuma gint Akmanastir ve
Vuno karyelerinde bulunan Rum mahallelerinden on-sekiz, yirmi-iki yaslarinda
50'den fazla 6grenci bir grup olusturarak Lefkosa’ya bagh Mandrez (Mandralar)
koyiine giderek Tiirkler {izerine ates etmisler, baginp caginp evlerin avlulanna
kadar girmislerdi. Kadin ve ¢ocuklann feryadi tizerine kahvede bulunan ahlinin,
ailelerinin imdadina yetismesi {izerine saldirgan Rum &grenciler kagmay: basardi.
Meydana gelen bu kargaga sirasinda Ayluka'® kilisesinde ¢anlar ¢calmaya baglamus
ve Rumlann Lefkosa Piskoposhanesi meydaninda ve polis idaresinin bahgesinde
toplandiklan haber alinmugti. Bu arada Mandrez koyii, kdy odasinda da binlerce
Rumun toplanmis oldugu bildirilmisti. Saldinlara tepki gdstermek isteyen bir
kisim Miisliiman da Gime kapist 6niinde birikmigti. Bunlann bir kismu Lefkoga’ya
gitmek maksadiyla Lefkosa’'nin Kaymakli kapisina'’ kadar gelmislerdi. Mahalli
hiikGimet bu karnigiklik karsisinda hemen gerekli tedbirleri alarak kalabalig
dagitmay: basardi. Ogrenci saldinlant sirasinda yaralanan birkag talebe ile
Daskalos™ adli bir Rum ayakta tedavi edildi. Sorgulama raporu bu kisilerin
onceki gece polisten kagarken yaralandiklanini ortaya koymaktadir'® . Mandrez
kdylinde cereyan eden bu hadiseye ragmen Rumlar Lefkosa’da yoldan gegen
Turkleri taciz etmekten, taglayip, dini duygularini rencide etmekten geri
durmadilar. Hatta Kahveci Hacizade Hafiz Mustafa Faik Efendi’yi camiye
giderkén durdurup zorla geri dondiirdiikleri gibi, ertesi giin Tahte’l-kal'a mahallesi
imamu Ali Ismet Efendi’nin hanesini taglanuslardir.

Hadiseler kargisinda Turkler sitktinetlerini muhafaza etmektedirler. Bundan
cesaret alan Rumlar, kadinlara saldirmuslar ve hatta carsaflarini ¢ikarmaya
¢aligmuglardir. Felaket mahalli polis tarafindan tespit edilip kayitlara gegirilmi&tim-
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Olaylarin bu sekilde yogunlasmast ve Tiirkler tarafindan y
pab-1 Al meseleyi yakindan takip etmeye bagladi. Yapilan tahkikatlar neticesinde
hadisenin elebast olan on besten fazla Rum yakalanarak hapsedildigi gibi daha
pnce bahsettigimiz Piskobu’lu Ahmed ve arkadaslan da tevkif edilmisti. Bu

arada Limasol hadisesinde hastahaneye kaldinlan hastalardan hafif yaralilann
taburcu edilmesi islemlerine de baslanmustir,

4. ISTANBUL HUKUMETI’'NIN OLAYLARA MUDAHALE
ETMESI ISTEMI

Osmanlt Devleti'nde bu tiir hadiseler meydana geldiginde olay mahallinde
mutlaka bir Divan-1 Harb-i Orfi kurulur ve adalet tecelli ettirilirdi Ancak Kibrnis
bu ginlerde dogrudan Osmanl; Devleti'nin elinde olmadigindan bu
gergeklestirilemedi. Fakat yerel hiikiimet suclularin yakalanmasi i¢in gerekli
tedbirleri aldi. Osmanli Devleti'nin mesele ile yakindan ilgilenmesinden
endiseye kapilan Limasol Komiseri, Polis Kumandani ve Ispektorlar (mufettisler)
tarafindan, hadiselerin asil miisebbiplerinin Rumlann oldugunu gosteren bazi
raporlan el alindan Miistemlekit Nezaretine ulastinldigy, hatta Lefkosa ile
kdylerinde Rumlann Tiirklere yaptiklan zildmleri belgeleyen bir raporun da
merkez polis idaresi tarafindan Ingiltere’nin Kibris Valisi'ne gonderildigi Kadi
tarafindan Istanbul’a bildirldi?' . Bu gelismelerden haberdar olamayan Meclis-
i Kavanin’in® Tark azalan tarafindan, Rumlann Kibns'ta meydana getirdikleri
ihtildlin mahiyetini ve olayin seyrini 6zetleyen bir belge ile ihtilalin etkilerinin
nasil silinebilecegi hususunda alinabilecek tedbirleri iceren gayet masimine
ve iyi niyet diigincelerinden hasil olan bir muhtra Vali'ye verilmisti2? .
Muhtiray1 veren azalara gére, Rumlarin meydana getirdikleri hadisenin
birden bire ortaya ¢ikmadig ve evveliyatinin oldugu belirtilmistir. Bu tiir olaylann
Yunan matbuatinin ve diger organlannin senelerden beri devam etmekte olan
tesviklerinin bir sonucu oldugunu, Yunan propagandaciiini kendilerine siar
edinmis bazi kesimlerin, Ingilizlerin Hiristiyanlara gosterdikleri miisamahadan
da faydalanarak Hiristiyan ahaliyi Misliiman ahili aleyhinde kiskirttiklan, bunu
yaparken de hi¢ bir kanuna bagli kalmaksizin nesriyat yapan Yunan taraftan
gazetelerin her giin Kibnis'in Yunanistan’a ilhak edilmesi icin fesatlar tiretmekten
geri durmadiklanni ifade etmislerdir. Yine azalara gére eger hitkiimet bu fesat
kaynagini bir an énce susturmaz ise adada emniyet ve asayisin saglanmast
miimkiin olmayacaktir.

