In
the third article, Fatih Bayrakrar, Lenka Dedkova and
Hana Machackova examine the associations among
independent self-contrual, femininity-masculinity and
cyberbullying/cybervictimization among 393 university
students from various national and cultural bacgrounds
and enrolled in three North Cyprus universities. The

authors hypothesize that independent self-construal
would mediate and moderate the association between
femininity-masculinity and cyberbullying/cyber-
victimization. The fourth article in this issue takes us
again back to the past times of Cyprus. Cemaliye Eken
and Gokhan Varol remind us roles of olive oil mills in
Cyprus. In the article, significances of olive and olivie oil
mills in the Cypriot agrarian way of life are disscussed
and current situation of the historical olive oil mills in
rural regions of North Cyprus are recorded. Authors
urge cautions in conserving and re-using of olive oil
mills as industrial heritage. Coming to the end of the
JCS 42, in the fifth article, Turgay Biilent Gokiirk very
vividly presents the reflections of 1963 Events in Cyprus
to the parliament, Grand National Assembly of Turkey.
He points out how the Grand National Assembly and
the Senate of the Turkish Republic handled the issue.
Respectively, views of the Turkish Government and
other parties are revealed in the article by basing on
records in the archives of the Parliament and Senate
of the Republic in Turkey.

In Spring 2014, JCS 42 has welcomed
researchers contributing to the Cyprus Studies. I would
like to thank them for collaborating and putting in their
extra efforts and time to the process of editing this issue.

Turkish Bank and its Role in the Turkish Cypriot Community

Ozet

Kabris Tiirk Toplumu'nun kurdugu ilk banka Tiirk Bankasvdwr. 1901 yilinda Leflosa’nin ileri gelenleri tarafindan Islam
Iddihar Sandigs ady ile kurulmugtur. 20. Yiizyilin baglarinda, Tiirk esnafini kalkindirmak amaciyla faaliyete gecen
sandik bugiin Tiirk Bankasi adryla 100 yili agkin bir gegmise sabiptir. Diinyada siyasi gelismeler hi¢ bir zaman ekonomik
hareketlerden bagimsiz diisiiniilmemektedir. Dolayiszyla Tiirk Bankasi, Kibris adasinin siyasi olaylarindan etkilenmistir.
Bu baglamda Kibris Tiirk Toplumu'nun yasadigs ekonomik sikintilardan kurtulmasin: saglayan kurumlarmdan birisi
olmugtur. Aragtirmada amag olarak, 100 yili askin faaliyet gosteren bir bankanin taribinin genel hatlar: ile ortaya
¢ctkariimasi ve Tiirk Bankasi'nin bagsta ekonomik olmak iizere diger yonleriyle de Kibris Tiirk Toplumu'na yaptig:
katkilarinin ortaya konulmas: hedeflenmistir. Soz konusu ¢alismada, bankanin kendi kaynaklarindan, yerli ve yabanc:
basilmias eserlerden ve donemin gazetelerinden faydalanilmigstir. Ayrica cesitli donemlerde bankanin idareci konumunda
gorev yapan kisilerden de sozlii tarih calismalars ile degerli bilgiler alinmagtir. Sonug olarak, Kibris Tiirk Toplumunun
var olus miicadelesinde Tiirk Bankasi mihenk taslarindan birisi olmugtur denilebilir.

Abstract

The first bank established by the Turkish Cypriot community is Turkish Bank. Under the name of Islam Iddibar Sandigs,
the renowned citizens of Nicosia established it in 1901. Turkish Bank, which was established at the beginning of the
20th Century to support Turkish tradesmen, has now a deep history dating back more than one hundred years. As no
political development could be considered independently from economic activities, Turkish Bank had also influenced
from the political context of the island. Remarkably, it became one of the important institutions supporting Turkish
Cypriot Community to overcome financial problems. This research aims ro shed lights onto the general history of a bank
operating more than 100 years and put forward its various contributions to the Turkish Cypriot community with its
economic and other aspects. In the study, archive documents of the Turkish Bank, national and international publica-
tions and different newspapers of the period are utilized as the main sources of information. In addition, important
information regarding oral history studies has been collected from the interviews with the administrative people worked
at the Turkish Bank. The study is concluded with the idea that Turkish Bank has been an important benchmark in
the struggle of the Turkish Cypriot Community for existence.

19001d Yillanin Basinda Kibris'in Siyasi Durumu ve
Kibnis Tiirkleri

Kibris adast i yiizyili asan bir siire Osmanli
Devleti idaresinden sonra Sultan II. Abdiilhamit
tarafindan 1878 yilinda Ingiltere’ye devredilir.
Ingiltere idaresinde Kibris'in yoneticisi baslangigta
yiiksek komiser olurken adada bir Kavanin' (yasama
meclisi) bir de yiirtitme meclisi kurulur. Kavanin
meclisi {igii atanmis Ingiliz memur iigii de yerli
halktan olmak iizere alt iiyeden olusmaktaydi.
Yiiriitme meclisinde ise dért atanmis Ingiliz memur
bulunmakeadir. Kibrista gorev yapan yiiksek
mahkeme ise yiiksek komiser bagkanliginda gorev
yapacaku (Bedevi, 1965:167,168).

Kibris adasinin Ingiliz idaresine gegtigi ilk
giinlerden itibaren Kibris Rumlari Enosis® isteklerini
dile getirerek Ingiliz idaresinden aday: Yunanistan'a
vermesini istiyorlardi. Kibristaki Tiirklerin ileri gelenleri
ise Ingilizlerin adadan ayrilmast halinde Kibris'in eski
sahibi Osmanli Devleti’ne iade edilmesi gerekliligini
savunuyorlardi.

1880’li yillardan itibaren Kibris Tiirk aydinlart
ve basini adadaki Tiirklerin haklarini Ingiliz somiirge
yonetimine kargt korumak amaciyla ¢esitli alanlarda
girisimlerde bulunmuglardir. Kibrish Tiirk toplumu
ileri gelenleri Lefkosada 1881 yilinda Kiraathane-i
Osmani adlt bir kuliip kurarlar. Bu kuliip faaliyetlerini
halka duyurabilmek icin Zaman isimli bir de gazete
cikarmaktadir. Gazete ve Kiraathane-i Osmaninin
amact Kibrislit Rumlarin Enosis istemleri kargisinda
Kibris'in bir Osmanls tilkesi oldugu gercegini basin
yoluyla halka duyurarak Kibrish Tiirkler arasinda
ulusal bir biling yaratmaku (Gazioglu, 2000:181).

1914 yilinda baglayan I. Diinya Savasi’'nda
Osmanli  Devleti'nin  kendisinin
karsisinda savasa girmesini bahane gdstererek
5 Kasim 1914 tarihinde Kibrist tek yanli olarak
ilhak ettigini bildirir (Kyrris, 1985:331; Erim,
1975:2). Osmanli Devleti Ingiltere’nin bu kararini
tanimamasina ragmen savagin bitimine kadar
yapabilecek bir hamle bulunmamaktadir. Osmanli
Devleti sadece Ingiltere’nin bu kararini protesto
edecektir (Kuran, 1993:245; Anderson, 1972:314.)

Ingiltere,
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Osmanli Devleti’nin I. Diinya Savas’'ndan yenik
ayrilmast ise adanin tamamen kaybedilmesi
anlamini tagimaktadir. Ingiltere’nin Kibris adasini
ilhak etmesinin nedenlerinden biri de Yunanistan’t
kendi lehine savasa katulmasini saglamaku (Giirel,
1984:66-67). Bu gerekgeyle Ingiltere 17 Ekim
1915 tarihinde Yunanistan'in miittefikleri olarak I.
Diinya Savagt'na katilmasi halinde aday1 Yunanistan'a
verecegini bildirir (Stavrinides, 1976:18; Storrs,
1930:34; Hill, 1952:523; Mallinson, 2005:11). Fakat
Yunanistan'daki iktidardaki Alman yanlist ve Ingiliz
yanlist biirokratlarin ¢ekismesi sonucunda Yunanistan
bu tarihi firsat1 kagirmistir (Hatipoglu, 1988:64-65).
I. Diinya Savag'nin 1918 yilinin sonlarina
dogru Osmanli Devletinin icerisinde bulundugu
blogun (ittifak Devletleri) yenilgisiyle bitmesi iizerine
Kibrislt Rumlar Enosis taleplerini tekrar dile getirmeye
baslamiglardir. Bu gelismelerden endise duyan Kibris
Tiirkleri 10 Aralik 1918 tarihinde Miiftii Hacit Hafiz
Ziyai Efendi (Fig. 1) liderliginde Meclis-i Milli adi
verilen bir kongre diizenlemiglerdir. Meclis-i Milli
Kongresini diizenleyen Kibrish Tiirklerin amaglari
Paris Baris Konferanst'na bir heyet gondererek Kibrislt
Tiirklerin Enosis'e karst olduklarini bildirmektir.

I. Diinya Savasi sonunda Osmanli Devleti ile
Itilaf Devletleri arasinda imzalanan fakat Kurtulus
Savagr’'nin basari ile sonuglanmast nedeniyle hayata
gecirilemeyen Sevr Baris Antlasmasi’nda (5 Agustos
1920) Kibris'in bir Ingiliz topragi oldugu kabul
edilmistir (Sanli, 1967:29). Kurtulus Savast sonunda
TBMM ile Itilaf Devletleri arasinda imzalanan Lozan
Baris Antlasmast’'nda (24 Temmuz 1923) Kibris'in
Ingiliz topragi oldugu kabul edilir. Ilgili antlasmayla
Kibris'ta yasayan Tiirklere gelecekleri ile ilgili bir
segim hakki (hakk-1 Hryar) taninir. Ilgili maddede
belirtildigine gore Kibrish Tiirkler ya adada kalacaklar
yada adadan ayrilip Tiirkiye’ye goc edebileceklerdir
(Fig. 2). Ancak Kibris adasinda kalmayz tercih edenler
Tiirkiye Cumbhuriyeti vatandaghigindan ¢ikartlip
ingiltere vatandaghigina gecirileceklerdir (Meray,
1972:128 ; Soysal, 2000:99-100; Alasya, 1988:116).

Kibris Tiirkleri kendi aralarinda bu konuda
ikiye béliinseler de bu donemde yasadiklari topraklart
terk eden Kibris Tiirkii sayist eldeki belgelere gore
cok fazla degildir. Lozan sonrasinda adada kalan
Kibris Tiirklerinin artik ¢ok énemli bir misyonu
bulunmaktadir. Kendileri i¢in 6nemli olan egitim,
din, vakiflar gibi kendi kurumlarini olusturmak,
somiirge ydnetimine karsi s6z sahibi olmak ve bunun
yaninda da Kibris'in Yunanistan'a baglanmasina engel
olmaktir.

Kibris'in kesin statiisiinii belirleyen Lozan
Antlasmasi, Ingiliz Parlamentosu tarafindan 6
Agustos 1924’te onaylanmustir. Lozan Antlagmast'nin
onaylanmastinin ardindan Ingiltere Kralt V. George,
10 Mart 1925’te Kibris'in statiisiinde bir degisiklik
yaparak Kibris'ta Ingiliz Tag Kolonisi (Crown Colony)
ilan etmistir. Bu tarihten itibaren Kibris adasini idare
eden en yiiksek Ingiliz yoneticisi artik yiiksek komiser
olarak degil, vali olarak anilmaya baglanmistr
(Cakmak, 2008:209; Sonyel, :175; Gazioglu,
2000:193; Newman, 1953:209.).33

20. Yiizyilin Baslarinda Kibris'in Ekonomisi

Ingilizler Kibris'in yonetimini devraldiklar:
1878 yilindan itibaren adanin idari sistemini
degistirmek i¢in calismalara bagladilar. 1878 6ncesi
Osmanli Idaresi doneminde Kibrista yasayan
Tiirklerin bir¢ogu devlet memurlugu ile askerlik
gorevlerinde bulunuyorlardi. Ayrica adada yasayan
Tiirkler genis arazilere sahip olduklarindan dolay:
buralarda hayvancilik ve ciftcilik de yapmaktaydilar.
Kibrisli Rumlar ise daha ¢ok ticaretle ugrasmakta veya
Tiirklerin arazilerinde ¢aligmakraydilar. S6z konusu
dénemde ada niifusunun ¢ogunlugu kirsal kesimde
yasamakta ve gecimlerini tarim ve hayvancilik ile
saglamaktaydilar (Sanli, 1967:62; Kuran, 1964:77).

Kibris adasinda 1900°1ii yillardan itibaren
ekonomik zorluklara direnen, elindeki topraklari
ipotek ile kaybetmemek icin ugrasan ve Rumlarin
ticaretteki hakimiyetine karst ¢dziimler bulmaya
calisan bir yandan da Ingiliz Somiirge Yonetimi'nin
uygulamalariyla

ugrasan bir Tirk toplumu
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vardi (Konur, 1938:26). Ingiliz idaresinin ilk
dénemlerinden itibaren Kibris Tiirklerinin arazilerinde
cesitli nedenlerden dolay1 azalma oldugu goriilmekredir.
Bir¢ok Kibrisli Tiirk para sikintist yiiziinden arazilerini
Rumlara satmak zorunda kalmuglardi. Tiirkler arazileri
kiiciildiigii icin farkli gecim kaynaklari aramuglardir.
Tiirklerin bir kismi ticaret yapmaya caligsalar da soz
konusu yillarda Rumlar kadar iyi tiiccar olamadiklar:
belgelerden anlagilmaktadir.*

Kibrisin  ikeisadi
incelemek icin adaya Sémiirgeler Bakanlig Miistesart
Winston Churchill'i ggndermistir. Winston Churchill
adadaki incelemeleri sonrasinda adadaki iktisadi
durumun kétii oldugunu goriince Ingiltere hiitkiimeti
tarafindan Kibrisa yilda 50.000 Sterlin yardim
yaptlmast kararinin alinmasini saglamugstir (Alasya,

1988:131).

1878 de baslayan Ingiliz Sémiirge Yonetimi'ne
ve adadaki Rum toplumuna karsi Kibris Tiirk
toplumunun ekonomik dayanigmasini saglamak ve
toplumun mali sorunlarina ¢6ziim bulmak amact
ile aydinlar tarafindan ekonomik énlemler alinmaya
caligilir. Kibris Rumlarinin 1900 yilinda Lefkogada
haftalik vermek suretiyle bir sandik agmalart iizerine
o dénemin aydin ve bilgili tiiccarlarindan Kantarci
Kamil Efendi Tiirklerin de bir sandik agmalarinin
yararli olacagini savunur. Kantarct Kamil Efendi
bu fikrini ticaretle ugrasan arkadaglarina anlatinca
olumlu cevaplar alir. Ilgili yillarda Kibris Tiirk
toplumunun 6nde gelenlerinden Tacir Omer Nasit,
Tacir Haci Ibrahim, Tacir Sekerzade Ahmet Aziz,
Mustafa Omer Efendi, Ser‘i Mahkeme katibi Ahmet
Muhiddin Efendi’nin destekleriyle ve Miiftii Hact
Hafiz Ziyai Efendi baskanliginda Lefkosa Islam
lddibar Sandigr (Nicosia Saving Box) kurulur® (Fig.
3).

Siitnuhat Gazetesinin 16 Temmuz 1908
giinkii niishasinda Islam Iddihar Sandigrnin kurulusu
soyle anlatilmakeadir.
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“Islam ebalisine biiyiik yﬂm’zmz olan ve mali
zorluklaring bir ¢irpida ¢ozen Milli lddibar
Sandigimiz'a bu sene bir cok efendiler daha
katilmig ve sandigin hisse senetleri bin aded;
geemigtir. Boyle devam ettikge bu kurulusun

yakin bir gelecekte milli bir Islam bankast

sekline doniisecegine siiphe yoktur. Nasil ki
Hiristiyan vatandaglarimiz gayret ve devamlar:
sayesinde boyle bir bankaya muvaffak
olmugslardyr.”°

Gergekten de bu amaglarla 1901 yilinda
kurulan sandik daha sonraki yillarda bankaya
déniiserek boylece Kibris Tiirkiniin kendi sermayesi
ile kurdugu ilk banka ortaya ¢ikmustir.

Haci Hafiz Ziyai Efendi 1895’ten itibaren
Girne-Lefkosa Daire-i Intihabiyesine milletvekili
secilmistir. 1909°da ise Kibris miiftiisii olmustur (An,
2002:103). Hac1 Hafiz Ziyai Efendi Lefkosa Islam
lddihar Sandigrda 1901 yilindan 1928 yilina kadar
bagkanliga devam etmistir. Fakat bir miiftiiniin faiz ile
calisan bir kurumun baginda olmast ilging bir durum
gibi goriilse de buradaki amag bu sandigin ekonomik
dayanigma ve yardim amact ile kurulmasidir (Atesin,
1996:241).

1901 yilinda kurulan sandigin baskanligina
Haci Hafiz Ziyai Efendi getirilirken sandik
eminligine Hact Ibrahim Efendi katipligine ise Aziz

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Efendi secilmistir. Lefkosa Islam Iddibar Sandig:
Tiiccar Orundalizade Hac:
Hamit Aga’nin ditkkaninda caligmalara baglamigtir.
S6z konusu sandikla ilgili olarak yapilan tavsiyeler ve
duyurular ise yaramis ve Kibris Tiirk toplumundan
bir ¢ok kimse beg yil siire boyunca haftada bir silini
emanet olarak sandiga vermeye vermistir. Ozellikle
sandiga bir silinlerini emaneten verenlerin daha ¢ok
kadin oldugu belgelerden anlagilmaktadir.”

Fakat
diikkdnin bir béliimii Lefkosa tahsildari icin
ayrilmistir. S6z konusu diikkan igin Islam Iddibar
Sandigr yedi silin 6derken diger paylasimer Lefkosa
tahsildar1 da ii¢ silin 6demekeedir. Islam Iddibar
Sandigrnin her ne kadar sermayesi varsa da bu paray1
her ay verecek durumda olmadig diisiniilebilir. Fakat
inceledigimiz déneme ait gazetelerde bu konu ile ilgili
sikayetler yer almakta ve sandigin kendisine ait bir
binaya ihtiyaci oldugu vurgulanmaktadir.

Sandigin bes yillik yatrim siiresi dolduktan
sonra bes y1l daha devam karari alinir. Fakat onuncu
yila gelindiginde 1911°de haftalik yatirim yapanlar
birden parasini ¢ekmek isteyince sandik iglemlerini
durdurma tehlikesi ile karst karsiya kalir. Sandik
ya kapatilacak ya da sermayesi biiyiik olciide
azalulacakur. Bu sadece bir sandigin kapanmasi
degil 6nemli bir Tiirk Islam sermayesinin de Rum
sermayesinin baskisi altina girmesi demek olacakur.®

Bu krizi agsmak icin Kibris miiftiisii ile
dénemin ileri gelenlerinden Belig Pasa halka bu
konuda nasihatler veritler. Hatta bu konudaki
tehlikeyi 6nlemek i¢in Miiftii Hact Ziyai Efendi ve
Tiiccar Mustafa Omer Efendi diisiik faizle Osmanli
Bankasr’'ndan borg para alarak sandigi bu durumdan

Bu durum o dénemin Kibris
Tiirkleri agisindan sandigin ne denli biiyiik bir 6nem
tasidigini gostermektedir.

Daha sonra Sandik vakfa ait bir ditkk4na
taginir. 1914de Ahmet Retmi Efendi katiplik
gorevine getirilir.  Fakat gelirler ve giderler
konusunda sandik sikintiya diisiince o dénemin ileri
gelenlerinden olan Debbag Dervis Efendi’nin vakfa
bagislanan parasi sandiga devredilir. Bir yil sonra
sandik emini degisir.

Tiirk carsisinin teskilatlanmasinda, esnafin mali
problemlerinin ¢dziilmesinde énemli rol iistlenir.'?
1960 yilinda Ingiliz Somiirge Yonetimi'nin adada
sona ermesi ve Kibris Cumhuriyeti’nin kurulmast
ilk baglarda olumlu bir adim olarak goriiliir ve bu
var olan bankalara da yeni bir canlilik getirir.
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1960 yilinda Kibrista faaliyet gdsteren ii¢ yerel
banka bulunmaktaydi.

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Proper Taxation Policy for Enhanced Competitiveness: The Case of a Micro Economy

Abstract

This paper evaluates Turkish Cypriot taxation policies and structure using a comprehensive approach, with a view to
identifying problems and recommending changes to the tax structure that will improve the competitiveness of the economy.
The analysis both at the macro as well as micro level proves that there is a need for fundamental changes to the system.
The primary data gathered by both households and businesses surveys about taxation clearly indicate that the perception
of tax payers call for reforms in taxation policies. Based on the findings from the analysis and keeping the principles
identified in the literature review, the study puts forward set of policy measures that can be practically implemented
and thar will increase the certainty and simplicity of the system for businesses. This paper also argues that proposed tax
policy reforms will lead to significant improvement in growth, productivity and overall competitiveness of the economy.

The recent Competitiveness Report
on the T/C economy 2012-13 prepared by the Turkish
Cypriot Chamber of Commerce (TCCC, 2013) using
World Economic Forum (WEF) methodology indicates
that the T/C economy is faced with many problems and
ranks quite low among the 130 economies listed by the
WEE According to the report, many factors and con-
straints led to low productivity and weak performance.
Among them are: small market size, access to financing,
inefficient public sector, inappropriate tax policies and
labor market problems. Based on the findings of the
Competitiveness Report, this research intends to look
into the role of tax policy (tax rates and regulations)
in relation to the competitiveness of T/C economy.