Ancak ortalikta dolasmakta olan asil elebagilann tutuklanms, icin
gerekli calismalar yapilmaktaydi. Hentiz kimligi belirlenememis amg olayin
asil tertipleyicisinin oldugu polis tarafindan beliflenen bir kisi aranmaktayd, g,
kisi Limasol hadisesinden bir giin evvel Limasol iskelesine gelerek bir yandan
Rumlan tahrik etmis, diger yandan silahiyla Tirklere ates etmistir. By mechy]
sahsin ayni1 glin Limasol'da meydana gelen ihtilal sirasinda da Rumlann arasindy
gortldugiine dair deliller vardi.” Hadiseye kanganlann aranmasina devay,
edildigi bu giinlerde mahkiimlarin mahkemelerinin baglatilmast icin yapilan
calismalar sirmekteydi. Simdiye kadar toplanan buttin deliller hadiselerin Rumlar
tarafindan baglauldigint gosteriyor olsa da mahkemede her iki tarafin delillerinin
incelenip, taniklannin dinlenecegi muhakkakti. Kaldi ki, ilk ifadeleri alinmak
izere mahkemeye sevk edilen Rumlar, hadiselerin Turkler tarafindan
¢ikanldiklanini iddia edince meselenin seyri degisti. Mahkeme bu hadiseleri
Osmanlt devletinin 56. ve 57. ceza kanunlan kapsaminda gérdagii icin sonug
hangi taraf aleyhinde olursa olsun suclulann idamla cezalandinlacak olmas;
nedeniyle taraflann kendilerini iyi savunmalanni gerektiriyordu. Hatta Tiirkler
adanin Hiristiyan bir devletin idaresinde olmasindan da endise ediyor ve olaylar
sirasinda gahit olduklan kayitsizigin mahkemede de cereyan etmesinden
korkuyorlard:. Clinki asil sahitler Ingiliz komiserinin denetimi alunda olan mahalli
polis idi. Hiristiyanlan korumak s6z konusu olursa Tiirkler cok daha zor durumlara
disebilirdi.

Biitiin bu endiseler degerlendiren Tiirkler Kibns Kadiligi'na bas vurarak
kendilerini mahkemede savunacak avukatlara ihtiyaglan oldugunu bildimmiglerdi.
Kadi da durumu bir dilekge ile Istanbul’a bildirdi. Génderilen dilekcede “erbab-

Yunan bandiralan oldugu halde memleket; dolagarak Tuirkleri aradiklaring; bu
sirada yakaladiklan zavalli Kara Mustafa’yi bicaklayarak 6ldiirdiiklerini” ifade
etmisti® . Miiddei-i UmGmi’nin hadise tizerinde bu kadar dikkatlice durmast,
ingilizlerin de Tiirkler gibi, cikanlacak bir kargagadan faydalanarak, Rumlarin
Kibris't Yunanistan’a baglamaya calisacaklarindan endise etmekte olduklarini
gostermektedir.

Middei-i Ummi, mahkemeye cagirdift Rum zaptiyelerin verdikleri
ifadelerden, bu diisiincelerinde ne kadar hakl oldugunu anlamust. Ingilizlerin
Kibris hakkinda duyduklar endise mahkemeleri Tiirklerin lehine cevirmisti.
Davanin seyrinin Tirklerin lehine dénmesi Rumlann moralini bozdu. Hakimin
tutuklanmalan i¢in karar vermesi davay: izlemekte olan Rum aileler tarafindan
protesto edildi*.

Mandrez karyesinde meydana gelen hadiseler sirasinda zarar goren
Rumlarin mahkemeleri ayni giin Lefkosa’da yapiliyordu. Lefkosa mahkemesi
hadiseyle ilgili olarak tutuklanan 18 Miisliiman arasindan Ali ve Hasan adinda
iki kigi, Daskalos adli bir Rumu yaralama sugundan yargilaniyordu. Dava
sonucunda bunlara lger ay hapis cezast verildi. Ancak dava sirasinda
mahkGmlardan Ali'nin zaten sabikali oldugu da ortaya ¢ikti. Diger on alt: Tiirkiin
beraatine karar verildi. Hakimin, Ali ve Hasan hakkindaki kararina kars: ¢ikan
avukatlar Ttirkler kadar Rumlanin da suglu oldugunu belirterek, hadise sirasinda

yaralanan Rumlarnn Tirklere ait yerlere izinsiz girip taskinlik yaptiklarini, bu
sebeple Ttirklerin Rumlardan davaci olduklarint ifade etmislerdir®. Yine aym
mahkemede polis miifettisi Sevki Efendi’yi dovdiigi gerekgesiyle Mihaili
Teodoros'un bir buguk sene hapsine, Kumandan Mister Holi'yi dovdiigi ileri
stirilen Nikola'nin delil yetersizliginden beraatine, bazt Rumlann geceleri giiriiltii
cikanip ¢evreye verdikleri zararlardan ve ihtilale bilfiil katlmalarindan dolay:
cesitli derecelerde mahkdmiyetlerine karar verildi**. Bunlardan bagka
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mahkeme, meclisten istifa etmig olan Rum :{zalzcllriglsan bir kisi ve tliccardap, tic
kisi acilen tahkikat yapilmasint istedi™. = )

Mahkemenin bir sonraki giin dinledigi sahit, hadiseye mtidahale eden Polis
gliciiniin kumandaniydi. Kumandan, hadise sirasinda Ttirkler tizerine huctm
eden Rumlann vahsi hayvanlara benzemekte oldugunu ve kendisinin de bunlar
tarafindan atlan bir kursunla yaralandigini sdyledi. Kumandan ifade verirken,
olaylardan sonra yaptirdig1 incelemelerden Tiirklerin zararinin bes yiiz liradan
fazla oldugunu belirterek bunun zabitlara gecirilmesini sagladi® .