The paper will commence by outlining the im-
portance of taxation policy in economic development.
The study will then summarize the literature on taxa-
tion in relation to competitiveness. Based on the main
findings, the paper will analyze the T/C taxation system
both at the macro and micro level, with the objective
of identifying the main problems. This will be followed
by an evaluation of the survey on taxation that has
been carried out among households and businesses.
Based on the analysis made, a set of policy measures
will be outlined which it is believed will improve the
quality of taxation and ultimately contribute to the
competitiveness of the T/C economy.

Importance of Taxation Policies

In very general terms, the objective of tax policy
is to create a tax system that is capable of financing the
necessary level of public spending in the most efficient

and equitable way possible. According to Tanzi and
Zee (2000), especially in developing economies aim-
ing to become part of the international economy, tax
policy must play a sensitive role. In this respect, tax
system should:

1. Raise enough revenues to finance essential ex-
penditures without recourse to excess public sector bor-
rowing;

2.Raise the revenues in ways that are equitable
and that minimize its disincentive effects on economic
activities; and,

3.Not deviate a great deal from international
norms.

It is essential that the tax system is attractive
to competitive national and international businesses.
This can only be achieved if the present and the future
demands of society, and more specifically businesses, are
comprehensively taken into consideration.

In the context of global competition, this means
that taxation policies should discourage businesses
from undertaking economic activity at home, rather
than abroad; they should encourage companies to raise
productivity and therefore relative competitiveness
by reinvesting profits; and they should encourage
the right mix of debt and equity financing so as not
to create distortions. Tax policies should promote
entrepreneurial activity (the creation of new businesses
and risk-taking for reward) and encourage individuals,
especially women, to enter and stay in the labor force.
As regards the future demands of society, the taxation
system should also encourage individuals to save in
order to address the future demographic challenges
of an ageing population.

In principle, the tax system should be fair, sim-
ple and transparent. The criteria of simplicity and trans-
parency entail that the system must reduce the number
of different types of tax and simplify the structure of
the types of tax. This in return will help both natural as
well as legal persons to comprehend the regime more
easily. Furthermore, the cost of declaring taxes will
be reduced and the efficiency of administration will
improve. Eventually this will mean a lower tax burden
both on the individual as well as businesses.
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Literature Review on Taxation Policy for Enhanced
Competitiveness

According to economic theory, taxation affects
the rational decisions made by both individuals and
corporations, which in turn determines the impact of
any individual form of tax on economic performance.
At the enterprise level taxation affects decisions about
investment, which in turn affects productivity. It also
affects decisions about employment levels. At the
personal level, taxation affects decisions about savings
and expenditure, as well as the decision to participate
in the labor force. All of these determine how effec-
tive taxation policy is in raising competitiveness. The
study shall now review some of the literature in order
to answer the following questions:

* What taxation policy would best to contribute to
the competitiveness of the economy?

* What taxation policies can best support corporations
and encourage them to be more productive?

* What taxation policies would support employment
and also increase the per capita production of the
economy in general?

The main theoretical model for the impact
of taxation on decisions by economic agents was de-
veloped from Tobin’s q investment theory (Tobin,
1969), in which investment decisions are affected by
the market value of investment (V) and the replace-
ment cost of that investment (K). If the market value
exceeds the replacement cost, then it is rational to
invest (Talpos, 2009). A development of this theory
focus on the marginal q: that “a firm will purchase
new capital when the marginal benefit exceeds the
marginal cost” (Myles 2009: 31). Since corporate
taxation affects the marginal benefit of investment,
it will also affect the decision to invest. This theory
is borne out by recent empirical evidence, in which
it was found that corporate taxes reduce investment
by increasing the use of cost of capital. Taxation will
also have an impact on whether firms choose debt or
equity for financing (Vartia, 2008).

In the context of T/C economy, it is also worth
mentioning the theory on tax evasion. As stated by
Gutmann “higher and higher taxes drive more and

more of the economy underground, beyond the reach
of the tax collector.” (1977: 5). Later studies found
that high corporate tax evasion can be linked with
high personal tax evasion (Goerke, 2006).

The abovementioned study by Vartia also ana-
lyzed the impact of various forms of taxation on total
factor productivity (TFP), which in turn affects relative
competitiveness. Vartia’s paper found new evidence
that both personal and corporate income tax have a
negative effect on productivity. The negative impact
of statutory corporate tax rate on TFP was bigger in
industries that are characterized by high profitability.

The same study found that high top personal
income tax rates had a negative impact on TFP “work-
ing through the channel of entrepreneurial activity (as
measured by firm entry rates)” by reducing the incen-
tives for entrepreneurial activity. This was particularly
true in industries where there is already a high level
of entrepreneurial activity. Vartia (2008) also noted
that the impact of top marginal tax rates was higher
in countries with a heavy regulatory burden. This
could be relevant for the T/C economy as it gradually
harmonizes regulations with those of the EU.

Vartia (2008) found a modest positive im-
pact of tax incentives for research and development
on long-run productivity. She also found that social
security contributions also have a negative effect on
total factor productivity, especially for labor-intensive
industries. A significant proportion of the literature
on the impact of taxation relates to the relationship
between taxation policies and economic growth.
Since economic growth has a positive effect both on
macroeconomic stability and market size—two of
World Economic Forum (WEF) criteria for measuring
competitiveness—and since the WEF defines com-
petitiveness as “the ability of the country to achieve
sustained high rates of growth in GDP per capita”, it
is worth examining some of the main empirical find-
ings of recent taxation and growth literature. One of
the most important recent findings was Arnold (2008:
6), who found thata “stronger reliance on incomes taxes
seems to be associated with significantly lower levels of
GDP per capita than the use of taxes on consumption
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and property” and that “within income taxes, those
on corporate income seem to be associated with lower
levels of GDP per capita than personal income taxes”.
Property taxes, particularly recurrent taxes on im-
movable property, appeared to be associated with
the highest levels of GDP per capita. This ranking
of growth friendliness was robust to a number of
sensitivity checks. There was also evidence that the
progressivity of personal income tax was negatively
related to growth. These findings were supported by
Myles (2009), who also found that labor supply is
sensitive to taxation, especially for women with young
children. There is also some evidence that corporate
tax needs to be below the “Laffer curve”, the optimal
rate for revenue maximization, in order to stimulate
growth (Mintz, 2007). Finally, there is evidence to
suggest that the level of taxation has a stronger impact
on lower and middle income countries than higher
income countries (Talpos, 2009), a factor which will
be important in assessing the best policy mix for the
T/C economy. Given the above findings, as well as the
need for a simple tax system and the need to compete
globally, a thorough review of T/C taxation policy
is needed in order to best position the economy for
growth and economic competitiveness.

Taxation System in the T/C Economy: Analysis for
Competitiveness

Macro Level Tax Analysis for Competitiveness
Analyzing taxation at the macro level is es-
sential for understanding both the sources of revenues
and the dynamics of taxation in factor and product
markets. The latter is more relevant for the focus of
this paper as it has a direct link with competitive-
ness. Governments taxation policies influence the
behavior of owners of factors of production in the
markets to a great extent. Taxes on labor, capital and
other resources play a significant role in determining
allocation and how effective these resources are used.
Since the degree of effectiveness and efficiency in the
use of resources determines productivity in economies,
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taxation has a direct effect on productivity, which in
turn constitutes the foundation of competitiveness.

There is therefore a need to analyze taxation
at the macro level in order to determine whether the
taxation policies of the T/C economy support effec-
tive resource allocation and productivity. This part
of the paper overviews taxation at the macro level to
determine whether or not current taxation policies
contribute to the competitiveness.

Overview of theTaxation System in the Turkish Cypriot Economy
In terms of income tax mix, Personal Income
Tax (PIT) for individuals and Corporate Income Tax
(CIT) for companies constitute most of the direct taxa-
tion in the T/C economy. The CIT is partially integrated
with PIT system. There is also a withholding tax on
rental incomes. In addition, at both the individual and
the firm level, there are social security contributions
that are quite substantial. Indirect taxes such as Value
Added Tax (VAT) were introduced in 1996. A range
of excise taxes, defined by law as the “price stability
fund”, continues to be an important source of revenue.
Table 1 shows revenues by type of tax from 2006
to 2011, revenues as a share of total revenues and as a
share of GNP in 2011. The numbers indicate that the
T/C economy rises as much as 31 per cent of GNP in
public revenues. Out of this 31 per cent, 22 per cent con-
stitutes both direct and indirect taxation, 6 percent fund
revenues and the remaining 3 per cent other revenues.
At first sight, a revenue ratio of 22 per cent of GND in
other words a 22 per cent tax burden on the Turkish
Cypriots, may look low. However, when we include
“fund revenues”, which are technically applied like excise
taxes mainly levied on petroleum, motor vehicles and
tobacco etc., the burden rises and reaches 31 per cent.
This level is arguably a reasonable tax burden
for an economy that has around 13,000US$ per capita
income according to official statistics (SPO, 2012). It
should also be noted that the social security contributions
and provident fund contribution (not stated in Table 1),
which are paid especially by the private sector employees,
increase this burden to 35 per cent and makes the T/C
economy one of the higher-taxed developing economies.
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PIT and CIT constitute most of the direct
taxation and account for 35 per cent of the total rev-
enues. At the same time, indirect taxation together
with fund revenues (arguably an indirect tax) makes
up 61 per cent of revenues. This fact shows that T/C
public finances are more dependent on indirect taxa-
tion than direct taxation. This imbalance obviously
has some fiscal risks for the budget and negative im-
plications for resource allocation in the market.

Economies that depend more on indirect taxation
for financing their expenditures are liable to face immedi-
ate liquidity problems during an economic downturn.
Reduction in demand leads to immediate contraction
in tax revenues such as VAT and fund revenues that
have been defined as excise tax. As Table 1 shows, there
has been a decline both in VAT and fund revenues in
2008 and 2009 (especially when numbers are considered
in real terms), in parallel with the contraction of real GNP
growth of 2,9 per centand 5,5 per cent respectively in those
years. Yet in same years PIT and CIT indicated a more
stable trend. This indicates that the T/C Administration
should improve direct taxation in order to minimize the
liquidity risk that arises during downturns. The share of
indirect taxation and direct taxation should be close to
each other, each being 50 per cent of total tax revenues
(excluding social security contributions). In the EU-27,
for example, the share of indirection taxation, direct taxa-
tion and social security contributions is 37.6 per cent 32,4
per cent and 30.2 per cent, respectively (Eurostat, 2010).

Although empirical research suggests that too high
alevel of direct taxation can also be harmful, it is clear that
there is scope in the T/C economy for widening the
tax base considerably. Different studies indicate that
in the T/C economy there are deficiencies not only
in the administration of taxation but also with the
rates and the tax structures. For example, the find-
ings of Besim and Jenkins (2006) and Besim (2000)
confirm that there is a significant amount of income
that is not taxed. The same papers indicate that the
total untaxed income is above 50 per cent of GNP,
This huge amount of tax evasion is not only the result
of bad tax administration and problems with the
enforcement of laws but also due to high statutory

tax rates for income. A report prepared by the World
Bank experts states that “personal income tax rates
are very high” (The World Bank Report, 2006: 21).
As studied in more detail in the section about the
personal income tax, high tax rates drive most of the
private sector to evade or avoid paying these high
taxes. According to tax officials, out of nearly 30,000
registered companies, only 4,000-5,000 companies
filed for tax in 2010. This creates unfair competi-
tion in the market. Those registered and declaring
their incomes properly will have a higher unit cost
of production than those who do not declare or who
under-declare with unregistered employees. Because
of this, competition is not protected in the market
and resources are not allocated effectively.

Budget Balance and Competitiveness

Competitiveness is a phenomenon that also
indicates how well resources are used. The degree
of effectiveness and efficiency in the utilization of
resources very much depends on market conditions.
If the main institutions of an economy function well,
resource allocation will be more effective and produc-
tivity will be higher.

In addition to domestic tax revenues of over
30 per cent of GND aid and grants from Turkey for
infrastructural projects raise the revenues to 35-40
per cent of GNP for the years 2003-2011 (Table 1).
Although there is a significant amount of tax evasion,
with the transfers from Turkey, T/C public finances
generate revenues that are similar to a middle-income
developing country. For example, the EU27 average
total tax burden, including social security contribu-
tions, was 39.3 per cent of GDP in 2008 (Eurostat,
2010). Considering the fact that there exists a signifi-
cant amount of unrecorded income, one argument
would be that if the authorities succeed in getting
the unrecorded activities in to the system, the T/C
economy would be tax buoyant'. Taxing incomes that
are not taxed and registering labor in the system would
enhance both budgetary balances as well as contribute
to the elimination of social deficit.

Since budget expenditures are as much as 48
per cent of GNP on the average for 2003-2011 (Fig.
1), which exceed revenues of 38 per cent of GNP, the
T/C budget faces high deficits, at an average rate of 9
per cent for the years 2003-2011. It is clear that the
T/C economy has problems both on the expenditure
as well as the revenue side of the budget. Figure 1 also
indicates that the public sector dominates the T/C
economy. High public sector wage and salary bills
with growing social transfers lead to a budgetary
structure with inelastic expenditures. This in turn
limits the maneuver of the authorities to develop
policies that could improve the business environment.
Limited resources used by the public sector to finance
current budget expenditures reduces what is available
to improve the capacity of human capital, research
and development, innovation and use of technology,
which are the main sources of productivity growth.

In addition, high budget deficits force the
administration to levy taxes that are not economi-
cally viable and create negative effects on resource
use in the overall economy. A study prepared by the
TCCC in 2009 outlines a number of taxes, particu-
larly VAT and “stopaj”, whose application weaken
the competitiveness of the private sector (TCCC,
2009). “Stopaj”, introduced in 2007, is a 4 percent
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withholding tax on income for importers at cus-
toms, which is payable when they actually import
the goods. This taxation has not only made imported
products more expensive, it has also created an ad-
ditional financing cost for importers. Since this tax is
a pre-paid tax, businesses accept it as non-tariff and
reflect it in their costs and pricing. As this increases
the unit cost production, it has negative implications
for productivity. Such a tax not only has a negative
effect on importers’ productivity it also weakens the
competitiveness of the economy as imports represent

over 40 per cent of GNP,

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Micro Level Tax Analysis for Competitiveness

In order to be able to able to understand the
taxation in T/C and its implication for competitive-
ness, there is a need to look in more depth at the main
sources of tax revenues, namely taxes on wages and
salaries, capital and consumption.

Personal Income Tax and Marginal Income Taxes

PIT is the second biggest source of revenue after
VAT. The personal income tax is levied at statutory rates
ranging from 10 per cent to 37 per cent (Table 2). The
systemn carries a number of tax deductions and allowances,
which makes it complicated to apply. These deductions,
which also include social security and provident fund con-
tributions, bring the top marginal rate of PIT down to
approximately 30 per cent.

However, an individual employed in the private
sector has to pay this high marginal rate when his or her
income reaches only 23,650 TRL. This is approximately
14,094 US$ at 2011 exchange rates . Jenkins (2001) argues
that such an escalating rate structure is way out of line com-
pared with other developing or developed economies such
as Malaysia, New Zealand and the southern part of Cyprus
where the top rate of personal income tax at 30 per cent is
paid above incomes of 36,301 EUR and the bottom rate
of 20 per cent is only paid on incomes in excess of 19,500
EUR. The same paper states that such rates are applied when
the income levels are several times higher in other countries.

Aswas stated in the section about macro level analy-
sis, the tax net is very narrow and the administration is not
able to capture most of the income created in the private
sector. Analysis of the PIT explains the main cause of sig-
nificant size of tax evasion. It is practically impossible for
the tax administration to effectively administer an income
tax system with such an escalating rate structure and high
overall “theoretical” tax burdens. This structure forces private
sector employers and their employees to report income equal
to minimum salary, which is tax exempt for social security
and tax purposes. Then the rest of the income is paid in cash.

Considering especially the unit cost of production
for businesses, the situation is made worse when the social
security and provident funds are included. For social security

the employee pays 8 per cent and employer 10 percentand
for the provident funds both employee and employer pays
5 per cent each. These payments amount to additional tax
burden of 28 per cent of gross income.

As well as the absolute tax rate, the marginal tax
rate is also important. A high marginal personal income
tax rate reduces the attractiveness of an additional hour of
work relative to leisure activities. There is empirical evidence
to suggest that a higher marginal rate of corporate income
tax has a stronger effect on investment decisions than a
higher average rate of corporate income tax (Talpos, 2009).
As for personal taxation, a high marginal personal tax rate
discourages entrepreneurship, therefore innovation that can
also raise competitiveness.

Taxing Capital: The Corporate Income Tax and Effective
Corporate Tax levels

Taxing corporations is very much related to
capital investments, investments in innovation and
technology and also R&D. In order to be able to com-
pete with the growing competition and expand market
share, the abovementioned investments are a must.
Investments by corporations lead to more jobs, eco-
nomic growth and better living standards. Therefore,
a corporate tax structure should be competitive so
that it helps provide a fertile business environment
for domestic as well as foreign investments.

A competitive corporate tax structure affects
capital allocation in economies. Especially in open econo-
mies, when capital is mobile, firms very much consider
the cost of the tax they pay for capital. Chen and Mintz
(2010) argue that “... in the end, it is not companies
that bear the cost of the taxes they pay but less mobile
consumers, in the form of higher prices on goods, and
workers, in the form of lower real wages. A competitive
business tax system, therefore, means both lower prices
for consumer goods and higher compensation for work-
ers, which contribute directly to higher living” (2010: 3).
The same paper also concludes that the structure of the
CIT can be the most distortionary taxes relative to PIT,
consumption tax and property taxes, in terms of impact
on long-run gross per capita income.

Corporations are taxed at two stages in the T/C
economy. In the first stage, corporations are taxed at 10
per cent. There is a separate corporate income tax that
is levied on the remaining 90 per cent of the taxable
income. Overall, these two stage taxation equals 23.5
per cent of taxable income.

According to The World Bank (2006: 22-23):

“In fact, the statutory corporate tax rate of 23.5
percent in the northern part of Cyprus is almost
exactly that of the average effective corporate
tax rate of 23.6 percent for the 36 countries for
which data are available. But effective tax rates
in the northern part of Gyprus must be much
lower for many businesses and investments,
since some businesses and investments receive
substantial incentives in the form of investment
allowances and soft loans”.

This finding suggests that T/C economy’s cor-
porate tax structure is competitive. However, this was
based on the situation in 2005. When the updated ef-
fective and marginal corporate tax is studied for other
countries in the last 5 years, a number of changes can
be noted. According to Chen and Mintz (2010), the
marginal effective tax rate on capital investment has
been declining since 2005. The same economists find
that the rate has declined in 30 OECD countries from
23 per cent in 2005 to 19.5 by 2009 and that the statu-
tory corporate tax rate on investment is on average
26,5 per cent.

This finding indicates that countries have cho-
sen to reduce the burden on the capital investment. It
is interesting to note that despite the general reduction
in rates, the same countries have managed to raise the
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share of corporate tax revenues (Johansson et al., 2008).
This is argued to be the result in part of corporate tax
reform that combined rate reduction and base broaden-
ing. In terms of the T/C economy, the narrow tax net
for corporations has to be considered in parallel with
PIT. As noted in section 4.2, high marginal personal
income tax rates force companies also to under declare
their sales and thus not to reflect their true corporate
tax liability. This results in a narrow corporate tax net.
So, though the corporate tax rates themselves are at
reasonable rates, the problem with high rates of PIT
prevents a broadening of the corporate tax base.

Taxing Consumption: Value Added Tax

The VAT system succeeded the sales tax in 1996.
It is very comprehensive and covers all the businesses
without any threshold. VAT is the biggest source of tax
revenues, representing 23 per cent of total revenues or 7
per cent of GNP, From 1st January 2011, the tax office
has made some adjustments, eliminating the reduced
rate for local producers and also cut the number of rates
from six to five: 0, 5, 10, 16 and 20, where 16 per cent
is the standard rate (Official Gazette, no: 784/2010).

A number of problems in the implementation
of the VAT create significant additional costs to busi-
nesses. VAT is collected at the customs when goods are
imported. Therefore, it creates an additional financing
need for importers to pre-pay the VAT for the goods,
which they have not yet sold. Similar to the “stopaj”
explained in Section about budget balance and com-
petitiveness, businesses perceive this just like a non-tariff
and reflect that in their costs and ultimately in prices.
Especially in the case of T/C economy, where access to
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finance is limited, and the cost of available funding is
higher than neighboring economies, it has a significant
negative impact on the competitiveness of goods markets.

The other problem of VAT was noted by the
World Bank Report (2006). It was argued that the ap-
plication of VAT is more like a turnover tax as it has a
“cascading” or “tax on tax” problem?, because businesses
cannot get VAT refunds unless they export. Thus, there are
quite a number of businesses who purchase inputs, pay the
VAT and at certain periods have excess tax credits. Under
such circumstances, according to normal VAT principles,
businesses should be refunded. However they are not.

These two basic problems outlined for VAT show
that businesses face problems even with consumption taxes.
In normal conditions, businesses should act like agents of
tax offices for tax collection. However in the case of the T/C
economy, the problems create extra financing burdens,
making their unit cost of production increase which leads
to productivity problems. In addition, such applications
also affect the market conditions by the cascading effect,
eroding the purchasing power of consumers.

Remarks on T/CTaxation System Analysis

The analysis of the taxation system at both the
macro and micro level has shown that T/C economy
has not been successful in developing a well function-
ing taxation system that can fund its expenditures in
a viable and efficient way. The macro level analysis
has clearly shown that the system has not only led to
huge deficits, it has also led the administration to apply
tax policies that distort market conditions, causing
misallocation and inefficiencies in the use of resources.
The analysis has also indicated that taxation policies
in place have caused huge tax evasion, which creates
unfairness in the economy. It has also been noted that
there is an imbalance with the share of indirect taxes
relative to direct taxes. This should be corrected as
relying on indirect taxes not only entails fiscal risks
in downturns but given the manner in which indirect
taxes are applied in the T/C economy, they also create
additional costs for businesses.