Hakim bu ifadeden sonra mevcud durumu degerlendirmek ve taraflann
avukatlarimin gelmesini beklemek tizere mahkemeye bir kag¢ giin ara verdi. 17
Temmuz 1912°de yeniden baslanacak olan mahkemede, Tiirkleri savunacak
yeterince avukat yoktu. Mahkeme hadiselere karigtifi ve bir Rumun
yaralanmasina sebebiyet verdikleri gerek¢esiyle mahk(im edilen Hasan ve
Ali'nin ilk savunmalannin yapilmas: icin Seyf Gazetesi basyazan Avukat
Sadreddin Efendi'yi gorevlendirmigti. Ancak Rumlar, Tirkleri olaylarin asil
miisebbibi olarak suclamaktaydi. Turkler kendi kendilerini savunarak bir yere
varamayacaklanni anlamuglardi. Bunun icin de ceza davalaninda ihtisas sahibi
bir avukat tutmaya karar verdiler. Harekete gecen Limasol naibi, Meclis-i Kavariin
azalanndan Mehmed Ziyai ve diger birkag Tiirk aza, Tiirkleri savunabilecek,
isinde ehil birinin acilen Limasol'a génderilmesi icin bir dilekge ile Bab-1 Aliye
miiracaat etti® .

Bu miiracaat bir kez de kadi tarafindan yapildi. Kad: miiracaatinda bu
mahkemenin li¢ ayda bir Adliye Miidiiri'niin idaresinde kaza merkezlerinde
toplandigini, ancak Limasol hadisesinden dolay1 uygulanan olaganiisti halin,
mahkemenin daha evvelki bir tarihte yapilmasini gerektirebilecegini, o zaman
da Tirklerin hazirlanmak i¢in gerekli vakitten yoksun kalacaklarint
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belitmekteydi. Bu sebeple iyi bir avukatin seri olarak Kibris'a gonderilmesini
stiyordu®. Bununla beraber gelecek olan avukata kolaylik saglamasi ve
meselenin takibi i¢in yapilan ¢alismalarin merkeze aktarlmasina da devam
ediliyordu.

Kad tarafindan gonderilen bir bagka tezkerede, simdiye kadar yapilan
durugmalar sirasinda, hadiseyle ilgili olarak Miisliiman, Ingiliz ve Rum olmak
iizere 60 kisi dinlenmistir. Dinlenenlerin ifadeleri olayin Rumlar tarafindan
ckanldigs yoniindedir. Aynt ifadeler olay sirasinda polisin ihtilalciler Gizerine
ates etmekte hakli oldugunu gostermektedir. Tutuklular arasinda bulunan ve
iki Rumun oldirilmesinden ve ¢ Rumun yaralanmasindan sorumlu tutulan iki
Miisliiman hakkinda sahitlerden alinan ifadeler, catismanin Tirkler i¢in bir nefs-
; miidafaa oldugunu géstermektedir. Tiirklerin savunulmast igin bir avukatin
tutulmast hususunda Ingiliz memurlari, komiser, mahkeme reisi ve Muddei-i
Umami Efendi de hemfikirdi. Bu konuda Tiirkler bir kez daha uyanldi.

Bu arada Rum palikaryalarindan on iki kisi tutuklanmis ve Osmanlt Ceza
Kanunnamesinin 57. maddesine dayanarak mahkemeye sevk edilmiglerdir.
Bunlarla beraber tutuklanan Rumlarin sayist otuz alti olmugtur. Bu Rumlarin
arasinda bulunan ve muhtemelen elebagilart olan dort kisiye, eger suglart isbat
olunursa cezalarinin idam olacag ustlen teblig edilmistir" .

7. OLAYLARIN MUSEBBIBI OLARAK TURKLER'IN
GOSTERILMESI

Davanin gorilmeye devam ettigi bu ginlerde kadi tarafindan avukat
meselesinin ne kadar onemli olduguna dair Babial'ye yazilan bir mektupta;
hadisenin ertesi giiniinden itibaren Limasol’da oldugunu ve vahget hakkinda
gerekli bilgiyi topladigini, hukaki tahkikatin devam ettigini, canilerin
yakalanmakta oldugunu, kagaklann da aranmasinin stirdiigiinti, ancak hadiseye
sebep olanlarin hentiz ortaya cikarilamadigint ve hadisenin miisebbiplerinin
mahkemede belli olacagin ifade etmektedir. Mektupta mahkemede Rumlan
savunan pek ¢ok avukatin bulundugu ve bunlarin kendi milletlerini hakkiyla
miidafaa etmekte olduklarin, tedbir alinmazsa sucun mutlaka Tirkler Gizerine
yikilacagini, bunun da Turkleri savunacak kafi derecede avukatn olmamasindan
kaynaklanaca ifade ediliyordu.

Kadi bu isin sadece Sadreddin Efendi'yle halledilemeyecegini 1srarla
belirttikten sonra, mahkeme reisinin kendisine “cinayet, iddialari pek mithim

hareket edecegini haber verdi®®. Bu arada mzlhkeme51. devam eden Poljs
Kumandanr’'nin ihtilalci Rumlar {izerine ates emri vermesi hakli bUIUnmu§rur_
Bu konuda hazirflanan rapor Rum azalarin karst citkmasina ragmen komiser ile
Aza Hami Efendi tarafindan imza edilmistir** . Bu arada Limasol komiseri simdiye
kadar yapilan tahkikata ait biitiin evraki alarak Karlidag (Trodos Dag1)'da Miidde-i

Umimi ile birlikte bulunan Vali'nin yanina gitmis ve istisarede bulunmustur.