The dominance of the public sector in the
economy also indicates that the system has not pro-

vided the means for the private sector to grow through
strengthening their capital structure and making more
investment in human capital and R&D. The tax sys-
tem does not encourage private companies to innovate,
compete and increase overall unit productivity, which
would strengthen the competitiveness of the economy.

At the micro level, the analysis has shown that
marginal tax rates of PIT are very high and are out
of line compared with other developing economies.
The situation is made worse when the social security
and the provident funds are added. The burden cre-
ated by the PIT and other social costs raises costs and
prevents successful unit per labor production. The high
marginal rate of PIT has an impact on corporate tax,
as most companies choose not to declare their true
incomes. This also forces the businesses to under-
declare their sales. Overall the tax net base is very
narrow and continues to be distorted with these tax
policies. The cascading effect created by the existing
tax structure adds more burdens to businesses and
negatively affects their competitiveness.

In all, the analysis has shown that the exist-
ing taxation policies are neither successful in raising
sufficient revenues for the budget nor suitable for
businesses. This calls for a reform in taxation policies
especially with PIT and VAT. A tax structure that
broadens the tax base should be the objective. This
approach in turn would help reduce the burden on
registered and labor in general. The enhanced system
would also contribute to the effective allocation of
resources in the economy by both factor and goods
markets.

Surveys on Taxation in T/C Economy: Perceptions

In this part of the paper, results of a survey that
has been carried on taxation in the T/C economy will
be analyzed. This paper argues that in addition to the
assessment made by using secondary data (published
statistics), a complementary approach such as a survey
supports and enriches the analysis since observations
of actual taxpayers are also taken into account in the
analysis. No surveys on taxation have been undertaken
for T/C economy before, yet the perceptions of in-
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dividuals on tax systems are very important and are
related to tax compliance. A well functioning taxing
system will only be successful if it is perceived as fair
by its citizens, transparent, accountable and proper
for the economic situation. In economies where these
are not achieved, the system is considered to face
compliance problems and distortion of resources used.

Being the first of its kind in T/C economy, the
survey has been carried out both for households and
businesses’. The first is expected to gather perceptions
more on labor income and consumption taxation
in general. The second is more focused on capital
taxation and how businesses perceive the taxation in
T/C economy.

Household Tax Survey
As the methodology and sample, a telephone

survey of 100 households was conducted and data
collected based on structured questions. A pilot study
was also carried out before the survey to test the ques-
tionnaire. The sample of 100 was randomly selected
based on the general population. The age range of the
sample was 18 to 55+, of which nearly 70 per cent
were 25-54. The household survey covered a sample
from a wide range of occupations: from professionals
such as doctors, lawyers and engineers to supervisors,
technicians, teachers, farmers and business owners.
Overall, 32 per cent of the sample was from Nicosia 25
per cent, Famagusta, 10 per cent Kyrenia and 11 per
cent form Iskele. Most of the questions in the survey
were closed ended where the participants were given
scales from one to five. In the structured questionnaire,
there was also number of questions which were open
ended where participants’ direct views were asked.
The survey questionnaire was structured to find out
the following:

* Household perceptions about taxation policy and
the taxation system overall

* How important taxation is for households

* Quality of the service provided by tax office

* Household perceptions of PIT

* Household perceptions of VAT

* Views on tax administration and tax filing
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* Who actually pays taxes?
* Significance of tax evasion

Perception of Households about Taxation

According to 61 per cent of the households
that participated in the survey, the administration
does not have a clear and defined taxation policy. In
the same part of the survey, 65 per cent think that
the existing taxation system is not appropriate for
the T/C economy. These two findings indicate that
there are perceived to be serious problems in with the
taxation system. Another finding was that over 71 per
cent of households think that the government does
not spend and allocate the collected taxes according
to the development needs of the T/C economy. The
other parallel view is that the system does not sup-
port investment.

The general perceptions not being positive do
have certain implications. The direct effect is on the
compliance. The same survey finds that 80 percent
of the household thinks that there is significant tax
evasion and it is as high as 70 percent. As it was stated
in Section 4, one of the main causes of the evasion is
high tax-rates. It is interesting to observe that more
that 50 per cent of households agree that taxes are high
and only 19 per cent think they are not. The rest are
not sure. This finding very much supports the analysis
of Section 4, namely that there is a problem with PIT
and reforms are needed to be made more acceptable
to the tax payers. In the same section of the survey,
nearly 50 per cent of the households believe that if the
rates are lowered, government tax revenues will rise.

In the second part of the survey, it was found
that over 83 per cent of the households that pay tax
find the taxation policy and tax system to be an im-
portant issue. The survey results also indicate that
rate of compliance is as high as 86 per cent among
households. Those who use the tax office find that
office employees behave well and 39 per cent think
that service provided by the office is sufficient. The
other 28 per cent find the services not to be sufficient
while 11 per cent thinks they are very bad. These
finding indicate that there needs to be improvement
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in the administration as well.

On the third part of the survey where more
specific questions about PIT and VAT were asked,
some interesting findings have been observed. On the
PIT front, 41 per cent of households find the PIT rates
to be high and 14 per cent to be very high. In total 55
per cent of households think that the statutory PIT
rates are high. The remaining 36 per cent think that
the rates are appropriate and 8 per cent think they
are low. When the households were asked about their
opinion on the rate, 42 per cent wanted flat rates of 20
or 25 per cent. At the same time 14 per cent wanted
two rates at 20 and 30 percent. The remaining 38 per
cent wanted the existing structure to continue and 5
per cent of the households wanted 5 per cent lower
rates. These findings on the PIT support the argument
made in section about the macro level analysis, namely
those escalating rates distort the system and rates as
high as 37 per cent are not acceptable. A total of 56
per cent wanted the rates to be lower than 30 per cent
with a single or a maximum of two rates.

It is also interesting to observe that 43 per cent
of the households find the VAT rates to be high and
18 per cent think the rates are very high, even though
the top rate of 16 per cent is close to the lowest stand-
ard EU rate. This may be explained by the cascading
problem discussed in Section 4, which pushes up
prices. The fact that the neighboring Greek Cypriot
economy has the lowest standard VAT rate of 15 per
cent could psychologically make households think
that the local VAT rate is high. In the same part of the
survey, nearly 50 percent of the household demanded
VAT system with two or maximum three rates.

Among those households who do not think that
the existing tax regime is working well, 78 per cent think
that the biggest problem with the regime is tax rates and
regulations as well as the tax administration. Houscholds
expressed their views to the open-ended question for
solving the abovementioned problem as follows:

* 33 per cent fair taxation

* 22 per cent effective inspections and audits

* 17 per cent minimizing political intervention

* 17 per cent lower customs and related port charges

* 6 per cent having world class tax system
* 5 per cent employing those who are capable of
administering better.

When the households were asked to express
their views on who actually pays taxes, 65 percent of
them think that high-income people pay the lowest taxes
in the T/C economy. In a separate question regarding
SMEs and sole proprietorship (mainly craftsmen), 43
per cent and 56 per cent respectively of the same sample
think that they also pay too much tax. In the same part
of the survey, 64 per cent of the houscholds think that
low-income individuals pay too much tax. These find-
ings indicate and support the view that taxpayers do
not perceive the tax system to be fair and they perceive
much of the tax burden to be on low-income groups.

Regarding the issue of tax evasion, 80 per cent
believe that it exists and 69 per cent of the households
think it is common and happens frequently. They identi-
fied the causes of evasion were as follows®:

* 68 per cent - insufficient inspection and audit
* 44 per cent - lack of deterrent tax penalties

* 37 per cent - high tax rates

* 10 percent — not satisfied with public services

The household survey overall has shown that
households are not very happy with the existing con-
sumption and income taxes. Households do not find the
government taxation policy clear or, more importantly,
appropriate for the T/C economy. They expressed their
view in the direction that the existing system of taxation
does not foster development of the economy. The results
also indicate that there are problems not only with the
rates and regulation but also the administration of tax.
Households have also stated that the taxation system
is not fair and burden is more on the low income and
SMEs. In addition, houscholds confirmed that there ex-
ists a significant amount of tax evasion in T/C economy.

Business Tax Survey

The method for the business survey was similar
to that of households. A sample of 100 businesses
was randomly selected based on the database of the
Turkish Cypriot Chamber of Commerce and Turkish
Cypriot Chamber of Industry. In terms of the sample,
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47 per cent of the businesses that participated in the
survey employ 1-5 employees, 19 per cent 6-10, 15
per cent 11-20 and the rest 21 and above. The sec-
tors range from construction to cleaning, tourism to
electronics and house wares, etc. The selection was
based on the share of each sector in the economy of
T/C. Among 100 businesses, 55 per cent were from
Nicosia, 16 from Famagusta, 23 from Kyrenia, 3 from
Giizelyurt and the rest from Iskele.

Most of the questions in the survey were closed
ended where the participants were given scales from
one to five. In the structured questionnaire, there was
also number of questions which were open ended
where participants’ direct views were asked. The survey
questionnaire for businesses was structured to find
out the following:

* Houschold perceptions on taxation policy and the
taxation system overall

* How important taxation is for businesses?

* Quality of the service provided by tax office

* Business perception on income taxes, both PIT and
CIT

* Business perceptions on VAT

* Views on tax administration and tax filing

e Who actually pays taxes?

« Significance of tax evasion

® Perception of the Businesses about Taxation

As stated in earlier sections, taxation is an
important factor in business investment decisions,
which in turn affects productivity. In this respect the
perceptions of businesses play an important role in
designing a proper taxing system. As regards the first
part of the survey, the businesses seem to have parallel
views with the households about the appropriateness
of the present taxation system. More then 70 per cent
of the businesses participated in the surveys are not
happy with existing taxation. They also do not find
the taxation policies of the government to be clearly
defined (59 per cent). This is also supported by the per-
ception that governments do not allocate the collected
taxes in a way that helps the economy to develop.
This answer was represented by the 77 per cent of the
participants, which is very high. Over 78 per cent did

not find the existing system investment-oriented. This
finding confirms the analysis made in section about
macro level is under corporate taxation. It was agued
that taxing undistributed incomes (dividends) would
not support investment, as the marginal cost of the
investment may be higher than the benefit. Businesses
also find the tax collection system neither transparent
(55 per cent) nor fair (65 per cent).

Parallel with the households, businesses also find
the overall tax rates to be high (51 per cent). The survey
on business shows that enterprises find the overall tax rates
to be high. In what may be classified as a biased question
towards businesses, 60 per cent of the businesses think
that companies pay more tax than individuals. Compar-
ing this perception with the statistics of the tax office
where only about quarter of the registered companies
file for tax, the answer to this question may be evaluated
as biased. Businesses also think that government should
try to tax consumption more than income. Most of the
businesses know the tax rate they have to pay and 70 per
cent believe that administration would be able to collect
more taxes if the rates were reduced.

Businesses responses to questions related with
quality of the services provided by the tax administra-
tion is skewed towards the negative, with 34 per cent
finding the service provided by the employees of the tax
office not to be fair at all. They also think that the tax
offices are very poor as regards use of technology, which
affects the efficiency and creates additional cost for firms.
The survey also identified one of the problems raised in
section about macro level analysis related to refunds: 39
per cent of the respondents think that it is impossible to
get refunds from the tax office. In addition 18 per cent
perceive the refund system as bad.

On the PIT front, 65 per cent of businesses
think that the rates levied on labor are too high. Out
of 100 businesses 27 of them think that a single flat
rate at 20 or 30 per cent is the most appropriate for
T/C economy. Another 23 per cent think two rates,
20 and 30 per cent, are better.

Regarding the CIT, 78 per cent of the businesses
are happy with the 10 per cent rate but they want the
undistributed profits (income) not to be taxed. Even
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though businesses think that taxing consumption is better
than income, 63 per cent of the respondents find the
existing VAT rates to be high. This is due to the fact that
the VAT is not being applied propetly, creating cascad-
ing effect that raises the costs to firms. In the survey, 37
percent wants the existing rates to be continued to be
used whereas 30 per cent support just 2 rates (8 and 16)
and 18 per cent of the respondents think single rate at
16 per cent is most appropriate.

Overall the taxation regime is not perceived to be
good, with 50 per cent thinking that it is bad a regime.
The businesses think that the cause of this lies both on
the rates-regulations as well as tax administration. In
order for these problems to be overcome, businesses
answered as follows:

*31 per cent chose fair taxation

20 per cent asked for business environment to be
improved

* 17 per cent chose lower rates

7 per cent chose discussion of the draft tax law by
stakeholders before implication

* 3 per cent wanted the SMEs to be supported

* 3 per cent demanded that VAT not to be collected
at ports but when the goods are sold

* And the rest asked for simpler and more transparent
taxation.

In the section where the participants were
asked to state their perception about who pays the tax,
56 per cent believe that SMEs pay too much tax. In
parallel with these, 60 per cent believe that craftsmen
pay too much tax as well. It is also interesting to note
that 66 per cent of businesses think that low-income
people are taxed highly in north Cyprus. Confirming
this, 73 per cent of businesses think that high-income
people pay little tax.

Businesses also agree that tax evasion is a se-
rious problem in the economy; 80 per cent believe
that it exists and 69 per cent think it is a common
thing and happens frequently. Businesses identified
the causes of evasion as follows’:

* 65 per cent - insufficient inspection and audit
* 40 per cent - high tax rates
* 33 per cent - lack of deterrent tax penalties

* 27 percent — not satisfied with public services

It is interesting to observe that businesses are
also complaining about tax inspections. This shows
that unfair competition in the markets between those
who are registered and those who are not registered
has become a serious problem for businesses.

Remark on the Survey

The findings of both of the surveys confirm
to a great extent the problems, which were identi-
fied and raised in Section 4 on the taxation system.
The perception of the tax payers clearly indicate that
significant changes are needed. In a society where the
citizens do not perceive the rates and the regulations
to be appropriate and fair, it will be very difficult
to broaden the tax base and generate tax revenues.
Moreover, businesses will not be very willing to make
investments. Even if a certain amount of revenue
generation is achieved, this will be at the expense of
misallocation of resources in the economy with lower
TFD, leading to weaker competitiveness.

The survey also identifies deficiencies in the tax
administration as one of the cause of the problems with
taxation. The high prevalence of tax evasion has also
been perceived to be a big problem, confirming some
of the studies carried out before. It is also interesting
to note that the problem with the evasion is so bad
that even businesses are complaining about it. This is
due to the unfair competition created by unregistered
companies and labor. In both of the surveys carried
out, the findings underlines that those on lower in-
come pay much higher taxes relative to high income
people. This is another indication that the taxation
is not fair in the T/C economy.

Policy Measures for Enhanced Competitiveness
This paper has demonstrated that the T/C

tax system has not served the economy well in many
respects over the past few decades. The analysis both
at the macro as well as micro level proves that there
is a need for fundamental changes to the system that
would lead to significant improvement in growth, pro-
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ductivity and overall competitiveness of the economy.
The primary data gathered by both households and
businesses surveys about taxation clearly indicate that
the perception of tax payers call for reforms in both
taxation policies and as well as tax administration.

Changes in tax policy can create the condi-
tions for more robust job creation in the private sec-
tor, stronger capital formation, higher exports and
increased investments. Conversely, uncertainty and
excessive taxation will continue to restrict our ability
to innovate and compete. Rules should therefore aim
to create a level playing field for domestic business
activity carried out by foreign and T/C businesses
while ensuring T/C-sourced income is properly meas-
ured and taxed.

For taxpayers, certainty and simplicity in tax
legislation and its administration are important. As
Johansson et al. (2008) argue, corporate taxation
should avoid discouraging efficiency improvements
and aim at ensuring neutrality and consistency. This
means that certain investments or companies should
not be favored at the expense of other potentially more
productive investments. This would imply a reasonably
low corporate tax rate with few exemptions. It should
also be borne in mind that business investments are
long term and sudden changes in tax policy without
adequate transition cause significant disruption.

In the context of T/C economy, reforms should
be made bearing in mind the current and potential
future competition from the southern part of Cyprus
as well as gradual harmonization of the economy
with EU norms. Recent evidence demonstrates that
economies grow faster and are more productive when
taxation is shifted from corporate and personal income
tax to property and consumption taxes. With these
principles in mind, below are a number of proposed
changes that can be practically implemented and that
will increase the certainty and simplicity of T/C’s
system of businesses.

1.Simplify personal income tax by reducing
the number of personal tax rates from five to two. This
will also reduce the negative impact of marginal tax
rates, which also has a negative impact on corpora-

tions’ willingness to declare income.

2.Retain the single flat corporate tax rate at 10
per cent and abolish the 15 per cent tax on undistrib-
uted profits (retained earnings), in order to encourage
firms, which face difficulties accessing debt financing,
to increase their equity. Such a move would help im-
prove the financial strength and capital structure of
companies and make them more institutionalized.

3.Simplify and broaden the corporate tax base
by withdrawing the range of special incentives. Empiri-
cal evidence has shown that a simple, low corporate
tax rate is more effective in encouraging investment
and maintaining revenue than multiple tax incentives,
which raise transaction costs.

4.Reduce the top rate of marginal personal
income tax gradually from 37.5% to 30%. In an
economy that suffers from a crowding out by the
public sector, a lower top rate of marginal income
tax will increase the relative attractiveness of entrepre-
neurial activity and should also encourage reporting
by companies.

5.Abolish the highly distortionary “stopaj” tax
on imported goods, which raise the costs of goods
sold relative to the southern part of the island.

6.Implement proper VAT system, whereby
businesses can get VAT refunds for their expenditure
on goods and services as inputs. This will eliminate
the existing tax cascading problem and help reduce
the cost of goods and services purchased by businesses.

7.Upgrade the tax administration both physi-
cally as well as technologically to minimize the cost
of tax filing and other transactions costs.

8.Consider a tax amnesty, followed by higher
penalties for tax avoidance and evasion thereafter, in
order to reduce the very large size of the tax evasion,
estimated at 60% of GDI.

9.Improve inspection and audit capacity to
help minimize tax evasion.

10.Upgrade customs physically to be more
efficient and effective so to minimize customs burden
on imports.

11.Eliminate the “price stability fund” and
reallocate taxation of these goods under excise tax.
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This helps simplifying indirect taxation and also will
be an important step forward for EU harmonization.

Abstract

The major aim of this study was to test the associations among independent self-contrual, femininity-
masculinity and cyberbullying/cybervictimization among a university student sample. Atotal of 393
participants (56.2% females, 44.8% males) between the ages of 19 and 35 (M= 24.25, SD =2.51)
were enrolled in three North Cyprus universities. The sample included the students from various national
and cultural backgrounds. Following the empirical evidence and indirect/interaction models of risk and
resilience proposed by Masten (2001), we hypothesized that independent self-construal would mediate
and modgfﬂte the association between femininity-masculinity and cyberbullying / cybervictimization.
Specifically, independent self-construal was operationalized as a protective factor and femininity-
masculinity dimensions were defined as risk factors when cyberbullying and cybervictimization was into
account. The findings partly supported our hypotheses. The proposed mediator and moderator roles were not
sz'gniﬁmn;for the models which included masculinity and cyberbullying. However, the results revealed that
higher independent self-construal orientation mediated and moderated significantly between femininity
and cybervictimization. In other words, independent self-construal has been found as a protective factor
against cybervictimization when the participants had feminine tendencies as a risk factor. The findings
might have implications especially for practitioners who are working with vulnerable populations like

victims of cyberbullying.

Introduction

Traditional bullying is a long-standing
problem among children and adolescents. It is
a subset of aggressive behavior which intends to
inflict injury or discomfort upon another individual
(Olweus, 2012). Rapid development of information
and communication technologies such as the Internet
and cell phones has enabled the expansion of this
behavior into cyberspace. This form of bullying is
called cyberbullying and can be defined as “...the
use of information and communication technologies
such as e-mail, cell phone and text messages, instant
messaging, defamatory personal websites, and
defamatory online personal polling websites, to
support deliberate, repeated, and hostile behavior
by an individual or group that is intended to harm
others” (Belsey, 2005).

Cyberbullying is often described as the
online continuum of traditional bullying (Gradinger,
Strohmeier, & Spiel, 2009; Hinduja & Patchin,
2008; Machdckovd, Dedkova, Sevcikova & Cerna,
2013; Olweus, 2012; Riebel, Jager, & Fischer, 2009;
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Wade & Beran, 2011), or as a specific form of
indirect bullying that involves the use of electronic
devices to carry out bullying (Hemphill et al., 2012;
Li, Smith, & Cross, 2012) . Due to this connection
between both phenomena, findings related to
traditional bullying can provide important hints for
research on cyberbullying. Table 1 shows some of
the similarities and differences between traditional
bullying and cyberbullying. As can be seen from
the table, traditional bullying and cyberbullying
share a lot of common features. Both behaviors are
aggressive/hostile; there is power imbalance between
bully and victim; bullying behavior is intentional
and repetitive (Dooley, Pyzalsky, & Cross, 2009; Li,
2007; Slonje & Smith, 2008). On the other hand,
in case of cyberbullying a degree of technological
expertise is required; cyberbullies are much more
invisible or anonymous compared to traditional
bullies, and the act of bullying in cyberspace typically
happens when the bully and victim are physically
distant (Cowie, 2009; Li et al., 2012). But it should
be noted that traditional bullies who use indirect

and relational ways of bullying can be anonymous
and distant, as well (Bjorkqvist, Osterman, &
Kaukiainen, 1992; Garandeau, & Cillesen, 2006;
Xie, Swift, Cairns, & Cairns, 2002).