Bu istisareden ¢ikan sonucu gosteren raporlar 6nce Mustemlekat Nezareti'ne

gonderilecek, sonra da mahkemeye sunulacakti. Vanlan goris birligine gére,
mahkeme sonucunda alinan kararlar Vali’'nin emriyle halka duyurulmak tizere
Cezire-i Resmiye Gazetesi (Resmi Gazete)'inde nesredilecekti. Ancak bu heyet
Hami Efendi’nin hazirladigs raporu, bir Kiginin diistincelerini aksettirdigi
gerekgesiyle reddetti. Bazi mahalli Rum ileri gelenlerinin baskilanndan dolay
Komiser ile Rum aza; delillere ragmen raporlann tagidigt dogruluk derecesinin
vali ile Miiddei-i Um0mi Efendi’nin tavnyla sinurlt olacagim belirttiler. Bu nedenle
vali'nin, Hami Efendi'nin goériisiine mi yoksa Rum azalarin gorlstine mi
ehemmiyet vereceginin 6nceden kestirilemedigi anlagtimaktadir. Bu belirsizlik
Rum matbuatinda hadisenin mahalli hitkiimet ile Ttirkler tarafindan tertiplendig
yolunda haberlerin ¢ikmasina ve hem Tirklerin hem de mahalli hiikkGmetin
zan altinda kalmasina neden oldu.

Bununla beraber, Vali hangi raporu kabul ederse etsin hemen hepsi,
saldirganlanin Rumlar, miidafilerin ise Tiirkler oldugunu gostermektedir. Bunun
disinda kilise canlarinin ¢alinmastyla binlerce Rumun Tiirklere saldirmast,
hadisenin tamamen bir komplo olduguna isaret etmektedir. Hadiselerin seyrini
yakindan takip eden Kraliyet hitkiimeti, eger bu hususta bir rapor diizenlenmesini
talep ederse, Hami Efendi’nin raporundan ve diger raporlardan bahsedilmeden,
hadiseyi inceleyen heyetin hazirlayacag ve taraftarlik tasidig 6ne stiriilemeyecek
bir raporun gonderilmesinin gerekecegi anlasilmaktaydi®® .
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Limasol hadisesinin diger bir tahrikcisi de Baspiskopos ve ona bagl
piskoposlann kurduklan Rum fheil3/ Cemiyedleri idi. Baspiskopos ve Piskoposlar
bu cemiyetleri Yunanlilik idealleriyle doly propagandalar ile yetistirmekteydiler.
Baspiskopos ve piskoposlarin bu icraati Limasol hadisesine ve adadaki asayisin
ortadan kalkmasina neden oldu. Limasg] Metropoliti Maladiyos uzun miiddet
kaldigr Kudiis'ten, bir Patriklik meselesinden dolay1 kovulmus Giritli bir Yunan
vatandagiydi. Kibris Metropolidi Maladiyos ve diger piskoposlarin Kibnis'taki

aleyhte faaliyetlerini Istanbul’a bildiren Kibnis kadisi, Osmanli huditlan icinde
her hangi bir yere Patrikhane tarafindan Metropolid veya Piskopos tayini istendigi
zaman bu sahislarin atanmamas; icin gereken tedbirl

erin alinmasini istemigtir® .

Meclis-i Kavanin’deki Rum azalar, adanin Yunanistan’a ilhak edilmesini temin

etmek icin Vali’ye bir dilekce vermislerdi. Vali, Rum azalann bu talebini reddetti.
Bunun Uzerine azalar Metropolidhine’de Bagpiskopos'un idaresinde Enctimen-
i Mahsts adi altinda bir toplant akdettiler. Burada Kibns'in Yunanistan’a ilhakini
temin etmek icin adanin her tarafinda mitingler diizenlenmesine karar verildi.
Alinan kararlara gore, Merkezde diizenlenecek mitingleri Baspiskopos, Yunanl
Kadalanos? ve Belediye Reisi Liyasides; cevre mahallerde diizenlenecek
mitingleri ise Azalardan bazilan ile Ruhani reisler yonlendirecekti. Bu mitinglerde
gesitli nutuklar aulacak ve komiteler teskil edilip, beyannimeler nesredilecekti.
Bu beyannamelerin yayinlanmast isini Rum matbuat Usleniyordu. Faaliyetlerin
ortak noktast Rum ahaliyi bir sekilde hiikimet aleyhinde harekete gecirmek
ve Turkler izerine taarruz ettirmekti.

Bu plan gergeklestigi taktirde sonuclan stiphesiz miithis olacakti. Tiirkler

katledilecek, Kibris adast Yunanistan'a ilhak edilecekti. Bundan hem Ingiltere
hem de Osmanli Devleti zarar gérecekti. Bu niyetlerle organizasyon 27 Mayis
1912 gecesi uygulanmaya baslandi ve ortaya Limasol hadisesi cikti® . Ancak
ihtilalin yankilan beklenildigi kadar olmadi. Ya Rum ahalinin hepsi hadiseye
kaulacak kadar meseleye vakif degildi ya da baslarini belaya sokmak
istemediklerinden tegvikcilerin ¢agrlarindan uzak durdular, Tecaviizleri
gerceklestiren bes on bin kisi ise Ingiliz askerlerinin miidahalesi ve tahrikcilerin
mahalli idarecileri de taarruz altinda birakmasi, ihtililin amacina varamadan
bastinlmasini sagladi. Bu hadise sirasinda Rumlar ingiliz askerlerine, polis
kumandanina ve miifettisine, Ingiliz-Miisliiman mahkeme reisine saldrild; ve
Rum ticarethanelerinden Tiirklere ve polislere ates edildi. Hadise bastinlds,
fakat ortada ti¢ 6l iki de agir yarali olmak tizere kurk iki ihtilal-zede vard. Olay
yerinde kurulan Divdn-1 Harp tarafindan olayla ilgili olarak Limasol'un Rum
mebuslarindan biri tutuklandi® .