Despite these similarities, cyberbullying
has been discussed as being more severe in its
consequences than traditional bullying (Campbell,
2005; Dooley et al., 2009; Tokunaga, 2010). For
example, Bonanno and Hymel (2013) found that the
impact of cyberbullying on depression and suicidal
ideation was higher than the impact of traditional
bullying. Similarly, compared to traditional bullying,
cyberbullying has been identified as an additional
risk factor for the development of depressive and
psychosomatic symptoms (Gradinger, Strohmeier, &
Spiel, 2009; Juvonen & Gross 2008; Perren, Dooley,
Shaw, & Cross 2010; Sourander et al., 2010).

The amount of research on cyberbullying has
increased dramatically in recent years, answering some
basic questions concerning this phenomenon. But there
remains a need for additional research to contribute to
an understanding of the dynamics of cyber-bullying.
One gap in the literature is the association between
self-construals (i.e. independent vs. interdependent),
gender-role orientation (i.e. femininity vs. masculinity)
and cyberbullying/cybervictimization. The cultural
level of this problem has already been acknowledged
(e.g Cross, Li, Smith, & Monks, 2012; Walrave, &
Heirman, 2010). But, we still lack research examining
this dynamic on the individual level, which should also
contribute to current knowledge.

After the seminal study by Markus and
Kitayama (1991), culture and self started to be
described as two interrelated constructs. For example,
Gudykunst et. al (1996) stated that “members
of individualistic cultures are socialized to rely
predominantly on their independent self-construal,
and members of collectivistic cultures are socialized
to rely predominantly on their interdependent self-
construals” (p. 516). Also, Yoshihisa et. al (1995)
mentioned that anyone who has individualistic
tendencies in any society may have independent,
agentic, and separate self-construals. Accordingly, a

lot of researchers (e.g. Gardner, Gabriel, & Lee, 1999;
Lu, & Gilmour, 2007; Singelis, 1994) measured
independent vs. interdependent self-construals as the
abstractions of higher-level constructs (i.e. individualism
vs. collectivism). Similarly, masculinity and femininity
(M-F) can be seen as cultural-level variables (Hofstede,
1994; Spector, Cooper & Sparks, 2001) but at the
same time can be measured as individual-level variables
(e.g. Bem, 1981; Gini, & Pozzoli, 2006; Ross, 1983).
Therefore, the major aim of this study was to test the
association among independent self-construal, M-F, and
cyber-bullying/cyber-victimization on the individual
level.

Emerging adults and university students are
particularly vulnerable to cyberbullying because of
their more sophisticated and frequent use of new online
technologies (Aricak, 2009). Accordingly, some studies
have found that cyberbullying increases with age (e.g.
Hinduja & Patchin, 2008; Ybarra & Mitchell, 2004).
Although cyberbullying may emerge in any age group,
the majority of research has focused on children and
adolescents (Tokunaga, 2010). To our best knowledge,
few studies included university students as participants
(e.g.. Akbulut & Eristi, 2011; Aricak, 2009; Dilmac,
2009; Zhang, Lang, & Dick, 2010). Therefore, the
secondary aim of this research was to contribute to the
literature on cyberbullying by examining cyberbullying/
cybervictimization among a group of university
students in North Cyprus. The following sections
provide a literature review on how independent vs.
interdependent self-construals and M-F are related to
cyberbullying/cybervictimization.

Independent vs. Interdependent Self-Construals
and Masculinity-Femininity

The independent/interdependent self-
construal model focuses on the relationship between
the individuals and the group with which they are
identified (Singelis, 1994). Markus and Kitayama
(1991) defined independent self-construal as an
independent view of the self (e.g. being unique,
autonomous, and separate from the social context).
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Interdependent self-construal, on the other hand,
was defined as an interdependent image of self (e.g.
conforming to group norms, others’ expectations,
and group-related goals).

Masculinity and femininity are concepts
describing characteristics that are considered
typical for males and females. While masculinity is
characterized by instrumental personality traits such
as self-affirmation, social dominance, independence,
and aggressiveness; femininity is characterized by
expressive traits such as warmth, sensitivity, nurturing
and interdependence (Maccoby, 1998; Young, &
Sweeting, 2004). Constantinople (1973) was the
first scholar who challenged the classical polarization
of masculinity and femininity conceptualized by
Terman and Miles (1936). Accordingly, Bem (1974)
added the concepts of androgynous (people who
have high levels of both femininity and masculinity)
and undifferentiated (people who have low levels
of both femininity and masculinity) identity.
Following Constantinople (1973) and Bem (1974),
Lippa and Connely (1990) developed the Gender
Diagnosticity Approach, which states that masculinity
and femininity can exist within both sexes and any
individual can be labeled as masculine or feminine
based on gender-related indicators. Accordingly, in
our study, we don’t focus on gender differences but
on varying levels of M-F in an individual and their
relation to cyber bullying and cyber victimization.

The aforementioned characteristics of M-F
might indicate the link between independent-
interdependent self-construal and gender role
orientations. Empirical evidence has shown that
people with independent self-construal are more prone
to having masculine features, and on the other hand,
people with interdependent self-construal are more
prone to having feminine features (Cross & Madson,
1997a, 1997b; Kim, 1994; Nyman, 1997; Oetzel,
1998).

(yberbullying and Self-Construal

The link between individual self-construal
and cyber bullying is mostly unknown. Thus far,
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only one study, to our knowledge, has examined
the link between independent vs. interdependent
self-construal and cyberbullying/cybervictimization
directly (i.e. Cetin, Eroglu, Peker, Akbaba, & Pepsoy,
2012). This study found a negative correlation
between relational interdependent self-construal
and cyberbullying. Relational interdependent self-
construal is defined as constructing self in relation to
close interpersonal relationships but not in relation
to a group or society (Cross, Bacon, & Morris,
2000). It is important to mention that relational
interdependent self-construal is more common in
individualistic cultures and at this point may coexist
with independent self-construal (Cross et al., 2000;
Cross & Madson, 1997; Kashima, Yamaguchi,
Kim,Choi, Gelfand, & Yuki, 1995).

However, we can hypothesize some
associations by summing up some findings on
cultural levels. Taking into account the close
connection between bullying and cyberbullying, we
review the literature on traditional as well as cyber
bullying. For example, Craig et al. (2009) found
cross-national differences in traditional bullying
between children in 40 countries; specifically,
adolescents in Baltic countries reported higher rates
of bullying and victimization, whereas northern
European countries reported the lowest rates.
Nansel, Craig, Overpeck, Saluja and Ruan (2004)
found similar results from samples in 25 European
countries which indicated that students in Lithuania
(one of the Baltic countries) reported more bullying
and victimization; on the other hand, Sweden (one of
the northern European countries) had the lowest self-
reported prevalence for bullying and victimization.

In the EU Kids Online (EUKO) project,
utilizing a representative sample of children from
25 European countries, 14% of Estonian children
aged 9-16 reported being cyberbullied, while only
2% of Italian children had had the same experience
(Livingstone, Haddon, Gérzig, & Olafsson, 2011).
Estonia is characterized as a collectivistic country
(Realo, 1998; Suh, et al., 1998), whereas Italy is
an individualistic country (Green, Deschamps,
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& Paez, 2005; Suh et al., 1998), suggesting that
the children in more individualistic states are less
involved in cybervictimization. Similarly, in a recent
research, d’'Haenens (2012) clustered the same 25
European countries by using Hofstede’s cultural
values and found that the children and adolescents
living in more individualistic countries showed less
online risk. Although these findings include cross-
national comparisons, we suggest that people with
more independent self-construals would be less
prone to cyberbullying/cybervictimization following
the aforementioned link between self and culture
(Gudykunst et al., 1996; Markus & Kitayama,
1991, Singelis, 1994; Yoshihisa et al., 1995) and
conceptualization of self-construal as the abstractions
of higher-level tendencies in the culture. But whether
this dynamic applies similarly on an individual level
remains one of the questions of this study.

(yberbullying and Femininity-Masculinity

In the existing cyber-bullying research, we
found mostly findings explaining the link with
gender, but not with F-M. Moreover, findings
related to gender differences in cyberbullying/
cybervictimization are contradictory. Some studies
showed that males tend to be more involved in
cyber-bullying, while females to be cybervictimized
(Aricak et al., 2008; Dilmac, 2009; Li, 2007; Slonje
& Smith, 2008); other studies indicate the reverse
(Bauman, 2012; Kowalski & Limber, 2007), and
yet other research found no difference (Ortega,
Calmaestra, & Mora-Merchédn, 2008; Smith et al,
2008; Wolak, Mitchell, & Finkelhor, 2007). These
mixed results can suggest it may not be ‘femaleness’
or ‘maleness’ but M-F that is related to cyberbullying/
cybervictimization. But considering the trouble
with varying definitions of cyberbullying in the
studies that might underlie these contradictions
(Tokunaga, 2010), we also assessed this link in
traditional bullying. The literature indicates that
overt bullying, which involves the intent to harm
others directly (physically or emotionally), was found
to be related to masculinity. Furthermore, relational

bullying, which intends to harm an individual’s
social relations or status, was related to femininity
(see Card, Stucky, Sawalani, & Little, 2008 for
a wide literature review). Moreover, in a recent
longitudinal study, social exclusion—a subtype of
relational victimization—was found to be positively
related with femininity (Lee & Troop-Gordon,
2011). Studies examining bullying more generally
(i.e. total scores instead of bullying sub-types) found
that more masculine people tended to bully others
(Craig & Peppler, 1995; Gini & Pozzoli, 2006;
Phillips, 2007; Salmivalli, Lagerspetz, Bjorkqvist,
Osterman, & Kaukianien, 1996). In contrast, more
feminine people tended to be bullied (Breslau,
Chilcoat, Kessler, Peterson, & Lucia, 1999; Genta
et al., 2012; Gini, & Pozzoli, 20006). It seems that
independence, self-affirmation, social dominance,
aggressiveness, and other masculine features may
increase the risk of being involved in bullying; on
the other side, warmth, sensitivity, interdependence,
and other feminine features may increase the risk of
being victimized.

Therefore, following the literature on
traditional bullying and victimization, we may suggest
that cybervictimization is positively related with
femininity and cyberbullying is positively related with
masculinity.

Associating Independent Self-Construal, Masculinity-
Femininity, and Cyberbullying/Cybervictimization:
Mediation and Moderation Effects

The literature review indicated that
independent self-construal might be negatively
related with cyberbullying/cybervictimization;
on the other hand, feminine tendencies might
increase the likelihood of being bullied while
masculine tendencies might increase the likelihood
of bullying others in cyberspace. In other words,
independent self-construal might be a protective
factor against cyberbullying, masculinity might
be a risk factor for engaging in cyberbullying and
femininity might be a risk factor for engaging in
cybervictimization.
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Following Masten (2001), variable-
focused studies of resilience (i.e. Indirect Model
of Risk and Resilience and Interaction Model) can
be used as two models to examine the protective
role of independent self-construal and M-F as risk
factors. There is ample empirical data supporting
these models and their application to the risk
and protective factors of specific variables such as
family economic hardship and adolescent academic
performance; stress and competence; marital
transitions and adjustment; (Conger, Conger, &
Elder, 1997; Garmezy, Masten, & Tellegen, 1984;
Hetherington, Bridges, & Glendessa, 1998; Masten,
& Coatsworth, 1998). Also, Luthar, Cicchetti, and
Becker (2000) recommended these models and
the application to risks in their review article. The
Indirect Model of Risk and Resilience has suggested
a protective variable which mediated the relationship
between a risk factor and a dependent variable. In
our case, independent self-construal was expected
to mediate as the protective variable the association
between M-F (as risk factors) and cyberbullying/
cybervictimization (as dependent variables) in a
negative direction. Interaction Model of Risk and
Resilience has suggested a protective variable which
acts as a moderator between a risk factor and a
dependent variable. In our study, it was hypothesized
that higher independent self-construal scores as the
protective variable would have a moderator role in

the relationship between M-F (as risk factors) and
cyberbullying/cybervictimization (as dependent
variables).In sum, the research question is; “How are
independent self-construal, masculinity-femininity,
and cyberbullying/cybervictimization associated with
each other?” The related hypotheses are as follows:

H1. Independent self-construal as a protective
variable will mediate and moderate the relationship
between masculinity and cyberbullying,

H2. Independent self-construal as a protective
variable will mediate and moderate the relationship
between femininity and cybervictimization.

Method

Participants

A total of 393 university students (56 %
females) between the ages of 19 and 28 (M= 24.25,
SD = 2.51) were enrolled in three universities from
the main regions of North Cyprus. The participants
were from various national and cultural backgrounds
(40 % Cypriot, 39 % Turkish, 21 % African, 6 %
European, and 4 % Asian). Gender distribution and
average socio-economic status of each university is
presented in Table 1.

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Measures

The Revised Cyberbullying Inventory (RCBI):

This inventory was developed by Topcu and
Erdur-Baker (2010) by reanalyzing the original
Cyberbullying Inventory (Erdur-Baker & Kavsut,
2007). The inventory consisted of two parallel
forms; 13 items for cyberbullying (e.g.: I have sent
threatening, embarrassing and harsh messages via
e-mail) and 13 items for cybervictimization (e.g.:
I have received threatening, embarrassing and
harsh messages via e-mail). Participants were asked
to rate themselves on a 4-point Likert type scale
(0 = It has never happened to me, 1 = It happened
once or twice, 2 = It happened three-five times, 3 =
1t happened more than five times). In current study,
Cronbach Alpha coefficients were .81 for cyber-
bullying form (M=2.75; S$D=4.51) and .79 for cyber-
victimization form (M=3.29; SD=4.56). Scale scores
were calculated by summing up item scores; higher
score indicates more involvement in cyberbullying
and cybervictimization.

BEM Sex Role Inventory (BSRI):

This self-reported inventory was developed
by Bem (1981) and revised by Wong, McCreary,
and Duffy (1990) to investigate masculine and
feminine personality characteristics. The participants
are asked to rate themselves on 40 items (20 items
for masculinity, 20 items for femininity) on 1-7
scale (I = Never or almost never true, 7 = Always
or almost always true). The inventory includes two
main dimensions; Masculinity (e.g.: self-reliant),
Femininity (e.g.: soft-spoken). The inventory
was adapted to Turkish by Dékmen (1999)
with acceptable Cronbach Alpha values (.75 for
masculinity dimension and .73 for femininity
dimension). Dékmen (1999) compared femininity
and masculinity scores across genders to examine the
validity of the inventory and found that women had
significantly higher femininity scores than men and
men had significantly higher masculinity scores than
women. Following Dékmen (1999) masculinity and

femininity scores are calculated as means for each
dimension in our study (Cronbach Alpha = .82;
M=.13; §D=.34 for masculinity, Cronbach Alpha =
.78; M=.35; SD=.48 for femininity). Higher scores

indicate stronger gender role orientation.

Independent and Interdependent Self Scale (IISS):
This scale was developed by Lu and Gilmour
(2007) to measure independent and interdependent
self-construal in two separate studies. In Study 1,
the items measuring key elements of independent
and interdependent self-construal were developed
and the two-dimensional structure of the scale
was tested in exploratory factor analyses in a large
sample of Chinese students and adults. In Study 2,
the construct validity of the scale was examined in
four samples of Chinese and British students and
adults. The authors found that IISS showed content
adequacy, reliability, convergent and divergent
validity, and invariance of the two-dimension factor
structure across samples and cultures. IISS includes
21 items to measure independent self (e.g. I believe
that people should be unique and different from others)
and 21 items to measure interdependent self (e.g. /
believe that the success of the group is more important
than the success of the individual) on a seven point
scale (1- Certainly Incorrect, 7- Certainly Correct).
The scale was adapted to Turkish by the first author.
The translated measure was back-translated to
control whether Turkish speaking and non-Turkish
speaking participants would understand the items
similarly. Confirmatory Factor Analysis showed that
the two-factor model had an adequate fit to the
data [y? (67, N = 393) =135.8, p <.001, RMSEA =
.05, CFI = .97). For the purposes of this study, the
mean score of items loaded under the Independent
Self sub-scale were used (Cronbach Alpha = .89;
M=125.11; SD=14.01). Higher scores showed
higher independent self-construal orientation.

Procedure and Analysis
'The study was approved by Eastern Mediterranean
University Psychology Department Ethical Review Board.

Two trained research assistants collected the data by
distributing the questionnaires in the lecture hours
by the approval of the departmental chairs and deans
of the faculties. Participation was voluntary, and the
participants were told they could withdraw from
the study whenever they wanted. The surveys were
filled out in university classrooms after lecture hours.
Credits were given by the instructors as incentives if
the filled-out surveys were returned.

The mediation models for cyber-bullying
and cyber-victimization were tested with LISREL
8.80 (Joreskog & Sorbom, 1993) by using a
maximum likelihood and covariance matrix.
Model fit was decided upon ¥?/df ratio, CFI,
NNFI, GFI, AGFI and RMSEA. A value less
than 1/5 for y?/df ratio indicated the goodness
of fit. The values above .90 for CFI, NNFI, GFI,
AGFI and the value less than .10 for RMSEA was
evaluated as an adequate model fit (Browne &
Cudeck, 1992).

The items of cyberbullying and cyber-
victimization subscales of RCBI, M-F sub-scales
of BSRI, and independent self sub-scale of IISS
were aggregated into two indicators by using
random assignment parceling method. “A parcel
can be defined as an aggregate-level indicator
comprised of the sum (or average) of two or
more items, responses, or behaviors” (Little,
Cunningham, Shahar, & Widaman, 2002, p. 152).
Parceling can be used to reduce random errors,
to keep the variance of the original construct, to
decrease skewness and kurtosis in the items, to
have more efficient analyses, and finally to get
better Goodness of Fit Indexes (Bandalos, 2002;
Bandalos & Finney, 2001; Gribbons & Hocevar,
1998; Little et al., 2002; Takahashi & Nasser,
1996; Thomson & Melancon, 1996). Beyond of
these advantages, we had three specific reasons
to prefer the parceling method; a) to decrease
the expected skewness and kurtosis especially
in cyberbullying/cybervictimization measures,
b) to create theoretically related constructs in a
relatively small sample size following Bagozzi and
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Heatherton’s (1994) suggestions, and c) because of
the multi-dimensional character of the psychological
constructs in our study, which was mentioned as an
a priori requirement for parceling by Bagozzi and
Heatherton (1994), also by Bandalos and Finney
(2001).

The mediation (indirect effect) was provided
by LISREL results, and also by using the Sobel Test,
which indicated whether the decrease in the power
of association between two variables was significant
or not (z-value between 1.96-2.50 indicated that
the decrease is significant at the level of p =.05, and
a z-value above 2.51 indicated that the decrease is
significant at the level of p = .01).

Multiple regression analysis was conducted
to measure the moderator role of independent
self-construal between M-F and cyber-bullying/
cyber-victimization. Centered scores were entered
into the analysis in the first step, and two-way
interactions in the second step following Aiken
and West (1991). The moderator effect of a
variable is confirmed when interactions are
significant.

Results

Descriptive Statistics

Two independent samples t-test analyses
were conducted to test whether males’ and females’
cyberbullying/cybervictimization and M-F scores
were significantly different from each other. The
first independent samples t-test analysis indicated
that males (M = 3.79, SD = 5.53) had higher
cyberbullying scores than females (M = 1.98, SD
= 3.42); t(353) = -3.82, p < .0001. Similarly, males
(M =4.07, SD = 5.54) had higher cybervictimization
scores than females (M = 2.73, SD = 3.61); t(331) =
-2.67, p < .0001.). Next analysis indicated that males
(M =5.05, SD = 0.69) had higher masculinity scores
than females (M = 4.68, SD = 0.65); t(265) = -4.52,
2 <.0001 and accordingly, females (M = 5.32, SD =
0.56) had higher femininity scores than males (M =
4.87, 8D = 0,58); #(320) = 7.16, p < .0001.)
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The Incidence of Cyberbullying and Cybervictimization
among University Students

The results revealed that 6.1% of our
sample engaged in cyberbullying behaviors
at least once in the last 6 months and 8.2%
were cybervictimized at least once in the same
time gap. Table 2 shows the frequencies and
percentages of university students’ answers to
the items relating to who had bullied others/
been bullied by others in cyberspace in the last
6 months. According to self-reports, the highest
frequency among cyber-bullying items was for
item 8 “Teasing about information or comments
written on a forum site” and the highest frequency

among cyber-victimization items was for item
1 “Taking information from a personal computer
(documents, photos, messenger conversations...etc.)
without permission” .

The Correlations between M-F, Independent Self-
Construal, and Cyberbullying/Cybervictimization

The Pearson Correlation Coefficients
showed that femininity and independent self-
construal were weakly but still significantly related
to cyber-victimization (r = .14, p < .01;r = -.16, p <
.01 respectively). The correlations among masculinity,
independent self-construal, and cyber-bullying were
not significant (See Table 2).

Mediator Role of Independent Self-Construal between
M-F and Cyberbullying/Cybervictimization

The model which tested the mediator role of
independent self-construal between masculinity and
cyber-bullying didn’t show a good model fit even
after revisions depending on modification indexes
(x? (8, N=393) = 92.34, p< .001, RMSEA = .12,
GFI = .89, AGFI = .88, CFI = .76, NNFI = .81). On
the other hand, the Goodness of Fit Indexes of the
mediation model which tested the mediator role of
independent self-construal between femininity and
cybervictimization were adequate (y?(6, N=393) =7.37,
p =28, RMSEA = .03, GFI = .99, AGFI = .98, CFI = 1.00,
NNF=.99). LISREL results showed that independent
self-construal significantly mediated between
femininity and cyber-victimization (standardized
coeflicient for indirect effect = .06, p < .01). The results

of the Sobel Test also indicated that the decrease in
the power of association between femininity and
cyber-victimization was significant when independent
self-construal mediated the association (z = 2.43, p =
.02). (Fig. 1) shows the standardized coeflicients in the
model.