Clinkii hadisenin jjj,
baslarinda Ingiliz mahalli askerleri harekata kars1 gayet gevsek davraniyorlarg,
Belli ki, adadan Tiirklerin atlmast onlann da isine gehnekteydi. Ancak hadisenjp,
dogrudan kendilerini de hedef aldigin gormeleri, Ingilizlerin aklini bagina getirg;
ve adadaki gercek gorevlerinin hadiseleri bastirmak oldugunu anlamalanp,

sagladu. Ingilizlerin aldiklan bu yeni tavnt Vatan gazetesisoyle degerlendiriyordy,.
« .ayni vuku‘atla tahrib ayni negriyatla mahkaim edilen Girid Turkleri’njn
mevki'ine getirilmek istenilen Kibris Miislimanlan, Ingilizlerin bi-taraf sahadet
ve adaletleri yardimuyla hukik ve mevcudiyetini ild nihaye muhafaza ve Yunap
entrikalaninin cinayetlerini biitiin aleme teghir ve ilan etmege muvaffak

olacaklardir™.
Yapilan operasyonlar sonunda Rumlarin Mandrez, Lefkosa ve Limasol

Ayrica Merkez Polis giicii yiiz kisi
daha eklenerek artinld. Ingiliz ydnetimi aldig 6nlemler yeterli gdrmemis olacak
ki, kazanin ileri gelenlerini de asayigin saglanmasindan sorumlu tuttu. Osmanl
hiikdmeti tarafindan Rumlann 6teden beri adanin Yunanistan’a katilmast i¢in
caligtiklari, Meclis-i Kavanin’deki Rum azalarin da bu istegi agik¢a dile getirdigi;
Yunanh Kadalanos’un, Bagpiskopos ve Piskoposlarin mitingler diizenleyerek
beyannimeler dagitti1 ve bu mitingler sirasinda Ingiliz Kiraligr'nin da hedef
alindig: belirtilerek; tertibatin sadece Osmanl hitkGimeti aleyhinde olmadig
aynt zamanda Turklerin katledilmesinin de amag olarak benimsendigi ifade

Durumun kendi aleyhlerine gelistigini goren Rumlar isin
pesini birakmadilar ve ikinci defa ayni girisimi Vali’'nin tavassutu ile
gerceklestirdiler. Vali, Miisliiman ileri gelenlerine gelerek, Rumlarin bangmak
istedigini bildirdi. Vali, Tiirklerin teklifle ilgilenmedigini goriince, bu bangin olayin
takibatina menfi hicbir etkisinin olmayacagina dair s6z vermistir. Buna ragmen
Tiirkler tedbiri elden birakmadilar ve Baskomisere tekliften duyduklan
memnuniyeti ifade ettikten sonra, bangin ancak davanin sonuglanmasindan
sonra olabilecegini, asayisin de bu suretle saglanabilecegi fikrinde olduklarini
belirttiler ve Vali'ye su dilekgeyi verdiler:

11. RUMLAR'IN TEKRAR FAALIYETE GECMESI

Rumlann bu milracaatna ragmen sdzlerinde durmadiklan ve Limasol digindaki
kazalarda hadise ¢ikarmaya devam ettikleri alinan haberler arasindaydi. Rumlar
Limasol kasabasindaki hadisenin takibati devam ederken Girne kasabas,
Kazafana (Ozankoy) ve Catalkoyde benzeri saldinlarda bulunmuglardi. Buna
ragmen Tirklerin ve zabtiyenin kargiik vermemesi, olaylann biiylimesini
onlemistir. 8 Haziran’da Catalkdy muallimlerinden Mehmed Emin Efendi,
Kazafana’ya dénerken bir Rum ¢ocugu tarafindan yolu kesilerek  Sunu bir
kursunda yere sermeli”, “ Tiirkleri kesecegiz” sozleriyle tehdit edilmisti. 10
Haziran’da Catalkoy Misliman muhtart Mehmed Aga’nin hizmetkén olan 11
yasindaki Hasan, ovada okiizleri otlatirken Rumlann taarruzuna ugramisti. Cocuk
fena halde doéviilmiis ve kolu kinilmisti. Bununla kalmayan Rumlar, Turklerin
kendilerine saldirdiklarini ileri stirerek ¢evre kasabalara imdada yetismeleri igin
mektuplar gdondermiglerdi. Benzeri hadiseler de Lefkosa’nin Eksomodos
kdyiinden gegen iki Tirk, Rumlarin tehdit ve taarruzlarnina ugradi. Yine
Lakadamya, Ustromof ve Pera koylerindeki Tiirkler de benzeri hakaretlere
maruz kald1. Polisin aldig; tedbire ragmen bu hakaretler kesilmedigi gibi artarak
sirdi. Limasol kasabasinda hadiseden sonra alinan biitiin tedbirlere ragmen,
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Rumlar hald Tirkleri rencide etmekten geri durmuyorlardi. Rumlar Tirk
Kayikeilan tasladiktan sonra “fesleri daha ne zaman cikaracaksiniz' diyerek
hakaret etmislerdi. Bir hafta sonra da Piskobu koytine gelmekte olan bir Tiirk,
iki Rum tarafindan durdurularak ayni hakarete maruz kalmist. Magusa kazasinda
istilloz koylinde uzun zamandir devam eden ziilm Limasol ve Lefkosa
hadiselerinden sonra aciktan aciga yaptlmaya baslanmusti. Istilloz koyt
ahalisinden bir Hiristiyan, Tiirk olan komsusunun evine saldirarak, masumu
sebepsiz yere dovmiistii’” .