Moderator Role of Independent Self-Construal
between M-F and Cyberbullying/Cybervictimization
The moderator model of independent self-
construal between masculinity and cyberbullying
didn’t reveal significant results. On the other hand,
independent self-construal moderated the association
between femininity and cyber-victimization (F = 3.91,
2 <.001, R?=.04; f =-.14, t= -2.43, p < .01). The
interaction showed that participants with the highest
level of independent self-construal and lowest level of
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femininity scores had the lowest cybervictimization
scores, while the participants who had the lowest level of
independent self-construal and highest level of femininity
scores had highest cyber-victimization scores (Fig. 2).

Discussion

The main aims of this study were to
investigate cyberbullying and cybervictimization
among a university student sample and to analyze
the mediator and moderator role of independent self-
construal between masculinity and femininity and
cyberbullying/cybervictimization. The descriptive
findings indicated that males were more involved
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both in cyberbullying and cybervictimization. This
finding conflicted with some of the results in the
existing literature, which showed that males were
more involved in cyberbullying and females were
more involved in cybervictimization (Aricak et al.,
2008; Dilmac, 2009; Li, 2007; Slonje & Smith,
2008). However, it must be mentioned that these
studies included mostly adolescent samples. Few
studies have examined these differences among
university students, and those that did showed
similar findings, indicating that males are more
likely to be involved in cyberbullying as victims and
perpetrators when compared to females (e.g. Akbulut
& Eristi, 2011). This result might be explained by
the relatively higher digital literacy among the
merging adult males. Li et al. (2012) stated that
cyber-bullying needs some degree of technological
expertise. Even with the ‘digital divide’ narrowing
for males and females (Shaw & Gant, 2002), males
are much more involved in the use of technology
and have more advanced digital skills (Barron, 2004;
Palfrey & Gasser, 2008; Van Dijk, 2006).

The descriptive findings related to gender
differences in M-F were consistent with previous
findings, indicating that males were more involved in
masculine activities and females were more involved
in feminine activities (Maccoby, 1998; Martin, et
al., 1999). However, this doesn’t mean that males
do not show feminine characteristics or vice versa.
As we mentioned above, the Gender Diagnosticity
Approach (Lippa & Connely, 1990) states that M-F
can exist within the sexes and any individual can be
named as masculine or feminine based on gender-
related indicators. Therefore, our findings related with
femininity should not be perceived as ‘femaleness’.

The experience of cyberbullying and
cybervictimization among university students in
North Cyprus was not rare. According to self-reports,
the highest frequency among cyber-bullying items
was “Teasing about information or comments written
on a forum site” and the highest frequency among
cyber-victimization items was “ Taking information
from a personal computer (documents, photos, messenger
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conversations...etc.) without permission”. We suggest
that the cyberbullies in our sample used more direct/
overt aggression towards the victims. This result can
be related to the fact that, in our study, males were
more involved in cyberbullying/cybervictimization.
As mentioned before, there is a large body of
literature relating to gender differences in direct
vs. indirect forms of aggression which consistently
shows that males engage in more direct aggression
than females (Card et al., 2008).

Following Indirect and Interaction Models of
Risk and Resilience (Masten, 2001), mediation and
moderation analyses were conducted to test the
protective role of independent self-construal between
M-F and cyberbullying/cybervictimization. The
results revealed that mediator and moderator role of
independent self-construal between masculinity and
cyberbullying was not significant. This result can arise
from the link between independent self-construal and
masculinity (Cross & Madson, 1997a; Kim, 1994;
Nyman, 1997). In other words, independent self-
construal was not found to be a protective factor
between masculinity and cyberbullying because
the association between the protective factor (i.e.
independent self-construal) and the risk factor (i.e.
masculinity) was positive.

On the other hand, independent self-
construal had a significant mediator and moderator
role between femininity and cybervictimization.
In other words, people with stronger independent
self-construal were cyberbullied less, even when
they had feminine tendencies. As mentioned before,
independent self-construal is an independent view
of self as being unique, autonomous, and separate
from the social context (Markus & Kitayama, 1991).
On the other hand, femininity is characterized by
warmth, sensitivity, nurturing, and interdependence
(Maccoby, 1998; Young, & Sweeting, 2004).
Considering these traits in individuals, according to
our results, it seems that independent self-construal
can be a protective factor while femininity is a
risk factor for cybervictimization. The explanation
for this finding may be in the previous findings

indicating that Independent self-construal was
related to higher self-competence and self-esteem
(Diener & Diener, 2009; Oyserman, Coon, &
Kemmelmeier, 2002; Tafarodi & Swann, 1996),
and these constructs are negatively correlated with
both traditional and cybervictimization (Patchin &
Hinduja, 2010; Salmivalli, Kaukiainen, Kaistaniemi,
& Lagerspetz, 1999; Wild, Flisher, Bhana, & Carl,
2004). Therefore, independent self-construal can
be related to cybervictimization via psychological
constructs such as self-esteem and self-competence,
which decrease the effect of femininity as a risk
factor. Similarly, coping strategies can be another
potential mediator between independent self-
construal and cybervictimization (Perren, Corcoran,
Cowie, Dehue, Garcia, McGuckin et al., 2012).
However, these suggestions need further empirical
evidence to support them, and future research may
consider examining the mediator roles of self-esteem,
self-competence and coping strategies between
independent self-construal and cybervictimization.

Moreover, independent self-construal
could be associated with cybervictimization via
communication behaviors. Namely, low-context
communication, which involves the use of overt and
direct messages, and high-context communication,
which involves the use of implicit and indirect
messages, can be used by individuals to different
degrees (Hall, 1976). Gudykunst and Ting-Toomey
(1998), and also Gudykunst et al. (1996) found
that people with higher independent self-construal
preferred to use more low-context communication.
This communication style includes showing power,
striving for one’s own goals, expressing oneself, and
being direct and precise, and is typically associated
with independent self-construal (Markus &
Kitayama, 1991; Schwartz, 1992). This self-construal
can protect a person against victimization both in real
and virtual contexts via low-context communication.
However, empirical evidence is needed to support
this suggestion.

Both mediation and moderation models
indicated that higher scores in femininity were
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correlated with increased cybervictimization.
This result didn’t indicate that females were
more vulnerable to victimization the cyberspace.
As mentioned before, the association between
femininity and cybervictimization does not refer to
gender differences, but to the characteristics of more
feminine individuals. For example, keeping in mind
that males were more often cyberbullied than females
in our sample, we may suggest that males who have
more feminine characteristics were more vulnerable
to cybervictimization. There is growing empirical
evidence indicating that males who show gender-
atypical behaviors are more at risk to be victimized
both in the real and in the virtual world (e.g.
Hinduja & Patchin. 2011; Kumpulainen, Rasanen,
& Henttonen, 2001; Young & Sweeting, 2004).

Another possible explanation for the
femininity cybervictimization association is that
females with higher feminine characteristics
reported more victimization of cyberbullying than
males (Hoff & Mitchell, 2009; 2010). The authors
interpreted this skewed response as a result of
gender socialization; that for females, being fragile
and vulnerable is a normative feature and this
normalization could make feminine females report
victimization cases more easily than masculine
males. Following these studies, we may suppose that
“feminine” females in our sample might report higher
cyber-victimization rates.

In sum, higher levels of femininity might
be related to cybervictimization differently across
genders. For males, atypical gender socialization
might increase cybervictimization; on the other hand,
typical gender socialization might facilitate females’
reporting of cases of cyber-victimization. However,
these suggestions need further empirical evidence.

This research has contributed to the literature
in a number of ways. However, it was not free of
limitations. First, all results depended on self-report
data, and all the disadvantages of this method apply
to our study, as well. For example, the incidence of
reported cyberbullying and cybervictimization can
be skewed because of social desirability. Yet Cook,

Williams, Guerra and Kim (2012) reported in their
review that self-report approaches result in higher
reported prevalence rates of bullying than peer
nominations. Second, the sample was relatively
small and the majority was made up of Turkish-
speaking students, which might have affected the
results. Third, the design of the study was cross-
sectional, making it difficult to draw casual lines.
Next, although there is a growing literature focusing
on positive aspects of femininity (e.g. Lazar, 2006;
Walkerdine, 1989), most of the scales measuring
femininity (including BEM Sex Inventory which
we used in this research) still use the characteristics
which stress vulnerability rather than resiliency. In
other words, the association between femininity and
cybervictimization may stem from the measurement
tool we used. Therefore, this association must be
retested by using other scales which focus on more
positive features of femininity.

Lastly, this study didn’t focus on the
mediator-moderator role of interdependent self-
construal and the associations between masculinity
and cybervictimization and femininity and
cyberbullying simply for practical reasons. Femininity
and cyberbullying, in particular, can be associated
via the well-known connection between relational
bullying and femininity (Card et al., 2008) and the
conceptualization of cyberbullying as a specific form
of indirect bullying (Hemphill, et al., 2012; Li, et al.
2012). Future studies must examine these untested
models to enrich the literature.

Conclusion and Implications

Research on cyberbullying as a relatively
new form of traditional bullying has started only
recently. There is now a considerable amount of
literature about cyberbullying among adolescents.
However, there is still very little research relating to
this issue among university students and emerging
adults. This research contributes to the literature by
analyzing cyberbullying/cybervictimization among
a group of university students in North Cyprus
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and by testing the protective role of independent
self-construal between masculinity-femininity and
cyberbullying/cybervictimization. Our results might
have some implications, especially for practitioners
(i.e. psychologists, social workers, school counselors)
who are working with vulnerable populations like
victims of cyberbullying. Specifically, independent
self-construals may be reinforced while relatively
negative characteristics related to the concept of
femininity might be diminished. These results can
be used for prevention programs aiming to decrease
victimization in cyberspace.
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Reading and Documentation of Traditional Rural Olive Qil Mills in Cyprus

Abstract

Many industrial buildings are valuable heritage buildings that should be conserved as well as the historic buildings
since the conservation of these traditional values in the architectural context represents the sense and continuity of the
culture of a particular society. Cyprus has been mostly described as an agricultural Island throughout the history due
to geological and climatic factors. Olive is one of the most cultivated products of the Island. Therefore, there are many
historical olive oil mills and factories in many villages around island. In general, traditional olive oil mills replaced
with contemporary olive oil mills or they faced with functional obsolescence due to changing technology. Most of them
are abandoned and left over with their original or ruined structures in the context. The lack of conservation investiga-
tions in Cyprus was fastened the abandonment process of these traditional olive oil mills within their context. However,
there are some of them that are re-used with a new function. In this respect, aim of the present study is to identify and
document the current situation of the historical rural olive oil mills in rural regions of Cyprus. Moreover, the study
examines identification of common and different characteristics of the traditional rural olive oil mills and highlights
the importance that they have to be adopted and maintained after documentation.

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Introduction

The built existing environment embraces with
extensively significant historical buildings as well as
novel built structures. These historical buildings
could demonstrate a structure where they are less
important in their time; but drawing a significant
character and identity of their context and area where
provides individuals to recognize their history among
their tangible and intangible attributes (Orbasl,
2009). The rapid development process poses
pressure in the density of built context. Therefore,
conservation of these buildings conveys an important
essence that provides a broad range of opportunity
to changing and reusing already existing historical
building stock instead of demolishment (Prokhorov,
1982). In deed; demolishment of those buildings
affects sustaining and preserving the signs of the past
that represents environmental, socio-cultural, socio-
economic and political origins of a particular society
where historical buildings assist a tangible link with
the past (Quantrill, 1995). However, maintaining
and reusing the existing historical buildings provide
intangible advantages among determining socio-
cultural identity and measurable advantages from
economical and environmental point of view.
Therefore, conserving the historical buildings is on
agenda since many decades with the aim of providing
diversity and sustainability (through social, cultural,
economical, environmental and political dynamics)
among densely development of lands.

Industrial areas, buildings and their
mechanical denotations are monumental for public
structure of a society (Cengizhan, 2002). In this
respect, industrial heritage fundamentally represents
the technological and socio-economical structure
of a particular society through a manifestation of
a capitalist social and political relationship (Alfery,
1992). In particular, industrial buildigns are
well suited to the adaptive reuse due to their size,
construction material, buildings systems, structural
integrity and space layout (Heath, 2001). Distinctive
schematic studies for each historical industrial
structure should be done to propose an appropriate

function during decision process of adaptive reuse
(Altinoluk, 2000). Therefore, it is essential to make
identification and classification of these buildings
before application process of new function.

Since ancient times, food processing industry
in rural areas mainly played an important role in
poverty alleviation and sustainable development in
many countries on the world. The processing in most
of the countries was generally based on agricultural
products. In this manner, food industries depend
domestically on available agricultural raw materials.
With the integration of the way of having food
and the industrial technology in several times,
food industries has been spread and influenced the
arisen of industrial sites. Nowadays, sites referring
to the industrial heritage are the most significant
representation of the tangible and intangible values
of the food industry and technology in our built
environment and landscape (Heritage Council
Victoria). In particular, food industry is more rational
in the rural contexts besides urban areas. Coherently,
rural industrial heritage that is fundamentally
developed based on the food industry in rural areas
perform as a bridge which links the past with the
present and provides a certain data for futures of rural
environments (TICCIH, 2003).

Cyprus is a small Island in Mediterranean Sea
that refers to a rich historical heritage due to resolving
of different civilizations of different periods of times.
The Island also embraces with several historical
industrial buildings that are mostly abandoned and
must be conserved. The industrialization started with
the period of British colony in the Island and affected
socio-economic development of the community
structure. Most of the modern technological facilities
were brought by British colonization to effectively use
resources in Cyprus. Therefore, numerous industrial
buildings were constructed to embrace with different
production of different products such as mine,
textile factories, food processing factories such as
tobacco, carob, wine and olive oil mills. However,
global rapid changes in technology also negatively
affected the industrial activities in Cyprus. Most of
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these buildings faced with functional obsolescence
and abandoned due to variable economical and
technological reasons.

Since, the industrialization is mainly
constituted on agriculture in the Island. The olive is
one of the most important products that have a very
contributive role on the development of economic
field of the Island. Therefore, there are many olive
mills that are generally located to rural villages to
import agricultural production where they symbolize
the unique cultural socio-economic activities in
daily life rituals. Hence, most of the olive oil mills
in the villages are abandoned and left over with the
context due to changes of olive oil processing in
the North Cyprus. Moreover, parallel to changing
technology traditional olive oil mills replaced with
contemporary olive oil mills. The lack of conservation
investigations in the North Cyprus and listing these
historical industrial buildings as a significant part of
the industrial heritage also fasten the demolishment
or abandonment of traditional olive oil mills within
their context during in time.

However, these olive oil mills must be
conserved to preserve the history and hints of
industrial improvement of the island and regain them
to the context as part of living rituals. Therefore,
the conservation of these olive oil mills must be
start with firstly listing/ documenting them and
creating investigative conservation approaches for
transmitting their unique historical values to next
generations.

Rural Agricultural Life and Olive Qil in Cyprus

Cyprus has a vital potential for the agriculture
especially due to its ecological characteristics.
Rural agricultural life in Cyprus provides the rural
employment where village life is maintained and
urban crowding is relieved. The socio-economic
rituals of the Cyprus are fundamentally developed
based on agriculture and agricultural activities.
However, it could be notified that the agricultural
life constitutes the structure of social, cultural and

economical dynamics within the physical built
environment where the continuation of a particular
community is signified. In particular, olive, carob
and citrus trees structures the diversity in agriculture
and supplies efficiency for rural economy. However,
agriculture in the Cyprus could be categorized under
two classifications:

1. Precipitation based agriculture (olive,
carob, grape for wine, barley, tobacco, almond etc.)

2. Irrigation based agriculture (citrus, potato,
vegetable, grape for dining, banana etc.)

Mediterranean countries navigate agriculture
especially based on olive that is one of the most
significant cultivation. According to the scientific
researches, there are about more than 750 million
industrious olive trees among the world wide
where % 97 percentages of the olive and olive
oil production takes place in the Mediterranean
countries (Lopez-Villalta, 1998). In a broader
sense, olive tree is admired as the oldest cultivated
tree all over the world wide (Liphschitz, etal., 1991).
There are different assimilations related with the
history of the olive tree. On one hand, there are a
number of reaches that is referring the preliminary
history of olive tree before 4000 B.C. where Syria is
assumed as the main land of olive tree and trading
facilities of the time is adjusted as main tool to the
transmitting of the olive tree to the Mediterranean
countries (Kaplan, & Arthan, 2011) On the other
hand, according to the other researches olive trees
were initially generated in the Eastern part of the
Mediterranean, 5000 B.C through the regulations
of the Roman Period (Boskou, 1996). In addition
to this, it was transmitted to region corresponding
to ancient Persia and Mesopotamia and from there
it spread to Syria and Palestine (Kiritsakis, 1998; Di
Giovacchino, 2000).

In Cyprus, the olive has a significant character
within the cultural agriculture. There are more than
1.5 million olive trees that take place in the Northern
part of the Cyprus. Olive and olive oil particularly
maintain the cultural socio-economic life, especially
in rural regions of the Cyprus. Historically, the
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cultivation of the olive trees in Cyprus is referring
back to the ancient times, Neolithic period (6th
millennium BC). It could be notified that the olive
tree has affected many civilizations through history
and it became the most significant cultural and
socio-economic representation of them. Moreover
it demonstrated a significant role of the spread of
different cultures due to its economic value and
significance in daily life. Therefore, the olive tree
mainly influenced and provided a wide range
of economical development opportunity for all
Mediterranean regions such as Cyprus There are
many olive trees existing in the Island that are almost
over 800 years old. Therefore, they also represent the
historical value as a significant part of the historical
heritage besides their economical value. In this
manner olive trees in Cyprus have been taken under
conservation with the decision of governmental bodies
(Olive and other Crops (Presevation) Law, 1938).In
particular, Cyprus has a significant diversification for
olive. The olive oil embodied a unique quality among
the advanced or traditional methods for production.
Moreover, the production based on the olive oil is
not merely overlapped within the rural areas, also in
sub-urban or urban areas are highly corresponsive in
Cyprus for olive production for personal or local use.
In this manner, the production of olive and olive oil
has enriched the architectural environment through
increasing the spread of industrial buildings either in
rural or urban scale.

(lassification of Olive Oil Production Systems in
(yprus

According to Yorgancioglu; there are numerous
sign of the development of olive oil industry in the
Cyprus since the Bronze Age till today (Yorgancioglu,
1999). Therefore, there is a series of investigated
production system during the development of olive
oil industry where the traditional olive oil production
is occurred among crushing, pressing; and separation.
The olive oil mills can be categorized under four classes
according to their production systems (Golmakani,
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2011). They are:

1. Olive Oil Processing Using Traditional
Methods with no Machines: usign human power with
stone or wood basin

2. Olive Oil Processing Using Donkey/Man
Power with the Machines; animal power with circular
crushing basin

3. Olive Oil Processing Using Machine Power
: press machine

4. Olive Oil Processing Using Contemporary
Machines

Since olive oil mills represent the important
part of the development of the industry in the Island.
Olive oil mills structure the unique cultural life rituals
and cultural heritage of Cyprus among their historical,
economical, architectural and technological exclusive
values. Therefore, it is important to identify the place
of the olive oil mills as a significant part of the industrial
heritage in Cyprus.

Method of the Study

Industrial heritage has socio-cultural value
as a part of the life of an ordinary men/ women and
technology and science that they represent their history
of manufacturing, engineering, construction and also
could have the value for the quality of architectural
design. Therefore, industrial remains must be identified,
recorded and protected to preserve and transmit them
for future generations (TICCIC, 2003). Under such
circumstances, turning these buildings into living assets
is possible with reusing and assigning a new function to
them (Giinge and Hoskara, 2009). Adaptive reuse of
historic buildings is one of the most important aspects
to achieve sustainability in the context (Aydin and
Okuyucu, 2009). Therefore, adaptive reuse must have
minimum affects on the heritage significance of the
building and its setting for assessing a better readability
to historic built environment.

The rural industrial heritage has a significant
role within the cultural heritage of Cyprus. Since,
industrial buildings contribute to transmitting
social, cultural, economical and technological
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values between generations; they must be conserved
in the cases of abandonment. Hence, they are densely
appropriate to be reused with a new function among
using the opportunities of their architectural and
structural characteristics.

Since, conservation approach of industrial
buildings demonstrates particular intensity where
documentation is the base for the process. Documentation
process particularly occurs based on developed inventory
forms. In general, these inventory forms demonstrate
differentiations according to the regulations of their states,
countries, regions, cities or etc.

Therefore, the method of the study is
fundamentally developed on an empirical study
besides literature survey. The study is mainly formed
on documenting the current physical situation of the
olive oil mills rather than determining their values
and suggesting new functions. Therefore, architectural
space characteristics (size, space layout, openings),
building material, structural system and production
systems (equipments) of the olive oil mills is tried to be
determined through a developed inventory form. The
documentation inventory form in this study is prepared
by basing on particular references extracted from the six
different inventory forms. They are:

According to the defined problem and data
survey that is structured in previous sections, main aim
of the study is constituted on to identify and document
the current situation of the historical rural olive oil
mills in North Cyprus. Moreover, the study examines
identification of common and different characteristics
of the traditional rural olive oil mills for investigating
the values and opportunities of the traditional rural
olive oil mills within the framework of conservation
and adaptive reuse of the industrial heritage.

Recorded Olive Oil Mills in Cyprus

The research study is evolved with
documentation of traditional rural olive oil mills that are
able to be conducted or reachable in the rural contexts.
On this basis, rural olive oil mills in Beylerbeyi, Ozankdy,
Catalkdy, Yenicekdy, Ergenekon and Génendere
villages are documented with the improved inventory
forms (Fig. 1). Initially, the case studies are separately
analyzed in following sections and findings are read
within the framework of identifying their similar and
dissimilar characteristics for identifying the importance
of adopting a new/same function after documentation.