12. RUMLAR’IN INGILTERE KRALI'NI PROTESTO ETMESI

Bu sirada 3 Haziran’da Vali Konagrnda tiniforma ile bir resmi kabul yapilacag
mahalli hitktimet tarafindan ilan edilmisti. Ayni giiniin gecesinde Valinin kanst
Madame Leydi tarafindan vilayette bir ziyafetin verilecegi de Ceride-i Resmiye
gazetesi'nden ilan edilerek duyurulmustu. Fakat kimseye ayrica bir davetiye
gonderilmemisti. Tlirk memurlar ve mahalli idare bu davete istirak etti. [htilalci
Rum Komiteleri'nin aldig karar Gizerine merkezde ve cevredeki yerlesim
birimlerinde bulunan kiliselerde Ingiltere Kral'na dua edilmedigi gibi Rum ahali
ve ileri gelenlerinden hickimse, ne Belediye reisi ne de Bagpiskopos resmi
kabule ve ziyafete katlmadi. Rumlarin tavn Vali tarafindan Londra’ya
bildirildiginde biiytik sagkinlik yaratig: gibi, Tiirklerin sergilemis olduklan medeni
davranis fevkalade tevecciihe mazhar goriilmiistiir® . Bu hadise etkisini ileride,
Tiirklerle Rumlar arasinda goriilecek davalar sirasinda Ingilizlerin Tiirk tarafina
meyletmesiyle gbsterecektir.

Hadiseyle ilgili davalara bakacak olan mahkemenin Limasol’daki Rum
mahallelerinden birinde kurulacak olmasi, mahkeme sona erinceye kadar,
Rumlarin sebep olabilecegi bir saldin karsisinda Limasol’da mutlaka harekete
hazir bir zabtiye kuvvetinin bulundurulmasini gerektiriyordu.

Yunanistan tarafindan adaya
gonderilen bir gurup goniilliiniin kigkirttig Rumlar tarafindan, pazarda aligveris
yapmakta olan Tirklere karst 6nce sdzlii sonra silahli satasmalann baslamas:
uzerine ¢tkan Limasol hadisesi, kisa zamanda basta Limasol, Lefkosa ve Larnaka
olmak tizere adanin énemli merkezlerine yayilmustir. Hadise dogrudan adadaki
Tirk varligini hedef olarak se¢migtir. Tiirklere karsi kendilerine her tiitlii yetki
ve selahiyeti veren Ingilizleri dahi adanin Yunanistan'a ilhakina bir engel olarak
goren Rumlar, Ingiliz polisine ve ydneticilerine saldirmaktan geri durmanuglardur.

Today this idea is changing and social security aims tg
cover the whole people, who are living in a country irrespective of thejr
nationality, colour, religion etc.? This applies to North Cyprus as well. The
Constitution of North Cyprus states that “Every person has the right to social
security. It shall be one of the duties of the State to establish, and to help the
establishment of social insurance, similar social security schemes and social

assistance organisation, for the purpose of ensuring this right”.3

It was after the internationalisation of the social security concept in 1944
that some sections of the people (civil servants and police force) have started
to benefit from the social security systems established in Cyprus in the 1950s.
The first social insurance law was adopted in 1957 and with minor revisions it
served the Turkish Cypriots until 1977 when the Turkish Cypriots introduced
their own new Social Insurance Law? for workers and self employed people
and a comprehensive Pension Law for the civil servants and teachers. In
addition to the social insurance granted to the workers, self-employed people
and civil servants, the additional laws revised and adopted provided social
assistance and social services to the vast majority of the rest of the population.
Thus the basic three components of a social security system, social insurance,
social assistance and social services® have been implemented in North Cyprus
since 1977.

Unlike to a normal social insurance fund, two major funds established in
North Cyprus, the Pension Fund and the Social Insurance Fund started to retire
people on the day they were established. This was realised through counting
the years of services held in the British Colonial Rule, Republic of Cyprus

Social In-
surance Law estz'lbhs.hed a particular fund, named as the Social Insurance Fund
where the contributions of the three components of labour relations are com-
pulsory- The rate of the contributions of the workers, employers and state are
8%, 10% and 6.5% respectively. The rate of contributions of the self-em-
ployed people is 15% and of house woman 14% over the earnings based for
the contributions (prime esas kazanc). There are 20 grades, which the first
grade represents the lowest, and the twentieth the upper limit as base for
earnings based for the contributions. The benefit given to the insured persons
and their survivors are grouped as employment injury and occupational diseases
benefit, sickness insurance benefit, maternity insurance benefit, invalidity
insurance benefit, old age insurance benefit, death benefit, marriage benefit
and unemployment insurance benefit. The minimum age for retirement in
North Cyprus is 50.

Pension Law applies to the civil servants and it is a source for some other
public institutions, which have their own pension funds (i.e. Municipalities
Pension Funds, Electricity Authority Civil Servants Pension Fund etc.). The
contribution of the civil servants varies depending on his/her employment
date. Main structure of the Pension Law is based on the contribution of the
civil servants. There was no particular fund until 1987. The revenues and
expenditures of the Fund were an account of the government general budget.

It is only after the revision of the law in 1987 that a particular fund for the civil
servants was established. The rate of the contribution made by the civil servants
is 9% of their gross salary and the contribution of the employer (government)
and the state is not envisaged. The minimum age for the retirement is 55 for
the civil servants who are employed after the revision of the Law in 1987.
The main benefits provided to the civil servants after their retirement are
monthly pension payments and a gratuity (ikramiye) payment.