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Beylerbeyi Olive Oil Mill

Beylerbeyi Village is located at the foot of
the Five Finger Mountain Range. In a broader sense,
the village has a unique Mediterranean Village
typology within its natural environment. The
olive, lemon and pomegranate trees are the most
significant agricultural constituents in the village.
However, most of the trees do not exist anymore
due to the rapid construction activities in the village
are expanded with the increasing amount of the
tourist as settlers to the region. Therefore, the olive
oil production is disappeared in the village.

There are two olive oil mills in the village
that are located very close to the village center. They
are facing with each other among the street (Fig.
2), but that they differ from each other among
their production systems. However, both of the
olive oil mills used to belong to the same private
ownerships (Greek Cypriot) before the 1974 war
in the Island. With the effect of internal migration
after 1974 war the ownerships of the olive oil mills
resided to governmental institution, which was called
Kooperatif. After internal war the olive oil mills lost
their functions due to deterioration of agricultural
activities in the land. Therefore, the olive oil mills
stayed as abandoned in the village context for a while.
The firstly constructed olive oil mill is rented for 10
years to a private business by Kooperatif during 1990s
and it has been used as storage during this period.
However, between 2010/2012 the firstly constructed
olive oil mill is renovated and turned into a small
museum representing its own unique character.

Historically, the first olive oil mill was
constructed at the beginning of the 19th century
and the second one is constructed at the end of
the 19th century. The first olive oil mill that is
constructed at the beginning of the 19th century
was functioning as olive oil mill and flour mill the
same time. The second one merely functioned with
producing olive oil mill.

The space is divided in two segments
(approximately 30 m2 in total) where main segment
was used for producing olive oil mill and the small
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segment was used for producing flour. The production
system of the first olive mill was based on animal/
man power. Lately, with the improvement of the
technology the owner of the olive oil mill constructed
the second olive oil mill that its production system
works based on using machine power (press machine).
The second olive oil mill generally demonstrates the
same architectural characteristics with the first one. The
construction system of the both of the olive oil mills
occur from masonry. The roof structure of the old
one responds to the wooden rafters. The second one
responds to 2D truss system where roof is covered
with aluminum.

Currently, both of the olive oil mills physically
exist in the village context. However, the first olive
oil mill is well-protected (Fig. 3) with its production
equipments and the second one is abandoned with
its all production equipments (Fig. 4). However,
according to the information that is gained from
the Muhtar of the Beylerbeyi village Ersen Tatlisulu
is noted that there is a new project that is evolved
with re-functioning the second olive oil mill with
its original function for representing (exhibiting)
the traditional olive oil production to the local and
foreign tourists.

0zankdy Olive Oil Mill (Degirmen Mobilya)

Ozankdy is located on the low coastal of
the Five Fingers Mountains (Besparmak) where
lower boarder of the Beylerbeyi village is ended. The
village is one of the most spectacular villages in the
Northern Cyprus. The socio-economic structure
of the village is mainly developed on agriculture
and stockbreeding. There are a lot of citrus, carob
and olive trees existing in the village. However, the
village has been explored by several foreign tourists
and it has become an imposing settlement for them.
Therefore, during in time the traditional socio-
cultural and socio-economic structure of the village
rapidly was transformed. The olive oil mill is located

at the beginning of the village boarders. Historically,
the olive oil mill is constructed in 1950s as the
biggest olive oil mill in the rural region of Kyrenia
(approximately 60 m2). However, the olive oil mill is
lost its original function at the end of the 1980s due
to increasing of the olive oil (ready) trade form the
Turkey to the Island. Therefore, the olive oil mill is
left over with its existing equipments as an abandoned
for a long time. The ownership of the olive oil mill
belongs to government- Evkaf where mill is rented
to a private business (Halil Avukat) since 10 years.
However, after mill is rented to a private business, it
has been started to be used as carpenter (Fig 5).

In current situation, the olive oil mill works
with another function but physically it has been
damaged a lot. There are new additions that are done
by aluminum by the current renter of the mill. Due
to the olive oil mill represents the late modern of
the traditional olive oil production, the architectural
spatial characteristics of the mill is more integrated
with supportive functions such as services and offices.
The spatial organization of the mill is formed by a
main production space where service and office spaces
are interfaced with this main space. The construction
material of the mill is refers to the reinforced concrete
and the structural systems is formed through 2D truss
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system. The production equipments that their usage
system responds to machine power (press machine)
are kept in the space as it. However, they are currently
in bad condition due to unconscious usage of the

space (Fig. 6).

Catalkoy Olive il Mill

Catalkdy is located on high coastal of the
Besparmak (Five Fingers) Mountain and it is very close to
the east of central Kyrenia. The socio-economic life of the
village is fundamentally refers to an agricultural village.
However, with the rapid development of the tourism
in Kyrenia and its close region, the village is mainly
transformed into a tourism destination point (which is
preferred to settle there by foreign and local settlers) from
being a traditional rural agricultural village.

The historical olive oil mill takes place in the
village center. The historical past of the olive oil mill
refers back to the 19th century. According to the
research done in the field, most of the inhabitants
and workers in municipality could not refer to the
exact construction date of the mill, but the date is
approximately noted as early 19th century. The olive oil
mill, which was belonging to a private ownership before
internal war in the Island, is currently under the control
of Catalkéy Municipality. The regular maintenance of
the mill is done by Municipality. Therefore, the mill is
fundamentally protected quite well after it has lost its
original function. According to the interviews that are
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done with the Muhtar, the mill has lost its function due
to decreasing of agricultural activities in the region and
decreasing of the demand to the olive oil. However, the
mill is not currently responding to its original function,
it is returned to a small cultural and art center where
traditional olive oil production life in the village is
represented during some significant days like festivals.
In general, apart from festivals and other significant days
in the village, the mill is closed.

The spatial character of the mill is occurred
form one small segment where divisions are identified
with arches. The mill is constructed with stone and
timber rafters. As different as the other mills that are
analyzed within the framework of the study, there is a
big backyard where the early production of the olive
oil used to be carried out with the usage of the human/
man power (Fig. 7). With the development of the
technology, the olive oil mill is moved to the built space
and new equipments that are work by machine power
are donated. Unfortunately, the production system that
works by using animal/human power does not exist
anymore and it is not clearly known what happened to
them. On the other hand, the other equipments that
work with machine power have been kept. In general,
the current situation of the mill is well-protected,
although the mill still does not regularly work with its
novel function as well (Fig. 8).

Yenicekdy Olive Oil Mill

Yenicekdy is located on the lower central
region of Northern Cyprus. The socio-economic
structure of the village is fundamentally developed
based on agricultural activities. Although the socio-
economic structure based on agriculture of the village
has been changed during in time due to variable
factors. Most of the local elderly inhabitants are still
dealing with agricultural activities in the village.
Therefore, there is an olive oil mill within the village
context.

The building of olive oil mill is located very
close to village center where it is also located on one
of the main road. It was constructed 1960 by Burhan
Bardak, who is the owner of the mill. According to the
information gained during the study, old machines
were brought from the Greek side of the Cyprus.
Olive oil mill continued with its original function
until the end of 1999. After 1999, depending on the
rapid development of technology, the owner of the
mill brought new machines and the activity of old
mill was stopped.

Mill includes only one segment, which
is approximately 35-40 m2, in terms of spatial
organization. It was constructed next to the living
unit of the owner There is an empty space in front
of the mill and olives were taken to the inside of
the building from there (Fig. 9). Mill was built with
mud brick and covered with cluster. The roof of the
building structured with steel I-beam and covered

with aluminum. The production system is responding
to machine power in this olive oil mill. All equipments
that are belonging to the mill are protected in the
building, although they are currently out of function.

Ergenekon Olive Oil Mill

Ergenekon is located on the South skirt of
the Five Fingers Mountain (Begparmak) of North
Cyprus. Village is known as one of the old settled
region on the island. Same as with other neighbor
rural villages in the region, olive was the most
cultivated product in this village as well. It always
had an effective role on the socio-economic structure
of the village. Therefore, there is one historic olive
mill, which is located in Ergenekon and it is known
one of the oldest olive oil mill that is constructed in
North Cyprus.

The olive oil mill is located at the center of
the village, next to the main road. According to
the information gained from current owner (Rasit
Mehmet), production systems (machines) were
brought to Ergenckon from another village, which
is namely Bahgeli (Gallurga), around 100 years ago.
Olive oil mill continued actively with its original
function until the end of 1950s. Mill was built with
local stone and mud-brick, which is a traditional
construction method of masonry walls. The roof of
the building was structured with wooden lintels and
was covered with local bamboos. Mill includes only
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one segment, which is approximately 15 m2, in
terms of spatial size. It was constructed next to the
living space of the first owner’s house.

The production system of the Ergenekon
olive mill works with man/animal power. The most
important equipment of the production system was
the circular crushing basin, which makes it possible
to use animal power for the first time. They put
olive in the crushing basin with mass amount of
olives; a donkey rounded the mill stone for crushing
them. After this process, olive oil was produced by
pressing machine.

Currently, it is still possible to observe the
original machines at their original places in the
mill. However, the olive oil mill is in a very bad
condition. Walls and roof of the building were
ruined and particular parts of the machines are
damaged (Fig. 10).

Gonendere Olive Qil Mill

Génendere is another village, which is
located in the Mesaorian Region (lower central) of
North Cyprus. Like other Mesaorian villages, the
socio-economic situation of the village is based on
agricultural activities. Most of the local people are
dealing with agricultural activities in Gonendere and
there is one olive oil mill in this village as well.

The building of the mill is located on the main

entrance road of the village and it is very close to the
village center. Its owner (Hasan Mustafa Kahveci)
died in 1998. Along with the information supplied by
the Nazife Kahveci (wife of Hasan Mustafa Kahveci),
mill was constructed in 1969 and it continued with
its original function until the end of 2000. She
mentioned that, her sons tried to keep it in an active
position after Hasan Mustafa Kahveci died, but they
could manage it until 2000. She also stated that, the
equipments of mill were bought from the Tirmen
village, which is located at the South skirt of the Five
Fingers Mountain (Begparmak).

Mill includes only one segment, which
is approximately 25-30 m2, in terms of spatial
organization. There is a semi-open space in front of
itand olives were taken into the building from there.
Apart from the other cases that are analyzed within
the framework of the study, this mill was constructed
with brick and covered with plaster. The roof of the
building was constructed with 2D truss system and
covered with aluminum. The production system of
the Gonendere mill is very similar to the Yenicekdy’s
production system. The production system occurs
with the usage of machine power and all equipments
belonging to the mill are protected in the building,
but they are out of functioning same as Yenicekdy
(Fig. 11).

Reading Olive Oil Mills in Cyprus

According to the results of the documentation
of the recorded olive oil mills in the study, there is not an
immense difference obtained through their architectural,
industrial, technological, historical characteristics within
their contexts. In a broader sense, all cases demonstrate
similar properties according to their spatial organizations,
structural systems, building materials, production systems,
location within the context, reasons behind losing their
main functions etc,; although their geographical locations
are different (Beylerbeyi, Ozankoy and Catalkdy Olive
Oil Mills: Kyrenia region, highland coastal; Yenicekoy,
Ergenekon and Génendere Olive Oil Mills: Mesaorian
region, low and highland central).

In general, the historically Beylerbeyi, Ozanksy
and Catalkdy Olive Oil Mills refer to the 19th century;
Yenicekdy, Ergenekon and Génendere Olive Oil Mills
refer to the 20th century. According to it their production
systems demonstrate dissimilarities between this tow
centuries. In order to obtain the better understanding
of the role of the industrial mills within the context their
locations are compared and it is obtained that most of
them are located in the village center or very close to the
village center except Catalkdy Olive Oil Mill. On the
other hand, it is obtained that the ownerships of the mills
in Kyrenia region particularly belong to the government
or public bodies (Municipality) and the ownerships
of the mills in Mesaorian region belong to the private.
Along with architectural characteristics of the analyzed
mills; spatial organization of the all the mills occur from

one space except Ozankdy Olive Oil Mill. Furthermore,
construction materials of all mills were chosen from
available local materials in their own regions. Only
two of them that are constructed in 2oth century were
buile with concrete and brick. In terms of technological
characteristics, production systems of Beylerbeyi Olive
Oil Mill (First mill), Catalkdy Olive Oil Mill (early years
of the mill) and Ergenekon Olive Oil Mill work with
using animal/man power. The production systems of
the rest of the cases work with using machine (pressing)
power.

Comparing current situations of the mills; merely
three of the cases (Beylerbeyi, Ozankdy and Catalkdy
Olive Oil Mills) are adopted with new functions to their
contexts. The rest of the cases (Yenicekdy, Ergenekon and
Gonendere Olive Oil Mills) are abandoned. However,
in Caralkdy it is observed that the given function to the
mill does not work regularly, it is open only in festivals
in the village. The physical conditions of the Beylerbeyi
and Catalkdy Olive Oil Mills are well- protected (with
the support of adaptive re-use project sponsored by
Turkish Republic Embassy for Beylerbeyi Olive Oil Mill
and regular maintenance that is done by Municipality of
Catalkoy for the Ozankdy Olive Oil Mill). Moreover, due
to having private ownerships, Yenicekdy and Génendere
Olive Oil Mills are protected rather than Ergenekon Olive
Oil Mill. The equipments of the all cases still exist and
kept well. Only in Catalkdy Olive Oil Mill the machines
that work with animal/man power do not exist anymore.

As a result of the documentation process
within the study; it is observed that these olive oil mills
constitute a significant part of their contexts as well as
cultural industrial heritage. However, there is a lack of
appropriate investigation related with their conservations
that must be handled by governmental institutions.
Therefore, there is not enough awareness for their
conservations both in society and government. On this
basis, the cases that are analyzed and documented within
the framework of the study are going to be disappeared.
In this stage, conservation investigations must be done
through considering appropriate function after finalizing
documentation process for these mills.

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Conclusion

Industrial heritage sites are much diversified
in terms of their purpose, design and evolution over.
Human activities among industrial production can
embrace with a great diversity of sites, structures,
complexes, cities, settlements and landscapes.
However, there are many places and spaces that are
still regard to the sense of place of historical continuity
of an industrial process, engineering, architecture or
town-context. Industrial buildings as a part of the
heritage responds to a specific production process
with a specific technological system of a particular
dilemma. They evolve more than housing a set of
industrial activities. Those spaces also reflect the
skills, memories and social life of the society of that
period besides tangible dimension. In particular,
they became a significant part of their heritage
of a particular community during in time and
embody with machinery representing the process of
production, landscapes, traces of culture, aesthetics etc.

However, industrial activities and sites are in
direct interaction with change of development. The
impact of change brought the essence of adaptation
of industrial buildings to the context. On this basis,
adaptive reuse draws a significant implementation for
giving contemporary life to the industrial buildings
with keeping the architectural characteristics,
memories and technological knowledge for further
generations. Industrial buildings are especially well
suited to adaptive reuse due to their large, open spaces.
Many industrial buildings are significant primarily
for their architecture, as vernacular relics from the
industrial age, and may be less so for their association
with prominent people and events (Cantell, 2005).

Reusing of historic industrial buildings with
adopting novel functions for the contemporary uses
must be evolved with the needs of communities
for providing novel narratives and distinctiveness.
Consequently for integrating industrial buildings back
to the context of a particular region, it is important to
improve the awareness of the industrial buildings, mills,
railways as a part of the heritage by reviewing their
contextual relation, values of the building, material
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and building elements by means of representation
of its technological era, functional use value etc. In
this respect, conservation of these buildings must be
significantly done through considering every phase of
the conservation method.

Abstract

In the early hours of Saturday December 21st, in Tabtakale which was one of the Turkish districts in Nicosia, Greck
Jforce supporters (these soldiers were organized by Interior Minister Yorgacis by relying on to the Republic of Cyprus
which was founded in 1960) wanted to control two Turkish Cypriots identity cards who were coming back to home
from Kyrenia. Turks suspected from the behaviors of Greeks who introduced themselves as police and ask them to show
the documents, which prove that they are police. Therefore, armed Greeks commanded them to get out of the car. The
discussion was occurred between the Greeks and the Turks because Turks did not let the Greeks to check women in the
car by hand. At this moment, one of the women had realized that one of the Greeks was a football player who played in
Olympiacos Football Club named as Yanni. Since the woman started to scream, the Greeks began to fire and Cemaliye
Emir Ali ve Zeki Halil Karabiiliik were killed and other four were injured. In the following days, Greek offensive had
started to take place especially towards the Turkish districts in Dereboyu, Nicosia and spread out all over the Cyprus.

In the present study, it is aimed to point out how Turkey Grand National Assembly (Parliament) and the Senate of
the Turkish Republic in Turkey handled this issue and the views of Turkish Government and other parties about the
issue that referred as “1963 Events” or “Bloody Christmas” by examining the archives of Parliament in the National
Assembly and Senate of the Republic in Turkey.

Ug yildan beri Kibrista devlet yonetiminde
ortaya cikan giicliiklerin kargi tarafin iddia ettigi
gibi Anayasa’nin uygulamasindan degil, Anayasa
ve antlasmalar hiikiimlerinin Rumlar tarafindan
kasitlt olarak uygulanmamasindan veya kétii
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uygulanmasindan dogdugunu, Cumhurbagkan:
Makarios'un sahip oldugu Cumhurbagkanlig:
sifatnin gereklerini ve tarafsizligini unutarak Rum
Cemaati’ni antlagmalara cephe almaya ve Tiirk
Cemaati’ne karst tahrik etmeye devamli gekilde
calistigini belirten Erkin, Kibristaki gii¢liiklerin asil
sebeplerinin de bunlar oldugunu vurguluyordu. Er-
kin, bu diisiinceyle 6 Aralik giinii Tiirkiye Cumhuri-
yeti Hitkiimeti’nin Makarios’un tekliflerini redde
karar verdigini ve bunu ayn: giin bir bildiri ile ka-
muoyuna agiklayarak, yanitlarinin 16 Aralik giinii
Lefkosa Biiyiikelcisi tarafindan bizzat Makarios’a
gonderildigini, Makarios'un, Tiirk Hiikiimeti’nin
yanitint alip inceledikten birkag saat sonra, kapalt
bir zarf i¢inde ve zarfin icerigini bilmedigini sdyley-
en Cumhurbagkanligi Genel Sekreteri araciligiyla
Biiyiikelcilige geri gonderdigini, zarfin icinden ¢ikan
gayri resmi bir kagida, Tiirk Hiikiimeti'nin yanitinin
Kibris'in i¢ islerine miidahale mahiyetinde goriildiigii
ileri siiriilerek kabul edilemeyecegi yazildigini, bu
davranisin uluslararast iliskilerdeki teamiil ve usullere
tamamiyla aykir1 oldugunu soyliiyordu. Son giin-
lerde NATO Konseyi, Avrupa Konseyi ve Kibris
[ttifak Antlasmast Bakanlar Toplantilari vesilesiyle
Pariste, Ingiltere ve Yunanistan Disisleri Bakanlari
ile yapug goriismelerde, Kibrisli Rumlarin ¢ok teh-
likeli bir yolda olduklarini, Kibris Anayasasi'nin temel
maddelerinin degistirilmesini Tiirkiye'nin asla kabul
edemeyecegini, Kibrisli Rumlar antlagmalara dayanan
bugiinkii Anayasa rejimini ytkmaya tesebbiis ederl-
erse, biitiin Kibris meselesinin yakin ge¢misteki gesitli
mahzurlari ile geri getirilmis olacagini belirttigini
ifade eden Digigleri Bakani Erkin, diplomatik yol-
larla Kibristaki giigliikleri ¢6zmeye ¢abaladiklar: bir
sirada, 20 Aralik giiniinii 21 Aralik’a baglayan gece
meydana gelen olaylari anlatarak konugmasina devam
ediyordu. Bu gelismeler tizerine 23 Aralik 1963 tari-
hinde Yunanistan, 1ngi1tere ve ABD Biiyiikelcilerini
davet ederek, Kibristaki son olaylari Tiirk Milleti’nin
ve Hiikiimeti’nin son derece ciddi kabul ettigini ve
biiyiik bir hassasiyetle izledigini anlatugini belirten Er-
kin, Kibrisli Rumlarin tecaviiz ve tahriklerinin derhal
durdurulmast icin hiikiimetlerinin ellerindeki biitiin

imkanlar: seferber etmelerini talep ettigini, Ingiliz
Biiyiikel¢isi’nin Kibris Disisleri Bakanr'na, herhangi
bir gelismenin ilk sartinin Adada nizam ve asayisin
korunmasina baglt oldugunu bildirdigini ve Adada
gerginligi giderecek, asayisi koruyacak tedbirlerin
alinmast i¢in Cumhurbaskani Makarios’a miistereken
miiracaat edilmesi hususunda Ingiltere’nin Tiirkiye'ye
ve Yunanistan’a katilmaya hazir bulundugunu
agikladigini aktartyor, Yunanistan Disisleri Bakani'nin
da Yunan Parlamentosu’'nda yaptigi konusmada, Kibris
halkini aralarindaki anlagmazliklara uzlasict bir zihni-
yet ierisinde barisc hal careleri aramaya davet ettigini
ve Tiirkiye ile Yunanistan arasindaki iyi miinasebetleri
Kibrista da kurmak i¢in Yunan Hiikiimeti'nin elinden
geleni yapacagini beyan ettigini dile getiriyordu.
Erkin konugmasinda, Lefkogadaki Tiirkiye,
Yunanistan ve Ingiltere temsilcilerinin Bagkan Ma-
karios ile Dr. Kii¢iik nezdinde ortak girisim yaparak
carpigmalarin derhal durdurulmasini istemeleri konu-
sunda i¢ devletin mutabik kaldigini belirterek, Miit-
tefik Ingiltere ve Yunanistan hiikiimetlerinin, Tiirkiye
icin hayati olan bu konuda yiiksek ortak ¢ikarlarin ve
ortak garanti sozlesmelerinin emrettigi sekilde Tiirkiye
ile yakin isbirligi yapmalarin: istediklerini ve bekl-
ediklerini agikliyordu. Cumhurbaskant Makarios ile
Cumbhurbagkani Yardimeist Dr. Kiigiik'iin 23 Aralik’ta
bir araya gelerek, her iki cemaate hitaben, siik(inet tavs-
iye eden ortak bir ¢agri yayinlanmasini, asayisin iades-
ini teminen Kibrisli Rum ve Tiirk polislerden olusan
karma polis devriyelerinin gorevlendirilmesini ve diger
bazi tedbirlerin alinmasint da kararlastirdiklarini be-
lirten Erkin, buna kargin silahli ¢arpigmalarin hala
devam ettigini 6grendiklerini, hukuki alanda bagar1
elde edemeyeceklerini anlayan Kibris Rumlari’nin
isi bu defa fiili tecaviize dokerek Kibris Tiirkleri’ni
ve Tiirkiye'yi tahrik edip kargt harekete sevk etmeyi
amagladiklarini degerlendirdiklerini ifade ediyordu.
Silahli catgmalarin derhal durdurulmasini saglamak
maksadiyla diplomatik yollardan girisimlerini de-
vam ettirdiklerini, olaylarin her tiirlii gelisimine
karst gerekli biitiin ¢aligmalart da hiikiimetinin yap-
makta oldugunu bildiren Disisleri Bakani, akil ve
sagduyunun ilgililere hakim olmasini timit ettiklerini,
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buna karsin Rum Toplumu yéneticilerinin gerekli
sagduyuyu gostermedikleri takdirde bundan dogacak
biitiin sonuglarin sorumlulugunun Rum yéneticilerde
olacagini belirterek konugmasini tamamliyordu (Mil-
let Meclisi Tutanak Dergisi, 24-12-1963: 509-511).