Contrary to applications in other states, it is possible to contribute to more
than one fund and it is also possible to work even after retirement. There are
a lot of civil servants that retired from the pension fund and entitled to another
pension from the social insurance fund by paying contributions. An insured
person who retired from the social insurance fund also has the right to continue
to work during his retirement period.

2. CONTRIBUTORY SYSTEMS
VERSUS TAXED BASED SYSTEMS

It is possible to identify two extreme systems of social insurance across the
world countries. One is the contributory system in which the individuals,
employer and the state have to contribute to the fund. The other system does
not requife any contribution from the individuals. In this system individuals are
entitled to benefit simply if they are a citizens and need assistance.” The first
approach predominates in the countries of Continental Europe, while the second
approach is applied in the UK, Ireland and also in the Scandinavian countries.
Although the contrast between the contributory system also known as the
“Bismarckian” system and tax based system also known as the Beveridge®
system corresponds to an important historical divide in the formation of
European welfare states. It is too imprecise a distinction to provide an accurate
description of their configuration in the midlle of the 1990s. In fact, all European
social security systems today display some elements of each basic system.

and expenditures were not in a separate fund, but they were part of their
budgets. Thus it is possible to say that the Pension Fund before 1987 was

closer to a tax-based system while after 1987 it became closer to a contributory
system as far as its financing is concerned.

Social Insurance Fund on the other hand has the employers’ and employ-
ees’ contributions as their main sources of finance. State contributions, re-
quired by law, have never been realised in practice. Nevertheless, such contri-
butions of the state are included in the budget of the Social Insurance Fund.
The contributions of the employers and the employees comprise 60% of the
total revenues (including revenues from interest on loans rents, penalties etc.)
of the Social Insurance Fund. Thus, Social Insurance Fund with its above-
explained sources of finance can be said to be closer to a contributory system.

Constitution of North Cyprus indicates that every person has the right to
social security and it is one of the duties of the state to establish institutions for
the purpose of ensuring this right. Special social protection is envisaged for
various categories. Social security contributions by the employers, employees
and state are the main sources of financing of income maintenance benefits in

Social Insurance Fund. Contributions to the Fund are made on the basis of
“Earns Based For Contributions” (Prime Esas Kazang) whose lowest and highest
limits are decided by the Council of Ministers. Percentage and thus the amount
of these contributions, their realisation, the shares of employees, employer
and state in these contributions are very important.

Analysing the shares of the contributions made by employee, employer
and state in North Cyprus, it is seen that employees contribute 32%, employ-
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ers contribute 42% and the state contributes 26% of _the Eztlll;nssBi:liS;l('l or Con.

It is interesting to note that in Turkey, the
state does not contribute to social insurance fund at all but on the other hand,
the state covers the deficits of the fund. Denmark and UK are good examples
of deviations from the tax based (Beveredge) system, as the shares of state
contributions are 77.5 % and 43.4 % respectively. In North Cyprus not only
the share of the state (26%) is relatively very low but the state declines to pay
its share to the Social Insurance Fund. Still according to the Cyprus Turkish
Social Insurance Law, the State is responsible to cover the deficit of the Fund 9

As it is seen, the share of the state in Social Insurance Fund is relatively very
low compared with other countries. Apart form this, the government has not
been paying its share since 1977 and the debt is counted in current prices
without any interest payment considered. Under these conditions it is highly
unlikely for a social security system to offer a paradise for its retired members.
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3. PENSION FUND OF NORTH CYPRUS

In this section of the study one of the tw

) ' ‘ nce Fund was examined in the previous
section. Before the government revised the Pension Lawon 1 July 1987 the
Pension Fufld was a tax-based socig] security system for the civil servants.
Minor Cor.ltrlbutions of the male civil servants for their survivors and gratuity
and pension payments were part of the revenues and expenditures of the
government budget respectively. With the revision of the law, a separate
fund, Civil Servants Pension Fund (Kamu Gorevlileri Emeklilik Fonu) was
established outside the government's budget. Pension Fund provides two basic
benefits to the individuals that are the gratuity (ikramiye) and pension (emeklilik
ayhigp) in return to the contributions of the individuals.

In order to follow the main developments in the Pension Fund of North
Cyprus examination of the total revenues and (contributions of the individuals)
and the total expenditures (gratuity and pension) of the government as social
transfer payments will be very useful (Table 3, Figure 1). Since 1977 the
Pension Fund has experienced three major shocks that disturbed the stability
of its evenues and expenditures. The first shock came on 5 July 1979 when
the Pension Lawwas revised." With this revision of law the civil servants were
obliged to retire after 10 years of active service in public offices. Previously
the required 10 years period could be made up with services in public offices
and credits from the military service. Civil servants, just before the law was
revised, used their rights and retired in large numbers in 1978 and 1979. In
these years high gratuity payments (68.2 and 63.0 m.TL), resulting in high
total expenditures (119.1 and 134.3 m.TL) are due to this effect. For the same
years the financial support of the government from the budget also increased
substantially from 39.7 m.TL in 1977 to 109.8 and 123.3 m.TL, in 1978 and
1979 respectively, comprising 92.1% and 91.8% of the total revenues.

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Pension Law was revised on 2 April 1985' and 1 July 1987."® The discussions
on the change of laws in these years, resulted in the second round of massive
retirments of the civil servants in 1985, 1986 and 1987. This explains the high
amount of gratuity payments, total expenditures and financial support of the
government from the budget in these years.

The third wave of massive retirements came in 1995 and 1996. This was
not a result of any revision of the Pension Law, but it was due to the discussions
and rumours that took place in these years on the government’s intentions on
taxing the gratuity and pension payments after retirement. Thus civil servants
thinking not to be subjected to such implementation chose to retire before it
could become a law. High gratuity payments, total expenditures and financial
support of the government were the result of such retirements.