Aralik’ta da Cumbhuriyet Senatosu'nun tabii tiyeleri
Kadri Kaplan, Mucip Atakli ve Mehmet Ozgﬁne§’in,
‘Kibrisli Rum idarecilerin algakea tertipleri netices-
inde Kibrista, hiirriyet ugrunda hayatlarini feda
eden kardeglerimiz ve ayni ugurda canlarini veren
sanli ordumuzun serefli mensuplarinin aziz ruhlar
oniinde Cumhuriyet Senatosu’nun 3 dakikalik saygt
durusunda bulunmasint’ 6ngdren dnergeleri {izerine
Senato Genel Kurulunda ii¢ dakikalik saygi durusu

ii¢ devletin garantisi alunda oldugunu ve bu garan-
tinin, devletler adina oldugu kadar, insanlik adina da
verildigini ve bu hareketin insanliga karsi bir cinayet
oldugunu belirterek siirdiirityordu. Rum yéneticilerin
ve hatta bizzat Kibris Cumhurbagkanr’'nin komitecileri
tahrik ettigi, atesi koriikledigi bir ortamda, Kibrista can

istedigini, ama sonsuza kadar bu duruma sabredemey-
eceklerini ifade eden Odyakmaz, Kibris'taki olaylarin
engellenmesi icin garanti vermis olan devletlerin
derhal miidahale etmelerinin zorunlu oldugunu ve
hiikiimetten de enerjik hareket etmesini istedikler-
ini, Kibrista uluslararast hukuk ve ahlak kurallarinin
ahlaksizca ve algakea ¢ignenmesine Tiirkiye Cum-
huriyeti Hitkiimeti’nin asla miisaade etmeyecegine
inandiklarini sdyleyerek, Kibris'ta can veren ve yarala-
nan soydaslarin acilarina ortak olduklarinin ve hain-
lerin cezasiz kalmayacaklarinin altini ¢iziyordu (Millet
Meclisi Tutanak Dergisi, 24-12-1963: 512).
Odyakmazdan sonra soz alan ve ayni konuda
AP Grubu adina konusan Konya Milletvekili Faruk
Siikan da, Kibris Davast'nin Tiirk ulusu icin yillarca
emek ve gayret sarf edilen milli bir dava karakteri
tagtdigini, bu nedenle konuyu tamamen partiler
tistii bir konu olarak degerlendirdiklerini, i¢ politika
konulari iizerindeki anlagmazlik ve ¢ekismeler ne ka-
dar siddetli olursa olsun, iktidarlar i¢in degismeyen
ve degismeyecek olan ve milli bir hiiviyet tastyan dig
politika esaslar1 iizerinde TBMM’de temsil edilen
biitiin siyasi partilerin baglasik ve mutabik olduklarin:
belirterek, ana muhalefet partisi olarak bu firsattan
istifade ederek istifa etmis bulunan bir hiikiimetin

hauralarina kargt duyduklar: sonsuz saygiy: belirterek,
onlar1 bu biiyiik miicadelede unutmayacaklarin: ifade
ediyor, Kibrista yagsayan 120 bin Tiirk’iin yaninda
olduklarini biitiin diinyaya bir kere daha agikladiklarin:
vurgulayarak bagliyordu. Kibris Devleti Bagkan:
Makarios'un Kibris Anayasast’na bagkaldirmig oldugu
icin Kibristaki Tiirklerin aylardir gece yataklarinda
huzur i¢inde uyuyamadiklarini, aylardan beri Adanin
tizerinde bir felaket riizgar: estigini, Tiirk Cemaati’ne
kars1 girisilen bu tehdit ve tecaviiz yiiziinden de Tiirk
kamuoyunun biiyiik iiziintii i¢inde oldugunu belirt-

Anayasa’y1 ihlal ettigini, Ankara’ya geldigi zaman
ylziine de sdylediklerini, buna kargin gérevinin
gerektirdigi diiriistliige ddnmedigini gordiiklerini
ifade ediyordu. Dolayistyla, Anayasa’y: bile bile
cigneyen bir Devlet Reisi’ne, Tiirkiye'nin, Yunani-
stan ve Ingiltere’nin soyleyecek ciddi sozleri olmast
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gerektigini, Ingiltere ve Yunanistan'in da Tiirkiye
gibi ayni sorumluluk duygular: icinde gorevlerini
yapmakta olduklarina inanmak istediklerini dile ge-
tiriyordu. Yesil Ada'nin siyasi ufkunu kizartan Tiirk
sehitlerinin taze kaninin kendilerine bir gergegi
haurlatmakta oldugunu, kendilerinin kétiilitkkten
bir sey ¢ikmayacagina inanan ve bu inangla hakkini
uygarlik ve hukuk kavramindan alan bir toplum

fedakarliktan kaginmayacaklarini ilan ediyor, Tiir-
kiye Biiyiik Millet Meclisi’nin de bir biitiin olarak
bu diisiince ve karari onayladigina inancini dile ge-
tiriyordu. Imzaladigt Anayasa’ya saygisizlik ederek
kendisini ve makamini yasa dist bir hale sokan bu
komitacinin, Kibris'ta dékiilen kanlardan kisisel olarak
sorumlu oldugunu belirten Baban, sayet Makarios'un
kendi eliyle imzaladig1 Anayasa’y1 hige sayarak bu
Anayasa’nin tanidigt iki milletin beraber yagama pren-
sibini ve bu prensibin Tiirk Cemaati’ne tanidigt hak ve
menfaatleri ihlal etmekte devam ederse, Tiirkiye'nin de
antlasmalarin imzasindan evvelki taleplerini yeniden
canlandirabilecegi, yani Ada'nin taksimini isteyecekleri
uyarisint yaptyordu (Millet Meclisi Tutanak Dergisi,
24-12-1963: 514-516).

Yeni Tiirkiye Partisi (YTP) Grubu adina Sam-
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sun Milletvekili Kamuran Evliyaoglu da Kibrista mey-
dana gelen son olaylarla ilgili olarak yaptuig1 konusmada,
Kibris'in cumhuriyet rejimine kavusmasindan énceki

ve Yunanistan't da ¢ok yakindan ilgilendiren bir da-
vada, biitiin dis baglantlar: bir tarafa iterek, tek tarafls
davranmaya olanak olmadigini, Kibris davasindaki
davraniglari ile Tiirkler aleyhine kampanya a¢mis
olan Makarios'un Garanti Antlasmast’ni tanimak
istememesinin uluslararasi hukuk alaninda hicbir
oneminin bulunmadigini dile getiriyordu. Politikanin
uluslararasi diplomast sinirlar i¢inde yiiriitiiliirken
anlagmalara karst olan baglili1, enerjik davraniglary
durdurucu ve frenleyici hale getirmek gibi yanlis

tutumlardan kaginmak zorunda olduklarinin altini
cizen Ulusoy, giiniimiizde aruk dis politikanin sadece
disisleri bakanliginin catst altinda degil, uluslarin
biitiin aktif kurulus ve kurumlarindan kuvvet ve
hiz alarak, hatta gerektigi zaman kamuoyu arkaya
alinarak yiirtitiildiigiinii belirtiyordu. Makarios’un
bu tutumu ile Yunan Hiikiimeti’nin tutumuna da
karst koyarak, Ada’y1 tamamen Rumlara mal etmek
emelinde oldugunu, ancak bu hedefine ulasmasina
Tiirkiye'nin asla miisaade etmeyecegini, Makarios'un
bu davranigi ile konuyu BM’ye getirme hazirliklar
yapmakta oldugunu, EOKA’cilarin metotlari ile
Kibris Tiirkleri’nin harekete ge¢mesini ve aday1
BM’nin el koyacag: bir i¢ savag alani haline get-
irmeyi diisiindiigiinii ifade eden Ulusoy, boyle bir
durumda Ada'daki Tiirk Alayr’nin derhal harekete
gecmesinin ve Tiirk azinhiginin haklarini korumasinin
dogal oldugunu, ancak bunun en son bagvurulacak
onlem olmasi gerektigini anlatiyordu. Hiikiimetin
bu konuda almis oldugu miitecavizlerin cesaretini
kiracak nitelikte olan biitiin énlemlerinin Millet
Partisince desteklendigini sdzlerine ekleyen Ulusoy,
Yunan Hiikiimeti'nin hala Enosis pesinde olduguna
dair emareler bulundugunu, Yunan Hiikiimeti’yle
birlikte, Ortadogu ve Yakindogu'da ¢ikari olanlarin da
Makarios'u desteklemekte ve hatta cesaret vermekte
olduklarini ifade ediyordu (Cumhuriyet Senatosu
Tutanak Dergisi, 26-12-1963: 13-15).

Tabii Senator Sitki Ulay ise, yaputg:
degerlendirmede, Ada statiisiinde artik Yunanistan'la
kesin bir sonuca varmak zorunlulugunun oldugunu,
Tiirklerin daima kanunlara, nizamlara, hiikiimetlere ve
emirlerine bagli bir millet oldugundan bu anlagmalara
sadakatle ve hiisniiniyetle baglandiklarini, karst tarafin
ise, bu anlagmalari, kendisi i¢in zaman kazandirict
bir baglant kabul ederek kalbinde Enosis yatan
bir ihtiyar;, Cumhurbagkanligi’'na aday yaptirmak,
ceteci Grivas'in talimatlari ile Adada genis bir yer
alt faaliyetini hazirlamak ve desteklemek yoluna
koyuldugunu, Tiirkiye'de bir i¢ parti ¢ekismesi ile
hiikiimet kurulamadigini ve bir ekonomik sikinti
oldugunu gériince, Yunanllarca diigmeye basma
zamaninin geldigi diisiiniildiigiini, ancak Tirk’iin
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dis tehlikeler karsisinda her tiirlii anlagmazlig1 bertaraf
edip miisterek diismana kars birlegen 6zelligini hesap
edemediklerini ifade ediyordu. Ulay konusmasinin
sonunda hiikiimete, 6ncelikle sorunlara kesinlik ve
cesaretle el atmasi, Kibris Anayasas: ihlal edilmisg
olmasindan dolay1 durumun diizeltilmesi i¢in yeterli
bir siire verilmesini, miiteakiben harekete gecilmesini
ve bu hareketi asla Kibris't isgale yonelik bir ¢ikarma
diisiincesi ile degil, orada bozulan ve kasten bozdu-
rulan nizam ve asayisi temin yolunda kullanilmast,
Ad2’y1 simdilik ikiye taksimin zorunlu oldugunu
gerekeeleri ile birlikee ile ilgili devletler ve gereki-
yorsa BMye intikal ettirilmesi, ¢arpismalar dolayisiyla
Adada vatandaslarin a¢ kalma ihtimallerini de dikkate
alip Kizilay tarafindan havadan ve denizden yiyecek
maddelerinin sevkiyatinin hazirliginin yapilmasini
oneri olarak iletiyordu (Cumhuriyet Senatosu Tutanak
Dergisi, 26-12-1963: 15-17).

Tabii Senatdr Ahmet Yildiz Kibris hakkindaki
konugmasina, son giinlerde Adada yasananlarin ¢agdas
diizen ile degil, bir kabile devrinin bile onurunu kiracak
niteligiyle, herkesi inciten bir tepki yaratugini ifade
ederek basliyor ve devaminda hiikiimetin su ana kadar
anlagma ve uluslararasi saygiy1 zedelememek suretiyle
cesaretli ve umut verici bir tutum benimsedigini,
ancak bunun gelecek i¢in yeterli olmadigini ifade
ediyordu. Rumlarin pervasizliginin, 20. Yiizyilin bir
yiiz karast sayilmasi gerektigini, biitiin devletler i¢in
herkesin diinyaca kurulmasina ¢aligtig mesru diizen-
lere kars1 bir serdergenin ayaklanmasina verilebilecek
cesaretin, her tiirlii ileri goriis, anlayis, devlet diizeni
ile bagdastirilamayacagini belirten Yildiz, Rumlarin
pervasizliklarini agagidaki sozleriyle agikliyordu.

“Miidahalemizi kiiciimseyen yayinlari, Kibris
hiikiimeti yayinlarini bagka kaynaklardan
dinledik, ‘Bazi ucaklar ucmus, hiiviyeti mechul
ugaklar, Kibris semasinda. Sonra 6grendik ki
bunlar Tiirk ucaklars imis.” diyorlar Kibris
sorumlulars. Tasavour ediniz olaylarin
gelismesine, ucaklar ugctugu zaman neredeyse
debset icinde kalmalarima ragmen, dalga (hava
akimz) gecer gecmez, ‘mechul ucaklar ucuyordu,
sonra ogrendik ki Tiirk ucaklar: imis diyor;
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daha ileri gidiyor, insanlik haysiyetini rencide
eden bu cinayet, bu hunharlik, bu katliama
girigenlerin temsilcisi, BM ye miiracaat ediyor.
Yavuz hirsiz misalini de cok geride birakryor”
(Cumbhuriyet Senatosu Tutanak Dergisi,

Yildiz, her buhrani bir yankesici kurnazlig
ile somiirmek isteyen insanlar kargisinda
bulunduklarindan, adadaki savunma olanaklarinin
isleyisini bu yankesicilere kargt etkili olacak durum-
da gormiiyordu. Bu bakimdan, hiikiimetin yasadig1
ortami, kargilast@1 insanlarin seviyesini iyice hesap
ederek uyanik bulunmasi gerektigini, Rum cetecilerin
icinde, Yunan askeri iiniformalari giymis insanlarin
bulundugunun tespit edildigini, polisi, ordusu ve
cetecisi ve resmi Yunan silahlari ile donatilmis organize
bir teskilatlanma ve ayaklanmanin var oldugunu, eger
miidahale edilmez, saldirgan cetelere hadleri bildi-
rilmezse, Tiirk unsurunun Kibrista yasamasinin ¢ok
giiclesecegini, Rumlarin bask: ve yildirmakla Tiirk
halkini azaltmak, baska yerlere go¢ ettirmek yontemini
uyguladiklarini agikliyordu. Bu arada, kendilerinin ve
hiikiimetin bilgisi disinda Ankara Radyosu'nda bir
yayin oldugunu Kibrs Tiirkleri'nden duydugunu,
bu yayinda “yapilan cinayetler aydinlatildiktan sonra,
Tiirk askeri, subay1 ve memuruna bir sey olmadigi”
gibi bir ifade kullanildigini, bunu séyleyenin kasti
olmasa bile bunun yanls bir ifade oldugunu, Kibrista
bulunan her Tiirk subayini, her Tiirk erini, bir Kibrisl
Tiirk’iin kendi kardesi saydig1 gibi, kendilerinin de
Kibris Tiirkiv'nii kardegleri saydigini, onun icin verilen
her kaybin ister bir Tiirk memurundan olsun, ister
Tiirk askerinden olsun, ister Kibrishi soydaglardan
olsun kalpleri derinden sizlatacagini agiklayan
Yildiz, degerlendirmesinin sonunda bazi énerilerini
aktariyordu. Kibris icin 4 ¢8ziim diisiiniilebilecegini
sdyleyen Yildiz, birincisinin Tiirkleri ¢cogunluga tes-
lim eden sistemin, hunharcilify, ceteciligi, eskiyaligt
meslek edinmis bir insafsizin takdirine Tiirkleri
teslim etmenin bir cinayet olacagini ve bunun bir
¢oziim olarak bile sdylenemeyecegini, ikinci yolun
bugiinkii statilyii devam ettirmek oldugunu, Kibrislt
Rumlarin bugiine kadarki tutumlarinin bu durumu
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daima kétiiye gotiireceklerine kesin delil oldugundan
bu statiiniin de ¢aligmadigini, {iglinciisiiniin anay-
urt pargasint hakki oldugu esas statiiye ulagtirmak
oldugunu, bu da olmazsa o takdirde Taksimden bagka
carenin bulunmadigini ifade ediyordu (Cumhuriyet
Senatosu Tutanak Dergisi, 26-12-1963: 17-19).

26 Aralik’ta Senato'daki goriismelerde Kibris ile
ilgili olarak son sz alan Tabii Senatdér Mucip Atakl
da konugmasina, Kibrista yasanan son cinayetlerin
sorumlusunun Kibrisli Rum yéneticiler oldugunu
vurgulayarak basliyordu. Rum yéneticilerinin, Kibris't
baris diinyasinin bir ¢ibanbagt haline getirmek
isteyen c¢abalarina ve emellerine son verme zamani
geldigini, dis politikanin ortak sahibi biitiin partilerin
Kibris Tiirkleri'ni huzur ve giivenlige kavusturacak,
Anavatan’in bir parcast haline getirecek kesin bir hal
caresini bulmada hiikiimete biitiin gii¢leriyle destek
olacaklarina emin oldugunu belirten Atakly, hitkiime-
tin miidahale kararini uygulamasinin Kibris konu-
sunu kékiinden ¢ozecek bir yonde yiiriitiilmezse,
gelecekte benzeri olaylarla karsilasmanin kacinilmaz
olacagini, meveut statiiniin iimit edilen baris ve huzuru
getirecegine inanmadigini ve Kibris'in taksim edilerek
Anavatan’a baglanmasinin yegane hal tarzi oldugunu
dile getiriyordu(Cumbhuriyet Senatosu Tutanak Der-
gisi, 26-12-1963: 19-20).

Millet Meclisi'ndeki Son Degerlendirmeler
TBMM’nin 30 Aralik 1963 tarihindeki oturu-
munda AP Grubu adina kiirsitye gelen Balikesir Millet-
vekili Gékhan Evliyaoglu ko nusmasini, Kibrisli Rum
cetesi tarafindan Kibris Anayasast'nin ihlaline ve buna

kars1 Tiirk unsurunun korunmasi bakimindan tek
tarafli miidahale olanaginin mevcut olmasina karsin
onlem alinmasinda gecikmeler oldugu ve tereddiitlii
agtklamalar yapildig1 ana fikri {izerine oturtmustu.
Kibris Anayasast'nin, Adadaki Rum tedhisciler
tarafindan ihlali ve Tiirkler aleyhine genis ¢apta bir
katliam hareketine girisilmesi kargisinda, hiitkiimetin
tamamen hukuki yetkilerini kullanmak suretiyle tek
basina miidahaleye karar vermis olmasina kargin, bu
kararin uygulanmasindaki aksakliklar ve gecikme-
ler yiiziinden Kibristaki katliamin devam ettigini,
antlasmanin birinci maddesinin ihlali miinasebetiyle,

Birkag giin evvel arz ettigim gibi,
Tiirkiye kendisinin abitlere gosterdigi sadakati
ve riayeti baskalarinda da ayni sekilde bekler.
Sorumsuzlukla girisilen hareket karsisinda
memleketimiz bir biitiin olarak Kibrish
kardeslerimizin hukukunun korunmast ve
abitlere riayet olunmast hususundaki iradesini
katiyetle izhar etmistir.

Bu ciimleden olarak, biitiin bariset yollar:
sonuna kadar iyi niyetle, sabirla fakat
azmimizden zerre kadar inbiraf etmeksizin
denedikten sonra, son care olarak Garanti
Andlasmasiniin bize verdigi miinferit
miidahale haklkimizi kullanmak iizere harckete
gececegimizi bildirdik. Bu kati tutumumuz
sonucunda Tiirkiye, fngiltere ve Yunanistan
Adada ates kesilmesini ve nizamin iadesini
temin igin miistereken teklifte bulundular ve
teklif malum oldugu vizere Kibris Hiikiimetince
kabul edildi.