As far as the Social Insurance Fund was concerned, the government has
not been contributing and paying its debts since 1977. In the case of Pension
Fund, until 1987 the government following almost a tax-based system has
fulfilled all of its financial obligations to its civil servants. A large number of
civil servants retired at early ages without making contributions for a sustainable
period of time to the Pension Fund. This has been putting a lot of financial
burden on the government’s budget. The Pension Law was revised in 1987 to
find a solution to this mounting financial problem and introduced a contributory
system by creating a separate Fund, Civil Servants Pension Fund, outside the
budget. It is important to note that the revenue of this Fund is composed

only of contributions of the civil servants. The government would not contribute
to the Fund neither as an employer nor as the state. This is one of the two

4. SOCIAL TRANSFERS IN NORTH CYPRUS
AND IN OTHER STATES

Social security system as stated previously is composed of social insurance
social assistance and social services. Expenditures on social assistance an(i
social services are non contributory. Such expenditures include not only the
expenditures of the government but also the experllditures of the private
sector. The share of these total social expenditures i.e. public and privae
expenditures on social assistance and social services is a good indication of the
importance attributed to the social security system. Local revenues, govemment
expenditures, total transfers and social transfers in North Cyprus as a percentage
of Gross National Product (GNP) between the years 1977 and 1996 are given
in Table 4. Total transfers in the table include subsidies, repayments for Valye
Added Tax (VAT) in addition to total social transfers (total social expenditures),
Examining the trend followed local revenues and total social transfers as
percentage of GNP both are following an ascending line in spite of some falls
in some years. Nevertheless the increase in the local revenues was faster than
the total social transfers such that the gap between the two has increased.
The percentage of local revenues was 14.6% in 1979 while the percentage of
total social transfers was 6.6% in the same year. In 1996 the percentages were
24.9% for local revenues and 11.6% for total social transfers. These figures
show a declining contribution of the public and private expenditures on social
assistance and sodial services in North Cyprus through time. The same conclusion
can be derived by examining Table 8 in the Appendix, which gives the total
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cansfers and total social transfers jn fixed prices of 1977 for the same years
The figure drawn using the statistics in Table 4 gjves 4 clear picture of the
conclusion derived with regard to the increasing 83p between the Jocq revenues
nd total social transfers in rea] terms.

It is interesting to see that in most of the underdeveloped countries such as
Uganda, Yemen, Zaire and even in Libya people retire at an age above the
life expectancy at birth. On the other hand, North Cyprus and Turkey rank at
the top of the list that gives the number of years left after retirement. In
Turkey a female is expected to live 29.3 years and a male 24.3 years after
retirement, in North Cyprus 20 years. In most of the industrialised countries
the number of years left after retirement is between 10 and 15 years. Such

Thus relatively the coverage of the social Security system is about twice in the
EU member states compared to North Cyprus.

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The analyses made in the previous sections scem 8 % (jontr:ldi(‘ting cach
other. It is observed that a retired person in North Cyprus 1s CxP_echd to live
about 20 years while a retired person in Europe is expected g live between
10 and 15 years. In spite of this, the percentage 0_f fhe total .renrecl persons to
the total population in North Cyprus is 11.4% and it 15_20.8% in the.EU_ n.lember
states. These findings indicate that the benefits of a retired person (individually)
is better than a person retired in Europe as far as the nu‘mbcr of years lef
behind. On the other hand the coverage of the social security system in North
Cyprus is relatively very limited. Thus North Cyprus may prg\’ide a paradise
for a retired person in terms of the number of years after retirement but the
same can be said as far as the social security system as far as its coverage s

concerned.

6. CONCLUDING REMARKS

Social security systems, wich were retiring people at very young ages in their
initial establishment years and also enabling them to acquire pension pay-
ments from more than one fund and the wide coverage of social assistance
and social services had led many people to think that North Cyprus is a para-
dise for the retired persons. Analysing the two main social security systems in
North Cyprus, one being the Pension Fund covering the civil servants and the
teachers, and the other Social Insurance Fund covering the employees and
self-employed people showed that, this may be true for a limited number of
people and it could not be said for the social security system as a whole.
The social Insurance Fund acquires its resources from the premiums paid
by the employees, employers and the state. So far the state has not fulfilled its
responsibility in contributing its shares but paid its debt occasionally in terms
of immovable property. The future of the Social Insurance Fund does not look
very bright as the government debt has been noted in current prices without
any interest payment. Although the accumulated debt of the government
appears to be 1,419 billion TL, in real terms this amount should have been
7.318 billion TL, accounting only inflation without any real interest charged.
Further more the government has not used the accumulated resources in the
fund efficiently. It invested the money in public banks well below the infla-
tion rate. Social Insurance Fund that has been fulfilling all of its responsibilities
until now appears that it will fail in the very near future. Under these circum-
stances it is difficult to expect that the active members could find a paradise
after they retire unless very drastic measures are taken and the fund is fi-

nanced.

limited. A separate fund established outside the budget after 1987 coven'nry
the civil servants employed after this date is contributed only by the premiurn%
of the civil servants. The fund is not Supported by any contribution from the
government as an employer or as a state. Similarly the resources accumulated
in this fund are not efficiently used. Thus in the case of future pensioners from
the Pension Fund the situation is not very bright.

It is observed that those total socia] transfers in North Cyprus although
increased in time, they lagged behind the increase in the local revenyes of the
government. Further more the tota] social transfers, as 3 percentage of GNP is
only 9.9% where as the average of EU is 27.1%. This shows how far away the
social security systems are from a leve] that could be attained. On the other

With all these evaluations the social security system in North Cyprus can
be said to provide a paradise to those who have retired at young ages and
have been benefiting from this application. On the other hand considering the
future of the two main social security funds in North Cyprus it is hard to
conclude that a paradise is expected for the current members.