SONUC

Goruldugi gibi Kanli Noel olaylar:
TBMM’nde giindeme geldigi 24 Aralik’tan itibaren
yiiksek dozda yank: yapiyor ve aslinda i¢ politikada
birbirlerine gdsterdikleri diisiik oranli tolerans katsayist
da boyle 6nemli bir milli davay: iceren dis politika
konusunda yiikseliyor ve hamaset ydniinden muhalefet
ile iktidar tek viicutmug gibi bir gériintii sergiliyor-
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du. Ancak Meclis ve Senatoda yapilan konusmalari
ayrintli olarak inceledigimizde bunun pek de boyle
olmadigini gorebiliyoruz. Hiikiimet, gerek Bagbakan
ve Digisleri Bakani gerekse iktidar partisi adina sz alan
milletvekilleri ve senatrlerin konugmalariyla, bugiine
kadar uyguladigi Kibris politikasinin dogrulugu ve 21
Aralik'ta meydana gelen olaylar kargisinda gosterdigi
calismalarin etkinligi konusunda srarins siirdiiriiyordu.
Muhalefet ise, genel olarak hiikiimetlerin hangi parti
ve goriise bagli olurlarsa olsunlar dis politika konu-
sunda muhalefet de dahil olmak {izere biitiin partilerin
destegini alacaklarini belirtmekle birlikte, hiikiimetin
bugiine kadar kendilerinin yaptiklar: elegtiri ve uyarilar:
dikkate almadiy, tereddiitlii, gekingen ve pasif bir poli-
tika izledigi icin bugiinlerin yagandiginin iizerinde du-
ruyordu. Hatta bugiine kadar meydana gelen gelismeler
kargisinda hiikiimetin ne gibi bir 6nlem aldiginin veya
almay1 diisiindiigiiniin bile belli olmadig1 ve bu konu-
larda Parlamento’nun yeterince bilgilendirilmedigi ve
Ziirih Antlasmast’nin 4. maddesindeki “Miistakilen
Miidahale” hakkinin kullanilmasinda hiikiimetin te-
reddiit ve ihmali bulundugu, bu hakkin 48 saat 6nce
kullanilmis olmast halinde Kibrista hi¢bir Tiirk’iin
zarar gormeyecekleri iddiastyla hiikiimet elestiriliyordu.
Anlagma ve uluslararast kurallara uymanin yeterli
olmayacagi ve hiikiimetin daha aktif, hizli, enerjik
davranmasi ve daha sahsiyetli, haysiyetli, ngoriili
bir dis politika izlemesi gereginin alu ¢iziliyordu.

Nitekim meydana gelen olaylari ve bu olay-
lar kargisinda Ankaranin gosterdigi politik tepkileri
gozlemledigimizde, kararli politikalarin ne kadar etkili
sonug yarattgini da ortaya koyabiliyoruz.

The Cyprus Crisis

Examining the Role of the British and American Governments During 1974

(Andreas Constandinos, Devon, PL48AA, UK, 2012, University of Plymouth Press, 407 Pages )

The book is the product of a five year archival
work that was carried out between 2005 and 2010.
It is indeed an admirable research based solely upon
government records found in both the British and
American National Archives.

The main objective that led the author Andreas
Constandinos to give his own account of the Cyprus
Cirisis was the death of academic research currently
available, which is based on convincing and relevant
historical facts and events as given in the recently released
the British and American documents.

Andreas Constandinos, with this
opinion of his embarks on this academic research
which involves a keen look into the details of the
events of the period under study. In his book, in short,
Andreas attempts to ascertain whether Whitehall and
Washington were responsible for what happened in

clear

1974 by virtue of acts of omission or commission.
In other words the author tries to find an answer to
the following question: “Was Cyprus the victim of a
calculated conspiracy or a foreign policy failure?”
This is how Dr. Zenon Stavrinides from the
School of Law, University of Leeds, describes the book:
this book is one of a very small body of historical works,
which attempts to provide accounts of various aspects
of the Cyprus Crisis of 1974 based, as far as possible,
on properly attested historical evidence concerning
the background, the course and effects and long-term
consequences of the coup d etat by the National Guard
against President Makarios and the Turkish invasion thar
Jollowed it”.

Stavrinides goes on to say that works of
evidence based history are a scarce commodity in
Cypriot studies, and arguably they are more often
than not received with suspicion and —when they
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challenge entrenched prejudices- indignation by
conventionally minded readers. Dr. Stavrinides is
actually accepted as an academic and writer who
looks at the Cyprus Question with a moderate
perspective. His general evaluation here about
several studies and books on Cyprus is absolutely
correct and he deserves a creditable respect for his
admission. He praises the author for his herculean
effort to find, study and evaluate a wide range of
primary material- mostly diplomatic documents- in
archives in both sides of the Atlantic.

The book consists of 407 pages and 9
chapters. A short history of Cyprus is given in a
rather long introduction. For the Ottoman period
the author mentions very briefly that the two
communities were never geographically separated
and that there was ‘considerable intermingling’
and a harmoniously way of living together. 7his
state of affairs was of course due to the freedom and
tolerance given to the Greek Cypriots by the Ottoman
administration under the millet system.

The author goes on to argue that both
the  Zurich/London

contingency plans; the Greek Cypriots still wanting
ENOSIS and the Turkish Cypriots advocating a
‘Cyprus Republic outside Zurich agreements’.

As far as I know the Turkish Cypriot side
had no such contingency plan other than insisting on
the implementation of the articles of the constitution
and the reuse of veto right of the vice-president. For
instance the Greek Cypriot side never put into practice
the Greek Communal Chamber like the Turkish side
did. About the inter-communal talks that began
in 1968 between Mr. Denktas and Mr. Clerides,
the author argues that despite moments where a
breakthrough seemed likely, by 1974, the talks had
reached deadlock. But somehow he refrains from
giving the reason of deadlock. Mr. Clerides in his four
volume book, named “My Deposition” explains why
a deadlock was reached. Actually the two negotiators
had agreed on a semi-cantonal structure, bur Makarios
vetoed the set-up with the excuse that the rights given
to the Turkish Community were beyond minority righ.
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In the ensuring nine chapters, the author
embarks on the discussion and analysis of events
that took place in Cyprus together with Greece
and Turkey, trying to pinpoint the role of Britain
and America in the development of events, with a
consistent suspicion of an American accomplice.

He puts forward the arrangement that the
Cyprus crisis of 1974 is associated by many with
Turkish invasion and subsequent occupation of the
island. However, he bluntly admits that it was an
anti-Makarios Greek coup that triggered the crisis.
But somehow he does not realistically explain the root
of the crisis. It was the sinister approach of President
himself to the very young partnership state, with always
the vision of ‘Enosis’ in his mind. The author hints
at the possibility of a CIA involvement in the coup
and he argues that declassified documents reveal that
the US government was aware of the possibility of
coup being launched in Greece. He goes further to
say that many Greeks believe the US sponsored the
coup. But eventually he concludes that the leader
of the coup Colonel George Papadopoulos acted
without warning and launched the coup d’état
by modifying a NATO contingency plan named
“Prometheus”, which had been designed in case of
a Communist takeover.

In his research work after dealing with the
American relationship with Greece and Turkey in
1960s and the American interest over Cyprus, the
author brings Grivas into picture, who he says,
felt betrayed by both Makarios and the Greek
Government by accepting the Zurich/London
agreements. From then on Grivas became a pivotal
figure in Cyprus affairs between Makarios and the
Greek Government until 1974. He kept the Cyprus
crisis boiling by initiating military attacks against
Turkish Cypriots and later against Makarios himself
by his militias under EOKA B. In the meantime
America carried out the role of pacifying reactions
from Turkey toward Greece. US Government’s
primary concern has always been to prevent any
conflict between the two NATO allies and to keep
the Soviet Union outside Cyprus. The author carries
on his evaluation of events and comes to a conclusion
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where he points out that Washington should have
realized that both Greece and Turkey would not
prioritize the cohesion of NATO over their rational
prestige, a mistake, which the Americans repeated a
decade later.

The historical statement of Makarios towards
1970s was the turning point in his sensitive relations
with the military government in Greece and his
former EOKA aides like his interior minister
Georkadjis. The statement read as follows: %
solution by necessity must be sought within the limits of
what is feasible, whar does not always coincide with the
limits of what is desirable’.

This the
interpreted as a betrayal by all Emotists (followers
of ENOSIS).

The sequence of events is discussed in more
detail in the following chapters. In Chapter 1- the
Junta, Cyprus and the United States- Greco-Turkish
relations, during the rule of Junta leader Col.
Papadopoulos are descriebed as friendly and positive.
Both sides took care to avoid any conflict. But later
relations between the two motherlands were to
change to reach a dangerous level, after Dimitrios
loannides replaced the Colonel by a bloodless coup.

In Chapter 2-Dramatis Personae- policy of
Washington and Whitehall towards Greece under
loannides and Turkey in discussed within which
certain scenarios including the partition of the
island are put on the table. The author gives the first
hint of the deteriorating relations between Makarios
and loannides who, while serving in Cyprus in early
sixties, suggested Makarios to eliminate the Turkish
Cypriots once and for all, was refused causing
animosity between the two since then.

During the inter-communal talks between
1968 and 1974 Kissinger and Callaghan are involved
in the negotiations process. The author is of the
opinion that they were both after their own country’s
interests. He goes further to claim that Kissinger
had little interest as what solution was reached on

Cyprus, provided it did not threaten NATO and
was agreeable to both Greece and Turkey.

Chapter 3- An unavoidable Coup?- reviews
the relation between Athens-Washington-Nicosia.
Both Britain and America were privy to considerable
evidence corroborating that Grivas had returned to
Cyprus to prevent an inter-communal settlement
that would preclude ENOSIS. With the EOKA
B terrorist actions against rule of law and order
in the country, the relationship between Grivas
and Makarios reached an all time low. The Greek
Cypriot eminently became as divided as ever. Both
Makarios and Clerides believed that Cyprus now
faced a greater threat from Athens than it did from
Ankara.

This disturbing situation eventually led
Makarios to write his famous letter on 2 July
1974 to General Gizikis, the President of Greece,
demanding the withdrawal of all Greek officers
serving in Cyprus. Apparently, this letter was the
beginning of the end of Makarios and the cause
of all developments that followed. But despite
increasingly available warning signs, including
warning from the U.S, Makarios continued to
reject the idea that the Junta might be planning a
coup. The inevitable coup took place on 15th July
1974, but Makarios luckily escaped to Malta with
the help of the British. The coup against Makarios
was greeted by wild Jubilations in Athens, but led
Ankara to invade (intervene) to the expectations of
all parties except loannides, who always estimated
that Turkey would not react to that extend.

Andreas all through this chapter tries to
investigate if the events took place in Cyprus and
elsewhere could be prevented by Washington and
Whitehall. Because the mindset in Greece was that
the US via CIA had colluded with Junta in executing
the coup against Makarios.

In Chapter 4-The coup- the tragic events
of the coup against Makarios and the reaction of
the British and US governments, and the steps
taken afterwards are given in great detail. The
preoccupation of both governments was to call
for restraint from Greece and Turkey. Their main
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concern was that Greece and Turkey might go into
war, which might be detrimental to NATO.
Chapter 5- Turkey Invades- is about the
Turkish invasion (intervention) of Cyprus. The
author is persistently after finding any sign of
collusion or cooperation of Kissinger with the Prime
Minister Ecevit. He seeks an answer to the question
of “Why America did not intervene as Johnson did
with his threatening letter to Inonu in 1960s.
Chapter 6- First Geneva Conference and
Chapter 7- Second Geneva Conference- are about
the first and second Geneva Conference, where
an immediate solution to the Cyprus conflict was
hotly discussed but could not be reached. Callaghan
undertook effective role in these two consecutive
between the four parties. The
conference were called by the UNSC Resolution
353. Ir is interesting to note that during the second

conferences

conference after the parties were given time to think
over, the Turkish Delegation accepted a cantonal
federal solution, but met once again with the refusal
of the Greek Delegation. The deadlock once again led
to the second phase of Turkish military operation,
which ended with the capture of about one third of
the island in the North.
The author summarizes the situation in

Geneva by the following words:

“Progress could only be made via compromise and

a prevequisite for compromise in international

diplomacy was negotiating from a strong and

unified position. Realistically, neither Greece nor

Turkey could do this at the time’.

Whereas the cantonal solution supported even
by Kissinger then although accepted by the Turkish
side, was refused by the Greek side, the consequence
of which was the complete geographical partition of
the island. Under the present circumstances, with no
sign of a solution to the problem, the Greek side must
be blaming themselves for not accepting the cantonal
structure proposed in Geneva.

Chapter 8- Makarios- sets out the flow of
event in Cyprus just before and after the return of
Makarios. It covers the period between 1975 and
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1977. The most significant event of this period is
of course the first High Level Agreement between
Makarios and Denktas on a bi-zonal, bi-communal
federation. After the death of Makarios on 3rd
August 1977, the Britsh High Commissioner
to Cyprus, Donald McDonald Gordon, would
comment in the following fashion:

“Whilst Makarios had been regarded by many

as a major obstacle, he now appears to represent

the best of hope of realizing a settlement of the

Cyprus problem”.

The author directly points out that before
Makarios died he had publicly declared that there
was no evidence that the U.S had supported the
Junta in their attempt to murder him. So Makarios
himself sheds light on the facts and evidence, which
this book has been after. In this chapter Andreas
finally gives a high credit to Makarios by saying
that in his abandonment of the goal of ENOSIS
and his acceptance of the “four points” for a Cyprus
settlement, he displayed a considerable measure of
statesmanship. He goes on to say that even Kissinger
acknowledges that along with Makarios the best of
hope for settlement had died. Buz there are historians
who claim that he died because of his grief for signing
the agreement with Denktay.

In Chapter 9- Lessons learnt- Andreas
discusses the ‘lessons learnt’ by quoting Literary
Critic Ivor Armstrong Richards, who says that:
“History is simply a record of things, which ought not
to have happened’.

But dont we learn from history that once a
mistake was made, as in the case of Cyprus, dangerous
and harmful repercussions will follow sometime with
fatal results. This was exactly the case in the Cyprus
Crisis and the consequences were multiple. After first
years an acceptable solution to both sides is not still in
sight. A Turkish proverb is a most appropriate simile to
the Cyprus Question: A fool comes along and throws a
stone into a well, but one hundred wise men are unable
to bring it out.

In conclusion to this book Andreas puts
blame partly on Whitehall and Washington for
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not formulating a coordinated Cyprus policy as a
consequence of which the whole people of Cyprus
suffered and the island had been brutally partitioned
in two.

Once again he reminds us that the intention
of the book was to establish whether the British
and American government had been responsible
by virtue of omission or commission for these
disastrous ramifications. He carries on to claim that
in 1964 there existed a definite attempt to solve the
Cyprus problem by dividing the island between
Greece and Turkey, thereby eliminating any possible
communist threat, which had caused ‘clear concern’
in both Whitehall and Washington. He goes on
to claim that instead of partitioning the island the
independence formula in a way imposed on Cyprus
by a loquacious triglomerate of treaties, which gave
Cyprus the ignominious honour of being the only
member — state to have limitations. He continues
to add that many years later, Whitchall recognized
that the Zurich/London agreements ‘would have
presented a sever challenge for even the most
sophisticated and experienced political community’,
whilst Kissinger described them, ‘doomed from the
start. But is this really the case when we very well know
that Makarios, after his return from London in 1960
to the island, declared, before the ink of his signature
was dry, that Cyprus was a Hellene island  and the
agreements were only a stepping stone to ENOSIS
totally disregarding the existence and legitimate rights
of the Turkish Cypriots, who were the co-partners of the
new independent state.

Andreas concludes that the action of the
Greek Junta led directly to the Turkish invasion. 7 is
rather ironic that Court of Athens decided afterwards
that the Turkish invasion was legitimate when certain
Jamilies brought a case against the Greek Government
Jor the loss of their sons during the war.

Finally the findings of the author show that
there is no evidence whatsoever that Turkey would
have invaded Cyprus, had loannides not given
Turkey the pretext Ankara sought under article IV
of the Treaty of Guarantee.

The author Andreas Constandinos finishes

his book with the following words:

What this book hoped to achieve was to
answer some of the questions and confirm and/
or dispel some of the myths that surrounded and
plagued the history of Cyprus for the past thirty
six years. Its intention was to show that conspiracy
theories can prevent and hinder serious and accurate
appraisal of history and that until both Cypriot
communities are able to take responsibility for the
events of 1974 and accept the roles played by their
respective motherlands, the prospect of the two
communities peacefully co-existing in a unified
island will continue to look bleak.

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halkina yapuklari zuliim, ve uyguladiklart soykirim bu
sekilde diinya kamuoyuna unutturulmustur.

2. Bauli biiyiik devletlerin yardimlar: ve
destekleri ile Edirne Muahedesi (1829) ve Berlin Pro-
tokolii (1830) hiikiimleri ile egemen bir devlet olarak
tarih sahnesine ¢ikan Yunanistan, o tarihten giiniimiize
kadar her zaman bahse konu devletlerin desteklerine ve
yardimlarina mazhar olmugtur. Rum-Yunan ikilisi, sz
konusu tarihi geleneksel destege giivenerek 1955den
sonra ve ozellikle de 1963’de, Kibris'ta, agikga, askeri
harekata girismiglerdir. Kibris'in bir Helen adasi ve
Yunanistan'in bir pargast oldugu diisiincesi Rum-Yu-
nan ikilisinde bir saplant1 haline gelmigtir. Bu nedenle,
Rumlar ve Yunanlilar Kibris meselesine hep bu acidan
bakmay: kétii bir aligkanlik haline getirmiglerdir.

Andreas Costantdinos da, Kibris meselesine
bu gozle bakmis ve Rum-Yunan ikilisinin yapuklar:
askeri ve siyasi stratejik yanlislart goz ard: ederek,
adada siirdiirdiikleri ENOSIS Savasrna destek ver-
medikleri ve Tiirkiye'nin adaya asker ¢ikarmasina
engel olmadiklari icin acikca ABD’ni suglamakta ve
Kibrisa ENOSIS’in ABD’nin ihanetine ugradigini
ima etmekeedir. Kitabin yazary, lafi, oreiilii bir sekilde
ve Yunanli kurnazligs ile “Yunanistan Hiristiyan ailes-
inin bir pargasidir. Hiristiyan aleminin biiyiik, kii¢iik
her iilkesi Yunanistan'a yardim etmekle yiikiimlidiir.
Hiristiyan diinyasinin yardimlari ve destekleri sayes-
inde Tiirk Silahli Kuvvetleri'ni adadan atacak ve Kibris
Cumbhuriyeti’nin hitkiimranligini Kibris'in kuzeyinde
de hakim kilacagiz” noktasina getirmek istemek-
tedir. Rum-Yunan ikilisi, hala, bu beklenti icinde
olduklarindan toplumlar arasi goriismelerde bugiine
kadar bir uzlastya varilamamustir.

3. Son zamanlarda Rumlar, Kibrista Tiirkler'e
yaptiklart kotiilitklerin giinahlarini bagkalarina
yiikleyerek aklanmaya calistiklarina; Kibris Tiirk
halkini sugsuz ve giinahsiz olduklarina inandirmaya
calistiklarina ve bu amagla Giiney Kibrista Rumca
yazilan ve Rumlarin gériislerini yansitan kitaplarin
Tiirkee'ye cevrilerek Kuzey Kibris'ta satildigina sahit
oluyoruz. Hedefleri, Kibris Tiirklerine yaptiklar
kotiiliikleri unutturmak ve Kibris Tiirkii niin adadaki

gelecegini ipotek altina almakur. Bu nedenle, Rumlar
biitiin gayretlerini, kendilerini zor durumda birakan
gegmiglerini unutturma {izerinde yogunlastirmiglardir.
Bu amagla, yumusak giiciin bir aract olan “fikir iiretme
merkezlerini” kullanmakradirlar. Bu baglamda, An-
dreas Constandinos'un “The Cyprus Crisis” adl1 kitabi
Rumlarin gegmislerini unutturma gayretlerinin bir
iirtinii olarak degerlendirilmektedir.

Cagdas diinyada, artik, kendi bagina hareket
etmek gegerliligini yitirmis, yerini birlikte hareket
etmeye, isbirligi yapmaya ve dayanisma i¢inde bulun-
maya birakmistir. Bu durum muvacehesinde, Dogu
Akdeniz Universitesi Kibris Arastirmalart Merkezi
miinferit galisma yapma yerine, Dogu Akdeniz Uni-
versitesi ¢atist altinda kurulan ve ayni amaca hizmet
eden Dogu Akdeniz Universitesi Stratejik Arastirmalar
Merkezi ile birlikte hareket etmesi ve esgiidiim i¢inde
bulunmast ¢aligmalari daha etkili ve giiclii kilacakur.
Ayni ¢at alunda bulunan ve ortak hedeflere yonelmis
iki fikir iiretme merkezinin Kibris Tiirk halkinin ada
tizerindeki haklarina ve hukukuna iligkin bilgileri dan-
tel igleyen genc bir kizin sabr1 ve titizligi ile belgelere
dayali olarak, birlikte, ortaya ¢ikarmasi; Kibris Tiirk
gencligi ile diinya kamuoyunun dikkatine getirmesi
ve Rum-Yunan ikilisinin s6zii edilen “unutturma”
cabalarini bosa ¢ikarmast en basta gelen gorevlerin-
den biridir.

Bunun yani sira, Kuzey Kibris'ta faaliyet gos-
teren iiniversiteler, stratejik aragtirma merkezleri,
bilimsel ¢alismalar yapan sivil toplum kuruluglar:
ve bilim adamlart iiretecekleri Kibris meselesine
iliskin fikirlerle Kibris Tiirki’'niin ada {izerindeki
hak ve menfaatlerini savunan ulusal ortak goriisiin
sekillenmesinde ve izlenecek politika ile stratejinin
belirlenmesinde kilit rol oynayabilirler.
